When Jesus told His disciples "If your brother sin against you, rebuke him and if he repent, forgive him. And if he sins against you seven times in a day and seven times in a day returns to you saying, I repent, you shall forgive him". the disciples said "Lord increase our faith". (Lk. 17: 3-5) We some times use this story to talk about the need for a strong faith, but Jesus said it would not take much faith! "If you have faith as a mustard seed, you can say to this mulberry tree, be pulled up by the roots and be planted in the sea and it would obey you". (Vs. 6) The emphasis is not on their powerful faith, but a little faith in a powerful God! That is comforting.





There are at least four things that are involved in praying "in faith". 1. We must believe that "God is and that He is the rewarder of them that diligently seek Him". (Heb. 11: 6) An infidel should make no request of God, and a failure to pray is a step toward infidelity (Rom. 1: 21)





2. We must believe what God says about prayer. Some think that since the days of miracles are over that God cannot answer prayers. Though we may not understand God's providence, we can believe that God will answer prayers because He promised to do so.

(Who has not thanked God because on hindsight, he realized that it would have been detrimental to him if God had granted his request? We must realize that God "knows the things you have need of before you ask". 3. We must believe that we need what we request and that God can give it. Whatever things you ask when you pray, believe that you receive them, and you will have them". (Mk. 11: 24) James said one who doubts "is like a wave of the sea driven and tossed by the wind. For let not that man suppose that he will receive any thing from the Lord; he is a double-minded men, unstable in all his ways"


(James 1: 6-8)


4. We must ask according to His will. "Now this is the confidence we have in Him, that if we ask anything according to His will, He hears us. (Jn. 5: 14) Our attitude must always be, "If the Lord wills". (Js. 4: 15)


How can we pray "in faith", and yet have the attitude "if the Lord wills"? First we must examine God's will and conform our request to His revelation. James illustrates the power of prayer by Elijah, who prayed for a famine, and then for rain.  (Js. 5: 17-18) God answered his prayer not only because of Elijah's faith but because it was His will. Moses had written: "Take heed to yourselves, lest your heart be deceived, and ye turn aside, and serve other gods, and worship them; and the anger of Jehovah be kindled against you, and he shut up the heavens, so that there shall be no rain, and the land shall not yield its fruit; and ye perish quickly from off the good land which Jehovah giveth you".           (Deut. 11: 16-17)











BIGGER BARNS? 


On my resent trip to Iowa's Corn Belt I was astounded to see mountains of corn  (one was 120,000 bushels) piled on the ground around the farmhouse. I ask, a local, if that was normal and he said "no but there is no place else to put it. All the storage barns are full". Iowa had a record crop this year. (80 bushels per acre over normal)





I could not help but think of Jesus' parable of the rich man's land that produced plentifully. (Lk. 12: 16-20) The ground of a certain rich man brought forth plentifully: and he reasoned within himself, saying, What shall I do, because I have not where to bestow my fruits?  And he said this will I do: I will pull down my barns, and build greater; and there will I bestow all my grain and my goods.  And I will say to my soul, Soul, thou hast much goods laid up for many years; take thine ease, eat, drink, be merry.  But God said unto him, Thou foolish one, this night is thy soul required of thee; and the things, which thou hast prepared, whose shall they be? 





Iowa farmers needed some bigger barns (this year) but unlike the man of the parable, no one was setting back to take his ease. The fields were full of equipment preparing the land for next years planting, because this year's crop will soon be history.





As we look over the past year, none can say that he has not prospered at God's hand. The very country in which we live and the many opportunities we have are a great material blessing from God. We should be thankful and not rest boastfully in our accomplishments. The real lesson of this parable, however, is found in verse 15      (For a man's life consisteth not in abundance of the things which he possesseth) and verse 21(So is he that layeth up treasure for himself, and is not rich toward God). Nothing could be farther from the truth than the old pun "he who dies with the most toys wins".
