If we pray without sincerity, whether self- righteously (Lk. 18: 11-12) or for show, (Matt. 6: 5) little is achieved, even if we attach the name of Jesus to our prayers. We have momentarily forgotten the basis upon which we share fellowship with God.


   It is only through Jesus that we can approach God and make request. Stating His name in our prayers is an essential verbal reminder. The true test of praying in his name is whether our attitude and manner of life reflect a dependence on Jesus as the only way to come to the Father.

(Most translations have added the word "duty" to this passage, an injustice to what is really being said.) Solomon is saying that the, "whole of man", all that man is from the beginning, "and God created man in his own image, in the image of God created he him; male and female created he them". (Gen. 1: 27) to the end of all things, "He who testifieth these things saith, Yea: I come quickly. Amen: come, Lord Jesus". (Rev 22: 20) is to fear (love) God and glorify (keep His commandments) Him.


Micah states it this way; "He hath showed thee, O man, what is good; and what doth Jehovah require of thee, but to do justly, and to love kindness, and to walk humbly with thy God"?  (Micah 6: 8)


    May God help us to walk so that when life is over, be it sooner or later, it will be a day of rejoicing in the Lord.

  "In Jesus name we pray, amen." Such an expression closes many a prayer. We would not consider ending a petition to God with out it. It rolls of our tongues casually, almost without thinking. Why is this simple phrase so significant? Does it validate our prayer, like the identification number we key into the ATM when we need cash? Suppose a brother praying in the assembly forgets to conclude his petition in this manner. Would his prayer reach God's throne?


  Prayer is inappropriate if it is not in Jesus' name. Expressing this is one obvious application of Paul's command to "do all in the name of the Lord Jesus (Col. 3: 16). The savior Himself instructed His own apostles to pray in His name. Just before going to Gethsemane, Jesus urged His apostles to ask the Father for what they needed. In encouraging them to pray, He insisted that it be in His name. "Ask what ye will in My name..If ye ask anything in My name" 


(Jn. 14: 13-14). Later in the discourse, He repeated this condition upon which the Father would hear them (Jn. 15: 16; 16: 23,26).


  What constitutes praying in the name of Jesus? Was Jesus merely requesting a verbal 





Very nature and being, a declaration of the salvation He had come to secure for men.


   The apostles learned the significance of the name of Jesus through the cross. Calvary taught them that God would reconcile men to Himself through Jesus, and this truth transformed them. They healed in His name, demon-strating Jesus' power to provide salvation. They preached his name urging men to accept Him as Lord and Christ. They compelled men to confess His name, stating that God had raised Him from the dead. They urged men to call upon His name, allowing their sins to be washed away. They baptized in His name knowing that Christ was the one through whom forgiveness could be granted.


   Praying in His name means we appreciate who Jesus is, we rely on Him for what He has done and we respect His will. A sincere sinner may pray for forgiveness through Jesus' name, but his refusal to obey the gospel on God's terms means that his request goes unanswered. A person might be misled into praying for miraculous healing or claiming material wealth in the name of Jesus, but he makes such a request apart from the will Jesus has revealed. He asks amiss and does not receive.

Acknowledgement from His apostles? It sounds like it, because that is what a name means to us. As expectant parents, we might spend months deciding on just the right name for our baby. The name identifies the child and distinguishes it from other children. Yet, the actual name to which the child answers is insignificant, save for its novelty or the family member from which it descended. It reveals little about our child's character or personality. 


   The name of Jesus tells us what to call Him, but it tells us much more.  It reveals to us who He is. When Jesus told His apostles to pray in His name, He was urging upon them a realization and acceptance of His divine nature, character and purpose. This is evident form John 14. Jesus told His apostles He was going to prepare a place for them and Thomas asks for directions. Philip requested to see the Father. Jesus answered by claiming that He was the only way back to the Father. He was the Father's representative; His words came from the Father; His works were accomplished by the Father. Access to the Father was impossible without Jesus. The name of Jesus in which He urged them to pray was a disclosure of His person, a description of His

(Eccl. 1: 2) He spends the entire twelve chapters seeking the answer to life and concludes that; "there is no end to the books written, or to be written on the subject, all to no avail.


   The only answer that Solomon can come up with is that when," all hath been heard: the end of the matter is; fear God and keep His commandments for this is the whole of man". (Eccl. 12: 13)
