An intellectual conclusion


    The word most often translated "confess" (homologeo) or "confession" (homologia) in the New Testament literally means to "speak the same thing (homos, same, logo, to speak), to assent, accord, agree with…denotes confession by acknowledgement of the truth" (Vine, 1:224f). The truth supported by incontrovertible evidence, is that the man Jesus of Nazareth, is also the Son of God. Confession acknowledges or agrees with this truth.


    Jesus, himself gave assent to the truth of His own identity as He "witnessed the good confession before Pontius Pilate" (I Tim. 3:16) Men with impure motives may deny the truth about Christ, "but He cannot deny Himself" (II Tim. 2: 13). Jesus' identity is a truth worth dying for, and He did so.


    The scriptures urge "that at the name of Jesus every knee shall bow…and that every tongue should confess that Jesus Christ is Lord" (Phil. 2: 10-11). Jesus identity will eventually become apparent to all men.. But, the door of opportunity is open only in this earthly phase of





Yielding to Jesus at the very core of our being. Consider Paul's confession: "I have been crucified with Christ; it is no longer I who live, but Christ lives in me; and the life which I now live in the flesh I live by faith in the Son of God who loved me and gave Himself for me" (Gal. 2: 20). The Christian's confession of Christ supercedes mental recognition. It is the expression of love, gratitude and submission to the One who rescued us from the madness and misery of sin.


A Daily Commitment


    Our confession of Jesus, the outward expression of inward conviction, is by its very nature not merely a "one time step" on the way to the baptistery. It is more than a formal mumbled "yes" in answer to the preacher's leading question; "Do you believe that Jesus Christ is the Son of God?" Rather confession is a comprehensive orientation that permeates every area of life. It is unswerving courage in the face of persecution (Matt. 26; 69-75); it is liberal sharing of material goods (II Cor. 9: 13; cf. 8:5-"but first they gave themselves to the Lord"); it is the demonstration in every word and deed that Jesus rules in the heart (Titus 1: 6).  The truth about Jesus must be confessed in all we do and say.


    For what, shall we exchange a lifetime of confession of Christ? "Therefore whoever confesses me before men him will I confess before my Father who is in heaven" (Matt. 10: 32)

our existence. If this opportunity to know the Lord is squandered, our confession of Him in eternity will be forthcoming, but fruitless. 


A Personal Conviction


    The dispassionate conclusion that God actually visited the earth in the form of Jesus fails the standard of confession by God. While Jesus walked the earth "even among the rulers many believed in Him, but because of the Pharisees they did not confess Him, lest they should be put out of the synagogue; for they loved the praise of men more than the praise of God" (John 12: 42-43). One's confession must embrace Christ in personal devotion and loyalty. The confessor must be an adherent. Vine further defines homologeo as "to declare openly by way of speaking out freely, such confession being the effect of deep convictions of facts" (ibid, p 224). The Theological dictionary of the New Testament (abridged) adds, "But confession means taking sides, and confession of Christ means confession of a risen and exalted Lord" (p.689)


    While confession is most certainly a verbal, public declaration (Rom. 10: 9-10; I Tim. 6: 12), it is further a 





The Genuine Article 





   At the end of World War II the economy of Japan was in shambles. Devastated by the war and its cost, the economy was gone. Without the resources for R&D the Japanese became a "copycat" nation. They began producing products of every kind copied from manufactures around the world. So successful were they at this trade it was found that if a product had a flaw either internal or external the flaw showed up in the copy. 


     Soon the world markets (particularly the US) were flooded with products that were copies of everything, and at a fraction of the cost of the genuine article. Consumers were concerned about quality and reliability and manufactures countered, to some degree, by promoting their products as the "genuine article" and pushed its higher cost as value worthy. The deception was so good, however, that consumers were left wondering if they had gotten the real thing. As a result laws were passed for consumer protection that required detailed information about the product and its origin. Today we have come to accept "knockoffs" and "imitations" as a way of life. The stores are full of them and whether we buy them or not we usually think of imitations in a negative way.


     There is a sense, however, in which imitation is a positive and necessary thing. That, of course, is in the manner of life we lead. In his letter to the Corinthians, Paul said, "Be ye imitators of me, as I am of Christ" 


(I Cor.11: 1). He praised the Thessalonians for doing just that. (I Thess. 1: 6)
