And this I pray, that your love may abound yet more and more in knowledge and all discernment; so that ye may approve the things that are excellent; that ye may be sincere and void of offence unto the day of Christ; (Phil.1: 9-10)





    When Rome was at its height of power, marble sculpture was the art form of the day. So great 


was the demand that Roman sculptors sometimes sought to conceal cracks and voids in their work with the aid of melted beeswax. Blending it into the stone, they could sell it as flawless quality work. Much to the owner's dismay, after a few weeks, the wax would dry out and fall away revealing the original flaws. This practice of wax trickery became so prevalent that reputable sculptors guaranteed their work as "sine cera". This word is the root word for our present "sincere" and is translated literally "without wax". 


     Unfortunately, many who proclaim themselves children of God live lives filled with wax trying 


to hide the flaws within. I suppose that it is only human nature to try to hide the flaws of our life. We all do it, I know that I have, but the problem is, that if we do it long enough, we fool ourselves into believing we are flawless.


      Filler wax takes many forms, good deeds, good works, humility; a staunch stand for some truth, a pious attitude, and often times lies.

Except for the lies, these things in our lives in the right way may be good, but be assured that God knows the difference between good deeds and wax. It is the thing that Jesus saw in the Scribes and Pharisees when He said 


" Woe unto you, scribes and Pharisees, hypocrites! for ye are like unto whited sepulchres, which outwardly appear beautiful, but inwardly are full of dead men's bones, and of all uncleanness.  Even so ye also outwardly appear righteous unto men, but inwardly ye are full of hypocrisy and iniquity. 


 (Matt. 23: 27-28)


     There is, however, one thing that will remove the flaws of our life and restore it to perfection. It is "godly sorrow that worketh repentance (a repentance) that brings no regret" (II Cor. 7: 10). If we are to present ourselves to God as a work of His hand, it must be without imperfection, being made whole by the blood of Jesus Christ.


     May we so live that we will bring to God a life that is "sine cera" and not one filled with crumbling wax.

they are in fact, proud and arrogant.  Many denominationalists give the air of humility when they are so proud as to assume they can deal with the word of God to fit their own needs or in some subjective manner that makes them feel good.  Our Lord was humble, but He was not always quiet.  There is a time to speak out against sin.  There is a time to respond to error.  There is a time when you must speak up or sin by not doing so.  We need to be careful about assuming a position of silence when we know that to speak out will invade our comfort zone.  Sometimes it's right to say it, and with force.  Read Matthew 6:5-15.


      Because one is sorrowful does not mean he is penitent.  People are often sorry for sin, but not because they see it as an affront to God; they're just sorry they got caught.  When such is the case, often the quickest and most effective way to excuse oneself is to feign repentance.  Such folks will shed tears to make their position more believable.  Their faces become tight with what appears to be sorrow, they look mournful in a way that is intended to indicate godly sorrow, but they don't really repent.  They often go back to doing the same things.


					





The Tendency to Attitudinize

Attitudinize.  That's really a word.  It means to assume a position or posture in order to produce a certain effect or make a certain impression.  In Boswell's biography of Dr. Johnson, he speaks of a man who offended Dr. Johnson by his excessive dramatic gesticulations and warned him, "Don't attitudinize!"  If we aren't careful, we can strike a certain pose or assume a certain air just for the sake of impressing someone.








I've thought about this quite a lot.  I've done it.  I've posed for effect.  Have you?  Be honest now.  It deserves some warnings don't you think?  I've got three examples about this almost overwhelming human propensity.


      Because one is loud does not mean he is strong.  Many people who somehow feel inferior tend toward volume to cover up their real feelings of mediocrity.  They think that many words, said with considerable decibels, will leave the impression that they should be accepted.  In situations where they might be shown to lack strength in some area, they become boisterous, uproarious in an effort to cover their true feelings of diffidence.  Loudness doesn't always attest to strength.  In fact, strength may well consist in the ability to control the volume.  Read Matthew 23:1-7.


          Because one is quiet doesn't always mean he is humble.  I guess it's always been the case that people equate quietness with humility.  Quietness and humility don't always equate, however.  Many of the most prideful people are those who have posed as humble when 





I suppose all of us have trouble with that from time to time.  It's hard not to, actually.  We don't want others to know we are experiencing any difficulties, so we are prone to attitudinize, take a position that puts us in a better light.  At least we think it does.  When we have our picture taken, we want our best side to show.  In other words we pose--for the best effect we can achieve.  It is so in life, too.


     Most people become proficient attitudinizers.  We develop very quickly the ability to assume whatever position the occasion demands.  All of us have a tendency to talk like those whose speech is generally accepted.  Most folks can quickly adorn themselves with the attitudes that are presently acknowledged as popular.  This attitudinizing can be hypocritical and, while it is right and often necessary to adapt to situations (Paul "became all things to all men" so that he might win some), it is dishonest to show ourselves to be something we are not.
