"and let us consider one another to provoke unto love and good works; not forsaking our own assembling together, as the custom of some is, but exhorting (one another); and so much the more, as ye see the day drawing nigh."  (Heb. 10:24-25)





     Is it really important to assemble as children of God every first day of the week? Many people think not as was the case when the Hebrew writer penned these words. For whatever reason, some choose not to assemble but the scripture is quite clear. 


     There are those who have argued that the word rendered here as "assembling" means the "society of Christians" i.e. the church, and the object of the writer is to urge them not to apostatize from the Lord. The word, however, is not used in this sense in the New Testament but is used several times to refer to a "gathering together". (II Thess. 2:1; Matt. 23:37; Mk. 1:33) The command is to assemble together to worship God and it is an important duty of Christians to do so. It is also implied that there is blame or fault when this is neglected. 


     Only when we truly understand what is involved in our worshiping together will we realize why it is so important. We assemble to sing, pray, study, give of our means and proclaim the Lord's death till He comes again. All of these acts of worship are done in obedience to a direct command or the example of New Testament Christians. While honor and glory to God is its focus, these acts are to provoke us to love and good works.

of  human salvation.  Out of His righteousness God hates sin, but out of 


His great love he longs for the sinner.


      Still, even if God loves man the sinner, the problem of His holiness remains.  How could He turn away His wrath from sin without stripping the universe of all justice and denying His own holy nature?  Popular thought does not even recognize this problem.  Most men imagine that God can simply overlook our wickedness and clear everything away with an easy "I forgive you."  He is seen as a grandfatherly figure who said a lot of hard things to his grandchildren when he was provoked by their unruly behavior but at last will forget his threats or find carrying them out unbearable.  In this way, it is felt, all men will be unconditionally forgiven and hell put out to rent.  It is imperative that we rid ourselves of this particularly insane illusion and fact reality.  God cannot do it!  He would thereby cease to be God.  His very nature demands that sin be punished.


    The remarkable reconciling of God's righteousness and God's love in the salvation of men finds its expression in the Old Testament word atonement (Greek, kipper).  Atonement does not mean at-one-ment. Its root idea is "a covering," and 


it is used in this sense (in verb form) in Genesis 6:14 where God instructs Noah to cover the ark with pitch.  From this original meaning, it came to be figuratively applied to the covering over (forgiveness) of sins (Psalm 65:3).  Atonement was seen as a shield against the righteous anger of God toward sin (Numbers 16:41-46). In the Old Testament church the blood of an animal was poured out instead of the blood of the one who transgressed God's law. This animal served as an atonement or covering for sin (Leviticus 17:11) and for centuries reminded Israel that sin was





      Salvation may indeed be to men "the free gift of God" (Romans 6:23) but it does not come cheap to the Giver.  The chasm which sin has opened between a holy God and His wayward creatures is both wide and deep.  How can an absolutely sinless and righteous Deity (Psalm 119:142) who by His very nature cannot have fellowship with evil (Habakkuk 1:13; 1 John 1:5-6) ever find Himself linked with men who are universally ungodly, unrighteous and unholy (Ecclesiastes 7:20; Romans 3:9-10, 23)?  However much He might desire it, is it even possible?  It is with this problem that God wrestles in His eternal purpose for man, and it is His solution to it, which stands at the heart of the Bible's message.


       God's righteous nature cries out for vindication against human wickedness.  "For the wrath of God," says Paul, "is revealed from heaven against all ungodliness and unrighteousness of men" (Romans 1:18).  But the anger of God with sin is not a capricious passion like our own flashes of temper.  It is the consistent, settled reaction of the divine nature toward evil.  From the depths of His everlasting righteousness He hates sin and recoils from all that is unholy and impure.  It will always be so.  God does not change (Malachi 3:6; Numbers 23:19).


    From this we may easily judge that if righteousness should be the sole or even salient feature of God's nature, all men would be utterly hopeless.


      Life would simply be a matter of waiting for the inevitable axe to fall (Matthew 3:10).  Most fortunately for us, God is more than holy righteousness; He is also redemptive love (Psalm 103:8-13; 1 John 4:8).  It is this aspect of his character, which is the driving engine

a serious business and in spite of God's mercy upon the transgressor His righteousness exacted a serious penalty.


      But animal sacrifice was only a dim foreshadowing of the real atonement and was never intended to be an adequate cover for sin (Hebrews 10:1-4).  Even in the Old Testament, Isaiah gave to Israel (and to us) a powerful prophetic picture of the true sin-bearer:  "he was wounded for our transgressions, he was bruised for our iniquities … All we like sheep have gone astray … and Jehovah hath laid on him the iniquity of us all" (Isaiah 53:5-6).


The New Testament word which is the equivalent of atonement is propitiation (Greek, hillasterios, hilasmos).  Paul speaks of "the redemption which is in Christ Jesus: whom God set forth to be a propitiation" (Romans 3:25).  So great was the enormity of sin that only God's Son could serve as an adequate atonement. In this way alone could the righteousness of God be so propitiated that He could forgive us without compromising His holy nature.  And it was He, Himself, who gave us the sin cover that we needed--not in the death of an incarnated angel, not even in the mere death of His own Son, but in "the death of the cross."  So much God hates sin, and so much he loves us, and in this marvelous display of grace and wisdom He became both just and "justifier of him that hath faith in Jesus: (Romans 3:25-26). God has provided in His Son a canopy of grace to hide us from His wrath, but we dare not make the mistake of believing with C. H. Dodd that in Jesus "anger as an attitude of God to me disappears, and His love and mercy become all-embracing."   God does indeed love us, but unless





					





we stand by obedient faith beneath the atoning cover of His Son's death, His wrath will surely fall on us as upon the ancient Egyptians.  His only promise and our only hope is, "…when I see the blood, I will pass over you…." (Exodus 12:13).

By them we exhort each other to be conformed to the image of Christ. (Rom. 8: 29) We must understand that in this sense they cannot be done outside the assembly of Saints. 


     Assembling together as saints is not some social event but a conscious act of worship. It is an expression of the covenant that we have with a living God. Jesus said, " But the hour cometh, and now is when the true worshippers shall worship the Father in spirit and truth: for such doth the Father seek to be his worshippers. God is a Spirit: and they that worship him must worship in spirit and truth." (Jn. 4: 23-24) The emphasis is "in spirit and truth" and to try to worship in some setting that does not adhere to "spirit and truth" is false worship.


     In contrast to one who set at naught Moses' law the writer says, " of how much sorer punishment, think ye, shall he be judged worthy, who hath trodden under foot the Son of God, and hath counted the blood of the covenant wherewith he was sanctified an unholy thing, and hath done despite unto the Spirit of grace? 


(Heb 10: 29)


     Rather than a discretionary matter along with other things we want to do, may we all come to see "worship together" as a blessing not to be forsaken.
