In a cry of despair Paul said, "Wretched man that I am! Who shall deliver me out of the body of this death?  I thank God (for the answer) through Jesus Christ our Lord. So then I of myself with the mind, indeed, serve the law of God; but with the flesh the law of sin". (Rom 7:24-25) This neither condones 


nor excuses sin but wakes us up to face the facts. Sin is in our life and we must resist it at all cost. 


     Let each of us strive to follow the example of Jesus to resist sin in our life, and call upon the mercy of the Father through repentance when we fail.

Choice out of eternity


      Before there was a world (Ephesians 1:3-4); before there were angels (Hebrews 1:14); before "the morning stars sang together and the Sons of God shouted for joy" (Job 38:7); when there was only the awesome, eternal, majestic Godhead, a plan was made for one of that divine family to take up human flesh and come to save a yet uncreated world.

      In contrast to all the others in Jesus; family line about whom it is said that his father "begot" him, of Jesus it is said that He was "born" of Mary (Matthew 1:16).  Both Matthew and Luke affirm Jesus' virgin birth to Mary and provide several witnesses to support it.


      Mary testified that an angel 


told her that she was to have a 


child by the Holy Spirit who 


would be called  "the Son of God" (Luke 1:26-38).  If her testimony was false, it would be strange for a knowing adulteress to go immediately and announce it to her very devout cousin whose husband's priestly duty it was to examine such capital offenses and oversee the execution of the guilty (Deuteronomy 22:23-24).  It would be stranger still for Elisabeth to exult over Mary's pregnancy (Luke 1:41-45) and for Mary to announce it with words like:  "My soul magnifies the Lord, and my spirit has rejoiced in God my Savior …" (Luke 1:46-47).


       Joseph, a righteous man, testified that an angel told him that Mary had conceived a child by the Holy Spirit (Matthew 1:19-25).  How could this testimony be false?  He knew that an illegitimate child could not come into the assembly of the Lord until the tenth generation (Leviticus 23:2) and yet, knowing that this was not his child, he did not put Mary away but took her 


					





The Man Who Chose To Be Born

No one of us chose to be born.  The decisions both divine and human which preceded our coming to life were beyond our making.  We had no control over the time or circumstance of our birth or who our parents would be.  But there is one man who chose to be born and determined all its circumstances.  That is true because the birth of Jesus was a part of God's Eternal purpose (1 Peter 1:17-20).











Isaiah 11:1-2), the seed of David (2 Samuel 7:12-13), the son of a virgin (Isaiah 7:14), "Wonderful . . . the mighty God, the everlasting Father" (Isaiah 9:6-7), a ruler out of eternity (Micah 5:2).  He was to be born in the little village of Bethlehem Judah (Micah 5:2) and to live much of His life in the narrow confines of the province of Galilee (Isaiah 9:1-2).  He was to die tragically yet triumphantly and redemptively (Isaiah 53).  It was a prophetic picture of remarkable detail.  And it was obvious that He was to be the son of man, but it was also obvious that He was to be far more than that!


"And the Word became flesh. . ."


	The family tree of Jesus (Matthew 1:1-17; Luke 3:23-28) does not make for gripping reading but it says some very important things.  It says in concrete terms that Jesus was human, a man descended from Adam, Abraham and David.  It says also that His genealogy was not laundered because some of His ancestors in the flesh were human indeed!  There was Tamar who bore two illegitimate sons to her former father-in-law; Rahab, a prostitute of the city of Jericho; Bathsheba, with whom David committed adultery; and Ruth, a Moabitess.  And in this genealogy is the evidence that Jesus fulfilled all the words of the prophets.  It is a difficult.

To him therefore that knoweth to do good, and doeth it not, to him it is sin. (James 4:17)





     Why should we not consider doing right just because it is right? Oscar Wilde once wrote, "When a man is old enough to do wrong he should be old enough to do right also". The essence of Mr. Wilde's statement is that doing wrong or doing right is a matter of choice and not a mindless happening. That is certainly a statement of bible truth.  When someone engages in sin with the idea that they have no choice otherwise, they fool themselves. 


     The propensity to sin is natural because it is the lust of the flesh, lust of the eye, and the pride of life that lures us into sin.  Paul knew all to well when he wrote," For I know that in me, that is, in my flesh, dwelleth no good thing: for to will is present with me, but to do that which is good (is) not. For the good which I would I do not: but the evil which I would not, that I practise. (Rom. 7:18-19) One of the ironies of doing wrong is that almost everyone old enough to know better, knows when they are doing something wrong. We may not admit it but we know. The solution then is to know how and when to say no to sin and do it.


     When man asks, what does God expect of me? He sent his Son into the world, born of woman, to be the perfect example. Although divine he was also human, in all points tempted like as (we are, yet) without sin.. (Heb. 4:15). The very fact that He could be tempted bespeaks His human nature and it was his human nature that turned from sin. But how did Jesus resist
