By faith Abraham, when he was called, obeyed to go out unto a place which he was to receive for an inheritance; and he went out, not knowing whither he went. (Heb. 11:8)





   In the Doctor's office the other day, I read an article in "Travel Magazine" promoting travel in Europe, despite the terrorist threats. The point of the article was that with a little precaution and care it is quite safe to travel in most of Europe. It was supported by the idea that to avoid travel in Europe would give the terrorist a sense of victory. On the other hand, however, there was stern warning about travel to countries like Israel, Jordan, and Egypt. The events 


of this week would certainly back up that warning. 


    The sad part of all this is that such unrest makes it too risky to go there. Although I would like to, I may never be able to make a trip to the "Holy Land" as it is called. To stand in the streets where Jesus stood (although most are buried under hundreds of feet of rubble), to walk the shores of Galilee or the streets of Capernaum where Jesus spent much of His time or to visit Bethlehem or Nazareth.   Those with whom I have talked who have been there speak of the "light it sheds on His Life" and the feeling of "awe" they had at seeing the things and places spoken of in the Bible.


    But you know something; we don't have to see these thinks to know that Jesus lived, that He healed the sick, made the blind to see or walked on the waters of Galilee. We have them vividly portrayed for us in the recorded word, and by faith they are as real

as if we witnessed them first hand. When Thomas placed his hand into Jesus side he said, "My Lord and My God", but Jesus replied, " Because thou hast seen me, thou hast believed blessed (are) they that have not seen, and (yet) have believed. (John 20:29)


    The physical "promise land" holds little meaning for the true believer today for we seek "A land that is fairer than day and by faith we can see it afar. For the Savior waits over the way to prepare us a dwelling place there". Jesus spoke of it as a place, " where neither moth nor rust doth consume, and where thieves do not break through nor steal:" (Matt 6:20). Paul assures us that it is there 


" For we know that if the earthly house of our tabernacle be dissolved, we have a building from God, a house not made with hands, eternal, in the heavens". (2 Cor. 5:1) Revelations 21 and 22 describe this land in glowing detail and although figurative language, it gives us a mental picture of something mere words cannot describe.

people of God.  Today, we must not only avoid that which is evil, but we must choose whatever is right.  James said, "To him therefore that knoweth to do good, and doeth it not, to him it is sin" (James 4:17).  Many who have begun as Christians go back into the world because they only determined to quit what was evil.  That is not all there is to being a Christian, however.  Christianity does not just consist of avoiding evil, as important as that is.  It also involves actively serving God and our fellow man.  If we do not do that, we are almost sure to go back into the world.


Humility.  Think of a person who is a doorman at some fancy New York hotel.  No 


one knows who he is; he is just the doorman.  The rich and famous go in and out those doors, and may know them and treat them with adulation.  Being a doorkeeper is a position of low esteem.  Pride keeps many from being a part of the house of God today.  God will only accept those who are humble.  "He hath showed thee, O man, what is good: and what doth the Lord require of thee, but to do justly, and to love mercy, and to walk humbly with thy God" (Micah 6:8).  God resists the proud and accepts only those who are humble.  That surely rules out many people; they would have no interest whatsoever in being a humble doorkeeper.


What about you?  Can you make the statement made by the writer of this psalm?








"I Had Rather Be A Doorkeeper. . ."

"For a day in thy courts is better than a thousand.  I had rather be a doorkeeper in the house of my God than to dwell in the tents of wickedness" (Psalm 84:10).  This psalm is attributed to the sons of Korah, who were the porters of the gates of the Lord's house (1 Chronicles 26:12-19).  This passage can be translated "I would choose rather to sit at the threshold…" There is a valuable lesson here for the Lord's disciples.  At least four things would be required for us to make the same statement:








carnal in the base, fleshly sense, but carnal in the sense of being materialistic, always needing to be entertained.  I'm afraid most people today would choose the "tents of wickedness" over "the house of God."  Solomon, after giving himself over to the satisfaction of every carnal desire, said, "This is the end of the matter; all hath been heard: fear God, and keep his commandments; for this is the whole duty of man" (Ecclesiastes 12:13).


 Good judgment.  Men in general are very foolish.  They exercise good judgment when it comes to financial matters, but they act very foolishly in regard to their soul.  No one will choose "the house of God" over "the tents of wickedness" unless they have spiritual discernment.  Moses made a wise choice in his day, "…choosing rather to share ill treatment with the people of God, than to enjoy the pleasures of sin for a season…" (Hebrews 5:14).  Unless people are thoughtful and discerning, they will never make the choice the psalmist made. 


3.	A definite choice.  The psalmist said, "I had rather…" Moses not only refused to be called the son of Pharaoh's daughter, but he chose rather to share ill treatment with the





Knowledge.   What is "the house of God"?  Then, of course, it referred to the Temple.  What is it today?  In 1 Timothy 3:15, Paul says, "But if I tarry long, that thou mayest know how men ought to behave themselves in the house of God, which is the church of the living God, the pillar and ground of the truth."  If we were to choose the house of God today, we would be choosing the church, the relationship of the saved.  Being a Christian, a member of the Lord's body, or church (Ephesians 1:22-23) caries with it certain responsibilities.  We must present ourselves as a sacrifice to God (Romans 12:1-2); we must understand ourselves to be pure unto God (Titus 2:14); and we must see ourselves as those who have been created in Christ to do good works (Ephesians 2:10).  To live in the house of God is to live a life of humble service to our Father.


     But we must also know what "the tents of wickedness" are.  There are houses of wickedness today that offer all the flesh might crave. The tents of wickedness in olden times were about what our "houses of ill repute" are today. Any carnal desire could be satisfied there.  Most men today are carnal--not necessarily
