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Can we Live Without God?





     As the past holidays approached, there was sudden increase in the down play of Christianity as anything more than a mystical religious obsession of a lot of people. As political correctness kicked in more and more, the media was quick to point out that there were other religions to which we must pay attention. As these ideas developed and were pushed forward, there was raised the absurd question, "can man live without God"? The question brought about a discussion by several so-called scholars from different religions to decide the matter and was promoted as a program not to be missed. As the program developed, an even more absurd question was raised by a Jewish fellow, who asks, "can God live without us"? It was his belief that He could not. 


     I did not see much of the program and normally I do not pay much attention to such nonsense, because it comes from a total lack of knowledge of God and utter contempt for his word. Such ideas denounce God and need go no further. As we consider, however, our walk with God in the coming year, it would do us well to consider the alternative to these questions.


      In one sense the answer to both questions is "yes". Yes, man can live without God, millions do it each day and have done so from time beginning. In the Roman letter, Paul describes this state; " because that, knowing God, they glorified him not as God, neither gave thanks; but became vain in their reasonings, 


and their senseless heart was darkened.  Professing themselves to be wise, they became fools,

 for that they exchanged the truth of God for a lie, (Rom 1:25) He goes on to describe their morality, the like of which is present in our society today. To the latter question, the answer is yes, "God can live without us".  In his description of their sinful state Paul states several times that God "gave them up" and in verse 28 says it was to a "reprobate mind". That is a mind, which must be rejected by God, and it was of His own will.


     But is this what God and our relationship to Him is meant to be? Certainly not, for it is in His image that we are made (Gen.1: 26) The alternative answer, therefore, is No, we can not live in that image without Him and No, He does not want to live without us. Consider the price He paid. " For the grace of God hath appeared, bringing salvation to all men, instructing us, to the intent that, denying ungodliness and worldly lusts, we should live soberly and righteously and godly in this present world; looking for the blessed hope and appearing of the glory of the great God and our Saviour Jesus Christ; who gave himself for us, that he might redeem us from all iniquity, and purify unto himself a people for his own possession, zealous of good works. (Titus 2:11-14) It is those who diligently seek Him that He has chosen to be His people.


     As we seek Him in the coming year, let us do so through knowledge of Him (II Pet 1: 3) and "seeing we are compassed about with so great a cloud of witnesses, lay aside every weight, and the sin which doth so easily beset us, and let us run with patience the race that is set before us". (Heb. 12:1-2) Foolish questions matter not.

 2.    A good home must have interested parents.  Simple, huh?  But neglected.


      For one thing, there must be a noticeable father involvement if there is to be a good home.  Paul said, ". . . fathers provoke not your children to wrath: but bring them up in the nurture and admonition of the Lord" (Ephesians 6:4).  When the father figure is missing, serious consequences result.  Oh, they may not be felt this week, or even this month, but they will come.


      Parents show their interest not only by providing an education and social skills for their children, but by providing discipline as well.  Next to spiritual instruction, discipline may be the most neglected thing in most homes today.  Another possible exception is the simple lack of the presence of parents at home.  Lots of parents can't do anything for their children because they're not there.  Discipline, while it may well be one of the most difficult assignments for parents, is also one of the most noticeable signs of interest.  It shows them you care (Hebrews 12:6-11).  Without it, they flounder with neither location nor guidance.  With it come confidence, trust, and a sense of location.





 3.  A good home must have respectful children.





     We tend to make the simple complex.  It makes us look smarter.  But that tendency does little to help anyone.  It takes longer to wade through simple matters when they have been complicated.  On the other hand, very complex matters are easily dealt with when they have been simplified.


 I may be about to introduce the solution to a very complicated problem with a rather simplistic solution, but I don't think so.  The problem to which I refer is how to have a good home.  Hundreds of books have been written in an effort to identify, explain, and solve the problem of how to have good homes.  Magazines are full of the same kind of explanations.  Television, in its promiscuous and lenient attitudes, even dares broach the subject occasionally.  There seems to be a proliferation of information on what needs to be done to restore good homes.  Here is a simple solution in three points:


    


 1. A good home must have a Christlike atmosphere.   I don’t care how much psychology you know or how many seminars you have been to on how to have a good home, until Christ's teachings and examples are in your home, it will not be what it should (compare Philippians 2:5-12; Colossians 3:17-19).


     Christ was humble.  Humility will help nearly any home.  Christ was dedicated.  Dedication is necessary for a family to function like it ought.  Christ had a servant's attitude.  When that same attitude is in the home, everyone
