     What then is the answer to dealing with temptation? Jesus used His knowledge of God's word to defeat Satan and we must use it also. Our reliance must be upon God. (2 Peter 2: 9) God knows the temptation we face because Jesus faced them. (Heb. 4:15) Consider these things:


1. Trust in God.  There hath no temptation taken you but such as man can bear: but God is faithful, who will not suffer you to be tempted above that ye are able; but will with the temptation make also the way of escape, that ye may be able to endure it. (1 Cor 10:13)


2.  Don't get into compromising situations. As the fish leaves the safety of cover to take the fly, so is one who puts themselves in bad situations. Be subject therefore unto God; but resist the devil, and he will flee from you. (James 4:7)


3. If you find yourself in such a situation get out ASAP. If we can justify children having cell phones, it would be to call their parents to say, "come get me". But flee youthful lusts, and follow after righteousness, faith, love, peace, with them that call on the Lord out of a pure heart.


(2 Tim 2:22)


4. Just say no! The old anti-drug campaign had the premise "just say no". I don't know how successful it was but the idea is sound. When faced with bad choices" just say no"!


 (I Cor. 10: 13)


5. Pray often. Pray that ye enter not into temptation. (Luke 22:40)


6. When you fail and fall correct it.


Jesus knows our every weakness and will succor those who are tempted.


(Heb. 2: 17-18)


     Read the words to the song "Yield not to temptation" (# 798 ) If we look to God He will deliver us from evil.

       I'm going to give you three kisses in this month's column.  But don't get afraid or excited.  Actually I wish to draw your attention to three kisses in the Bible and see what we can learn from them.


     Our first kiss may be found in Psalm 2:11-12, which says, "Serve the Lord with fear, and rejoice with trembling.  Kiss the Son, lest He be angry, and you perish in the way, when His wrath is kindled but a little.  Blessed are all those who put their trust in Him."


      The lesson in this recorded kiss in the Scriptures is direct and solemn.  Either we submit to God now and make friends with Him through His Son Jesus Christ, or one day we will have to bow before God as our Judge, whose anger will be upon us forever.  The renowned Jewish teacher, Gamaliel, warned his fellow Sanhedrin council members about the futility of "fighting against God" (Acts 5:39). And Paul tells us that "God has highly exalted [His Son] and given Him the name which is above every name, that at the name of Jesus every knee should bow, of those in heaven, and of those on earth, and of those under the earth, and that every tongue should confess that Jesus Christ is Lord, to the glory of God the Father" (Phil. 2:9-11).


If men do not confess Him now, they will confess Him later.


      So this psalm begs some crucial questions: Have I bowed the knee to God and His Son?  Have I admitted that He is King of kings and Lord of lords? Have I confessed that I am a sinner. Have I





undeserving though we are.  "We love Him because He first loved us" (1 John 4:19).


      Finally there is another kiss of a much different type, perhaps the most infamous kiss of all.  It is the kiss of Judas Iscariot.  Judas was a disciple of Jesus for three whole years, but he has gone down in history as the man who betrayed Jesus with a kiss.  Humanly speaking, how must our Lord have felt at being on the receiving end of such a malicious act?  The Lord asked, "Judas, are you betraying the Son of Man with a kiss?"  (Luke 22:48)


      No one gives their son the name Judas.  Judas Iscariot is an enigmatic figure.  He was fully responsible for what he did, even though it was all prophesied by God.  He came to a very sad end, committing suicide in a field know as "Akeldema," the field of blood.


       Judas is now in hell, even though during Jesus' ministry he seemed to be a genuine disciple.


        Ask yourself the question: In which category am I?  Have I bowed the knee to God and, metaphorically speaking, "kissed His feet"?  Am I devoted to Jesus who died to procure my forgiveness?  Or am I like Judas, the man who betrayed His master with a kiss and came to an irreparable doom?

                      What Kind of Kiss is This?

The dictionary defines a kiss as "to touch with the lips as a sign of affection, reverence, etc."  The kiss is, in some ways, a strange way of showing affection, but it has been around a long time.  We wonder how and why the practice originated in man's history.  Surely, one of the most heart-breaking experiences any one can have is that of kissing a loved one goodbye, knowing that it will be a long time before they meet again.











come to Him in humble obedience, begging Him to have mercy on me?


     The second kiss may be found in Luke chapter 7.  There we read of a notoriously sinful woman who "brought an alabaster flask of fragrant oil, and stood at His feet behind Him weeping; and she began to wash His feet with her tears, and wiped them with the hair of her head; and she kissed His feet and anointed them with the fragrant oil" (Luke 7:36-38).


     Does that sound like a strange thing to do, or what?  But Jesus later gives the explanation for his behavior:  "… this woman has not ceased to kiss my feet since the time I came in.  … Therefore, I say to you, her sins, which are many, are forgiven, for she loved much.  But to whom little is forgiven, the same loves little" (Luke 7:45-47).


     Do you see the point?  Our love for and devotion to the Lord--symbolized here by literally kissing His feet--will only happen if we realize how much He loves us, just how much He has forgiven us, and what a dear price He paid for our forgiveness.


     Are we devoted to Jesus shamelessly, like the unnamed woman in Luke 7.  If our first love for Him has grown cold, we need to remind ourselves of just how much He loves us.  If you know nothing of the love of God in Christ, study the gospel of Christ and pray that you may learn of His love for you.  Once you learn of it, you will be able to respond with love, praise, and devotion.  Devotion never just happens; it is always an intelligent response to God's first love towards us, 





Dealing with Temptation





Let no man say when he is tempted, I am tempted of God; for God cannot be tempted with evil, and he himself tempteth no man: (James 1:13)





     We are all bound to face temptation in this life. It is the tool by which Satan lures us into participation in the things of the world. When Satan tempted Jesus it was the "lust of the flesh", the "lust of the eye" and the" pride of life" that was laid before him. This may not sound like much but John described it as "all that is in the world" and that it, "is not of the Father but 


of the world". (I John 2: 16)


     The Greek word "periasmos" translated "temptation", in the noun sense means "outward trials" and is the subject of James 1: 1-12. These may very well come from God to test or prove our faith as with Abraham (Gen. 22: 1) It is in this sense that we are to count it, "all joy". On the other hand, however, with the verb form we see the more sinister use, i.e. "to solicit to do evil". 


     The philosophical idea is that man is a creature of his heredity and environment, neither of which he chose.  Therefore, he should not be held accountable for any sin that resides in him. James strikes down this deadly idea in one blow in verses (13-15). No one can blame God for their temptation as Adam did in 


(Gen. 3:12). Temptation is a result of one's own lust by which he is enticed, "deleazo", literally "baited". 


Satan uses the most desirable things to "hook' us much like the fisherman who uses the most attractive and alluring fly to make the fish strike.
