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The Truth about a Lie


 Lying lips are an abomination to Jehovah; But they that deal truly are his delight. (Prov. 12: 22)





     It is uncertain how our word "lie" came into being but it pre-dates English to the old Teutonic languages.


It was once "leye", later "lighe" and then "lie". In any case a lie, simply put, is an untruth calculated to deceive. The Oxford English Dictionary says, "In modern use, the word is normally a violent expression of moral reprobation which in polite conversation tends to be avoided, the synonyms falsehood and untruth often being substituted as relatively euphemistic". 


      A lie is always wrong and probably nothing is described in the scripture as being more distasteful to God. In (Titus1: 2) Paul declares that, "God can not tell a lie". Because God is Truth, the Hebrew writer says, "it is impossible for God to lie". (Heb. 6: 18) Is it any wonder then that, " Lying lips are an abomination to Jehovah"?  In spite of this, lying is one of the most frequent of all sins.  I suppose it is because there are so many ways to do it. Some people just live a lie. In the International Standard Bible Encyclopaedia, William Evens wrote, " It is not always a spoken word that is a lie, for a life lived under pretence, a hypocritical life is a lie equally with a false word".


     We often hear people talk about "little lies" or "white lies" and sometimes "half-truths" as when Satan tempted Eve (Gen. 3) and Abraham with Abimelech. (Gen, 20) Be assured, however, that when deception is involved, there are no half lies.

What Ever Happened to Authority?

Our society has elevated personal freedom and individual rights to unprecedented levels.  In most ways, I am profoundly thankful for that.  Though we grumble about bureaucracy and government oppression, modern Americans have no concept of what it means to live in a totalitarian society, much less under a monarch or a despot.








But I shall tell you this: If you are a Roman Catholic, then common sense says you should submit yourself to the teaching of the church.


      I recommend rather that you "submit yourselves therefore to God" (James 4:7).  That submission is the very definition of being a Christian and it is demonstrated when one carefully attends to learning and keeping God's laws.


      But the point of this article is that it is extremely difficult to teach someone to obey God who does not understand authority.  Our society is rotten to the core with people who have no intention of being bound by either the laws of God or man.  Why shouldn't I lie if it gets me what I want?  Why shouldn't I take drugs if it makes me feel good?


      The answer, of course, is because it is wrong.  It is wrong because God's law says so.  And every violation of God's law is equally wrong--whether it is doctrinal or moral.


      I am increasingly convinced that I am at odds with most people in my time not because we understand laws differently but because we understand authority differently.  The first lesson that must be learned by those who are rebellious is submission to God.  Some of God's laws you may like and some of them may chafe a bit.  But that is irrelevant.  To become a Christian is to enter the kingdom of God.  As a servant in the kingdom, I listen and obey.
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     Lying is a hurtful thing (Prov. 26: 28) and it is hated by all for, A righteous man hateth lying; (Prov 13:5). As strange as it seems, those who lie do not like to be lied to. 


     Of the seven things that are an abomination to God (Prov. 6: 16-17) one is a "lying tongue and another is "false witness that utter lies". In contrast to this John makes it very clear that the source of all lies is Satan. " Ye are of (your) father the devil ----- When he speaketh a lie, he speaketh of his own: for he is a liar and the father thereof". (John 8:44) When Ananias and Sapphira lied about their giving, Peter pointed directly to the source of their problem. " Ananias, why hath Satan filled thy heart to lie to the Holy Spirit"? (Acts 5:3)


     We are all susceptible when least expected. Consider Peter, who after three years with Jesus, in the end denied him with a lie.


     Above all, lying will cause one to be lost. So much does God hate the lying tongue, Jesus said, that along with others, " all liars shall have their part in the lake, which burneth with fire and brimstone: which is the second death. (Rev 21:8) I don't believe that there are any exceptions in that statement.


     Our children must be taught to be truthful by word and example while they are young and we must guard our lives that we can be an example of truth in all we do or say. May God help us to do so.

doctrine.  "He is the leader of our church," she said of the pope, "but he seems to be so far removed.  . . . Here I have produced this beautiful, gorgeous son . . . and now the church says that's wrong.  I think the church needs to change with the times."


     I have no desire to debate the moral issue in question, and I certainly do not intend to defend the divine guidance of popes, but such an exchange does leave me wondering what every happened to authority.


      The reason something is right or wrong for a Roman Catholic is determined by the authority of the church.  The argument of the young woman who was interviewed is:  "I don't like what the church says.  I have no intention of obeying a law I don't like.  The church should change."  If "I" is the only standard of authority, welcome to religious anarchy.


      The American Constitution is not perfect, and there is a mechanism for changing it, nor are all laws just and right, but Christians are bound to respect governmental authority: Submit your self to every ordinance 


of man for the Lord's sake…" (1 Peter 2:13).


      I do not recommend that any submit to the authority of the pope, because I do not believe that he represents God on earth.








On the other hand, all societies are held together by some agreements about the common good--by laws that protect society from wicked and vicious individuals.  In the absence of such social contracts, society sinks into anarchy.


      All law rests on this fundamental concept of authority.  Such basic documents as the United States Constitution both define and limit the authority of government and give to the central government the right to pass authoritative laws.


      A society, which does not respect authority, will not obey the law.  Our nation totters precariously on the brink of such lawlessness.  When people insist that their individual rights are boundless, that they may break the law if they wish, then they destroy the basis for social organization--they are rebels against authority.


      I was intrigued by American struggle with the concept of authority during a recent visit of Pope John Paul II.  The pope's conservative moral views not only offended some Americans, including many Roman Catholics, they also befuddled and angered them.
