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Do You Believe in God?  ( R )





 I am Jehovah, and there is none else; besides me there is no God. (Isa 45:5)





     The NBC network recently conducted a poll on this question. It also included whether or not we should recognize God as a nation. Not surprising, they received the highest number of responses of any poll they have taken. Maybe more surprising is the fact that 86% of those who responded said, "yes, I believe in God". This same number also said we should keep the phrase "in God we trust" and "God" in the Pledge of Allegiance. 


     But what does this say about the people and society in which we live? Does this signify that we are a God fearing, God honoring nation? Does it even say that we see God as anything more than a mystical being out there somewhere? The problem with such statistics is that they span the gamut from just right of "atheism", to "polytheism" (many gods, take your pick) to "monotheism" (one God the personal creator and ruler of all things). It does not reveal anything about how we as a nation, or more importantly as individuals, see God as "The" object of worship and praise (Matt. 4:10), the author of truth and righteousness (Ps 119:160), or the judge and punisher of unrighteousness (II Thess. 1:8). 


     I believe that all true Christians fall in the latter category for God has said, " And they shall not teach every man his fellow-citizen, And every man his brother, saying, Know the Lord: For all shall know me, From the least to the greatest of them". (Heb. 8:11)

     Probably no charge creates more prejudice against a group of people than the charge that they think there is only one church that is right.  This fact clearly indicates that most Americans consider all churches right.  Is it possible that only one church is right?


     At least three more questions must be answered before this one can be answered intelligently.


1.  Is there such a thing as right and wrong?  Many who complain so bitterly about such a claim do not believe that anything is absolutely right or wrong.  If there is no right and wrong, then obviously any claim to be the only right church would be ridiculous.  However, if there is a God and if He created us, He is the standard of right and wrong (Romans 3:4).  His word is truth (John 17:17).


2.  Is there a right and wrong in religion?  Some who accept the concept of right and wrong in the realm of morals exclude it from religion.  They seem to think that God is so loving and good that He will accept anything man may do and dedicate to Him.  But Jesus warned of false teachers who would come in sheep's clothing (Matthew 7:15).  He stated that worship was made vain by teaching the doctrines of men (Matthew 15:9).  Paul informed the Galatians that anyone who preached any other gospel than what he had preached would be accursed (Galatians 1:8), and Peter predicted that there would be false teachers among us (2 Peter 2:1).  So religious teaching can be false and religious practices can be wrong.  Jesus also said, "Every plant which my. heavenly Father has not planted will be 








on the day of Pentecost (Acts 2), when Jesus was first  publicly proclaimed to be the Christ, based upon the fact of His resurrection from the dead.


     Those who believed asked, "What shall we do?  Then Peter said to them, 'Repent, and let every one of you be baptized in the name of Jesus Christ for the remission of sins; and you shall receive the gift of the Holy Spirit'…. Then those who gladly received his word were baptized; and that day about three thousand souls were added to them.. And the Lord added to the church daily those who were being saved". (Acts 2:37-38, 41)


     Please note that all who were saved were added to the church.  It included all who were saved, for the Lord added all who were saved to it.  But if it included all who were saved it was not a denomination, for a denomination by definition is only one part of a whole.  Neither was it a combination of all denominations, nor even an association of local churches known as "churches of Christ."  The one body was made up of individual members, not of local churches.  It was the one true church to which all that were saved were added.  It was that one body described in Ephesians.


How can this church be identified?  Jesus said that the gates of Hades would not prevail against His church (Matthew 16:18).  It must be in existence today.  If it is, it has Jesus Christ as its only Lord and the gospel as its only faith.  It is entered by the one baptism, it still includes all who are saved, and it is not one of many.  It is the body of Christ (Colossians 1:28), Christ's church (Matthew 16:18), the church of God (Galatians 1:13), the house of God (1 Timothy 3:15).  It is the one and only church that is right.

I sure hope that we all meet these qualifications but I don't think all that profess Christianity do. If we believe that God is the author of truth and righteousness, the judge and punisher of the unrighteous then He must be the ultimate focus of our lives. What that means is that He is the object of our worship to the exclusion of all else. How we approach that worship says much about "knowing God". 


     One simple yardstick is how we view the worship service of the Lord. After all, is that not what our assembly is supposed to be, worship to the Lord? It is not just whether I attend but the zeal I have for meeting to worship God, and for this we have scriptural command. (Heb.10: 25-26)


     I realize that there is no command, example or necessary inference in the scripture for mid-week services, or special services or even a Sunday evening service. At the same time, however, serving the Lord is not a matter of keeping certain rules that serve as a minimum requirement so we can say we have done our duty. 


     Is not Christianity a matter of "seeking first the Kingdom of God and His righteousness". (Matt. 6:33)


Is it not a matter of "loving the Lord thy God with all thy heart and all thy soul and all thy mind"? (Matt 22:37)


Jesus said, " this is the great and first commandment" (vs. 28)


     As we worship today, let each of us approach it with a zeal that reflects, "I am here today because it is where I had rather be more than any place else in the world and I will be back at the next appointed time, the Lord willing". Many do!

3.  Has God designated any exclusives in religion?  Consider Ephesians 4:4-6.  "There is one body and one Spirit, just as you were called in one hope of your calling; one Lord, one faith, one baptism; one God and Father of all, who is above all, and through all, and in you all."  The "one" in these verses obviously means "one and only one."


      These verses do not allow for our modern broad-mindedness.  Such broad-mindedness, however, is not really new; it existed in the first century among the Ephesians to whom this was written.  Paul became the focus of a riot because he insisted "that there are no gods made with hands" (Acts 19:26).,  To put it another way, he preached there was "one and only one" God.  The Ephesians were tolerant of many gods, but intolerant of anyone who said there was only one.


      Most of us would agree that there is one and only one God.  But the same verses say "there is one body."  What is this one body?  The same writer says in Ephesians 1:22-23 that God has given Christ "to be head of all things to the church which is His body."  So if there is one body and that body is the church, this is saying there is one church.  If one God means only one God, then one body means only one body or only one church.


What was the one church?  Without doubt, the one body (church) referred to in Ephesians 4:4-6, was the church that Jesus promised to build (Matthew 16:18).  It was


to be founded on the fact that He was the Christ, the Son of God.  That church began
