     The feminist movement has been very effective in promoting a politically correct agenda for women. That is, equality in society, the work place and the political arena but it has done women no big favor in relation to the role given them by God.


      I do not know the reason for the degradation of women that has defined their place in world society but it is surely not God's plan. One would search the scriptures in vain to find traces of the low position held by women in many parts of the world.


      From the beginning, her role was beside her husband as his helpmeet, "bone of my bone and flesh of my flesh, to become one flesh" (Gen. 2:23-24). Throughout the scripture, women moved on the same social plane 


as men, in their own roles. Many held leading public positions (Ex. 15:20; Judg. 4:4; 2 Kings 22:14) while others influenced kings and nations. But above all else


 her role in God's plan is to bear children, to be mothers. God's first command to the first couple was to "be


 fruitful and multiply and replenish the earth and 


subdue it" (Gen. 1:28). It is in this way that she reaches the pinnacle of her role to God and it is no small thing. She has a visible and active role to play.

She made decisions, bought and sold, worked with her hands to produce goods for profit. She directed her household and set tasks for servants. She made decisions about land and bought it and she was not afraid of the cold because she had made provisions for her family. Interestingly enough, this was all possible because "The heart of her husband trusteth in her (vs. 11) and he is known in the gates, because of her deeds. (vs. 23)


     We honor mothers in a secular way on this special day but consider how her role brings the honor of God upon her. 1. She offers comfort to her children. At the coming of the Messiah, God would say of his children, "As one whom his mother comforteth, so will I comfort you; and ye shall be comforted in Jerusalem. (Isa 66:13) What honor!


2. She conveys God's will upon her children. A mother exerts a heavy influence upon her children. Paul contributed the faith of Timothy to his grandmother and mother. (2 Tim. I: 5) 3. She commands obedience and respect for her words, as an agent of God. Children are to obey mother and father alike, at God's command.

     I think of my mother when I read these things. She was a good woman who loved God and her family. She did the very best she could with what she had. impressed with success and failure. While this time of life is a time for provision (1Timothy 5:8), it is also a time to recognize that too much emphasis on the worldly impedes the spiritual progress which should also be apparent at this time (see Matthew 6:19, 24-34).  We are warned to "set your affections on things above, not on things on the earth" (Colossians 3:1-2).  And James warns about trusting in fleeting riches (James 5:1-3).


      The years of our sunset are years of wisdom and reflection, years where hope is closer because the end is nearer.


      The Bible speaks to these times as well.  It tells us to "number our days," that "the days of our years are threescore years and ten …" and that "life is soon cut off, and we fly away" (Psalm 90:10).  The wise man describes the gradual demise of the body in Ecclesiastes 12 and concludes, "Then shall the dust return to the earth as it was…"  But in spite of such a resignation to old age and death, the assurance of the Scriptures buoys our spirits and heightens our perspective as we think of the inheritance "incorruptible, undefiled, and that fadeth not away, reserved in heaven for you" (1 Peter 1:2).

writer calls to mind the fact that time has to do with maturation, "for 


when for the time ye ought to be teachers, ye have need that someone teach you . . ." (5:12).


      Men have always separated the time of our lives into basically three categories: youth, the middle years and old age.


     The years of our youth are years of learning, growing, and understanding our selves.  For many, they are also times of foolishness, recklessness, and youthful pretensions.  Solomon addresses the particular needs of young persons in the first five chapters of the Proverbs.  He says that the word of God is sufficient to give "to the young man knowledge and discretion" (Proverbs 1:4).  Paul warns young persons to "flee youthful lusts" (2 Timothy 2:22).   Excessive curiosity, pride of learning, sexual experimentation, the tendency to criticism, and several other things, which might be classified as "youthful lusts," are treated in scripture.  Clear instruction for young persons and their peculiar problems is given in the closing chapters of Ecclesiastes (Eccl. 11:9-12:1).


      The mid-years are times of production, progress, maturing.  But they are also dangerous times, for it is during these times that we become, if we are not careful, too independent, too wrapped up in the secular, too 





     Time is what life is all about.  We measure most everything in terms of time.  We have divided it into sections of centuries, decades, months, weeks, days, minutes and seconds.  Every day we set out to achieve what we can in the amount of time we have allotted to that project.  Even our language is tied inseparably to time.  Our verbs--the strongest terms in our language--are all set in time and tell of being or state of being.  We even have a popular periodical called Time Magazine.  


      Life is time.  The Bible speaks of the beginning, meaning the origin of time (Genesis 1:1), when God created all things.  "Once upon a time" is appropriate for every story, for everything has happened since time began to be counted.


     The Bible speaks of our lives in terms of time.  "We spend our years as a tale that is told" (Psalm 90:9).  It also speaks of regulating time.  Proverbs, particularly, has considerable to say about slothfulness and procrastination, both of which are but poor time management (Proverbs 6:9-10; 12:27; 19:24; 22:13; 24:30-31; 26:13-14, etc.).  The New Testament speaks of "redeeming the time” and says, "for the days are evil" (Ephesians 6:16).  The Hebrew
