    When Paul and Silas went to the Synagogue in Berea, it was said of these Jews, "Now these were more noble than those in Thessalonica, in that they received the word with all readiness of the mind, examining the Scriptures daily, whether these things were so". (Acts 17:11) The word noble here denotes a quality of heart and mind rather than birth status. They were noble in their feelings, more disposed to inquire into the truth of the gospel advanced by Paul and Silas. The Gospel was always maintained to be in accord with Jewish Scripture and they searched daily to see if these things were so. 


    If we are to be notable nobles in God's service there are some things we must learn from this passage. 


1.) The proof of true nobility is a willingness to examine the proof of truth. Many worldly nobles spurn it as unworthy of serious thought. 


2.) The Scripture is," a lamp unto my feet, and light unto my path". 


(Ps 119:105) If we are to arrive at the Truth it must be the object of constant study. No one has reason to expect to grow in knowledge and grace if he does not peruse a portion of the Bible each day.


3.) The constant study of the Scripture is the best way to keep one's mind from sin and error. Anyone who does not think on it daily is subject to, "be carried about by every wind of doctrine" 


(Eph 4:14) of modern worldly religion.


    May we always be willing to, "study to show ourselves approved" (2 Tim. 2:15) that we lose not our noble place in God's family.

    Value is sometimes hard to determine.  How much do you think you are worth?  It has been estimated that a person of average size and weight has in his/her body enough carbon to make 9,000 pencils, enough phosphorus to make 2,200 match heads, enough fat to make 7 bars of soap, enough water to fill a ten-gallon bucket, and enough iron to make one 2" nail.  A person is not really worth very much.  But, of course, price is not to be confused with value.  While something may not be worth very much in monetary terms, it can still be extremely valuable and precious.  Let's look together at some of the truly "precious things" of the Bible.


1.  God's love is precious.  In Psalm, 36.7, the psalmist exclaims:  "How precious is Your lovingkindness, O God!"  The precious, steadfast love of God surely must be the most precious commodity of all.  The term "lovingkindness" in this passage has variously been translated as His covenant love, His faithfulness, His committed love, His constant, unfluctuating grace and mercy to His people.  God's love for man includes both the origination and continuation of every blessing we have, and every blessing we will ever have.  His love is totally and infinitely unlike the love of this world.  We will have cause to fall upon God's precious, steadfast love every day of our life on this earth!  As Jude says, "… keep yourselves in the


love of God" (Jude 21


2.  Jesus Christ's blood is precious.  The apostle Peter writes, "… knowing 


that you were not redeemed with





common faith between believers


is most likely better experienced than described.  The faith of the Lord Jesus Christ has a corporate as well as an individual aspect to it.  Salvation brings us into fellowship with all the people of God as well as with God Himself.  The bond of faith destroys all the man-made barriers of race, class, nationality, color, age, and occupation. 5.  Even death is precious to God's saints.  "Precious in the sight of the Lord is the death of His saints" (Psalm 116:15).  May it ever be so.  God's saints, His "set apart ones," were chosen by Him for glory before time began.  God sent His Son to die to save these chosen people.  One day, in God's own time, He will call each of His chosen ones "away from the body and at home with the Lord" (2 Corinthians 5:8, NIV).  To be in the Lord's immediate presence will be the most precious experience--one which will never be surpassed, and one which according to this passage will be equally precious to God!


    In a valueless world then, here are some precious things of the Bible: God's love is precious; our Savior's blood is precious; the promises of God are precious; our common faith

corruptible things, like silver or gold  … but with the precious blood of Christ, as of a lamb without blemish and without spot" (1 Peter 1:18-19).  The blood of our Lord is indeed infinite in that it was able to purchase such a great multitude of souls--all of God's redeemed throughout the ages.  Paul spoke to the Ephesian elders about "the church of God which He purchased with His own blood" (Acts 20:28).  Christ's blood owes its preciousness and efficacy to the fact that it is the blood of no less than God's divine Son, the Word made flesh.  Think of its potency, power, and price, and then contemplate how precious it is to the believer.  Through His shed blood at Calvary we have innumerable blessings: pardon, peace, justification, reconciliation and redemption.  No wonder the song of heaven is a song which continues Peter's "precious" theme.  "For you were slain, and have redeemed us to God by Your blood" (Revelation 5:9).


3.  God's promises are precious.  In 2 Peter 1:4 we read that God has "given to us exceedingly great and precious promises."  How do we know that we are saved from our sins and acceptable in God's sight?  Because He has promised us salvation in His word.  Could any promises be more valuable than God's promises?  His Word promises eternal life to all who will believe in and obey Jesus. 


In the Bible we have the blessed "hope of eternal life which God, who cannot lie, promised before time began" (Titus 1:2).


4.  Every believer's faith is precious.   In 2 Peter 1:1, the apostle writes, "To those who have obtained like precious faith with


us by the righteousness of our God and Savior Jesus Christ."  The bond of a 





Notable Nobles





      The word noble from the Greek "eugenesteroi" literally means, more noble by birth; descending from more illustrious ancestors; and is almost always applied to royalty. Paul used this term in addressing Felix (Acts 24:3).  Although most of the world is no longer governed by monarchy, we are still fascinated by the persons of it and none more so than Great Britain. Although they are a democratic nation with a parliamentary government they still maintain a royal family. While the Queen may speak to Parliament from time to time she has no real say in government and yet there is much fan-fair about her comings and goings. Back in the 50's a friend of mine went with his parents to attend the coronation of Queen Elizabeth. In the early days of TV all of America watched the pomp and circumstances of her coronation and so it will be with her successor. 


    It is interesting that such nobility is of little interest to God. The Apostle Paul wrote, "For behold your calling, brethren, that not many wise after the flesh, not many mighty, not many noble, (are called): but God chose the foolish things of the world, that he might put to shame them that are wise; and God chose the weak things of the world, that he might put to shame the things that are strong;  (1 Cor. 1:26-27)


    On the other hand, we must be of royal lineage if we are to be God's children. Peter states that Christians are "living stones built into a spiritual house, a royal priesthood". (I Pet. 2: 5) Such "living beings" require special nourishment and if we are to be true nobles we must feed daily upon Him. Our noble state is maintained by the knowledge of His word.
