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Who says what's Right or Wrong?





In those days there was no king in Israel: every man 


did that which was right in his own eyes. (Judg. 17:6)





     As a civilized society, we have agreed to be governed by a set of laws and those laws are enacted for what seems the betterment of all people. When someone goes beyond the bounds of law, they are called into account for their actions and reprimanded accordingly. The problem with our view of right and wrong in modern society is that no one can agree upon an "absolute standard". We leave it up to judges to interpret the law and rule as they see it and they do not always agree. Some are lenient and others are hard and we have come to think that there is no absolute. 


     When people reject absolute standards, they are often inconsistent. When they think they are being treated unfairly, they appeal to a standard of justice that they expect everyone else to adhere to. 


     A philosophy professor began each new term by asking his class, "Do you believe it can be shown that there are absolute values like justice?" The free -thinking students all argued that all things are relative and no one law applies universally. Before the semester ended the professor devoted a class to a debate of the issue. At the end of the class he stated, 


"regardless of what you think, I want you to know that absolute values can be demonstrated and if you don't accept what I say I will fail you". One angry student stood up and said, "that's not fair!" "That proves my point" replied the professor, "You have appealed to a higher standard of fairness".

always, in every circumstance.  Our children know, sometimes better than we do, whether our faith is genuine or mere talk.


      Second, Timothy's rearing was dominated by their faith.  Timothy knew exactly what they hoped for in him--not scholarship, not athletic achievement, not political victories, not business success--but faithfulness to God.  When Paul proposed that Timothy go with him, they apparently had no motherly questions or objections to raise.  It is doubtful that they would have been willing to see him go away with a Caesar, or a President; but with a man like Paul, to join him in the work he was doing--this was the kind of thing for which he was reared.


      Third, they not only taught Timothy what they believed, but why they believed it.  Had they only taught him rules of right and wrong, he might have encountered questions not covered by their rules.  Had they taught him to believe only because it was the tradition of his Jewish ancestry, he might well have been shaken by his encounters with cultures more worldly-wise and apparently successful where the faith of the Jews was ridiculed.  Instead, they rooted his faith in the only suitable soil--God's word, the basis of all true faith, so that Paul could write to him: "From childhood you have known the Holy Scriptures, which are able to make you wise for salvation through faith which is in Christ Jesus (2 Timothy 3:15).  Then it was not their faith, but his!


The success of such an effort to transmit faith is still conditional--the child must be receptive.  God does not force faith on anyone; neither can a parent.  But parents who follow the example of Lois and Eunice can feel confident that they have done their part.





					








Passing the Torch of Faith

These are days of great anxiety for Christian parents.  All around us children of good parents are becoming immoral, leaving the church for other religious groups or renouncing religion altogether.  Why?








Lystra and Iconium" (Acts 16:2).  Though Paul had refused to take John Mark on this journey, he wanted Timothy to go--a tribute to the sterling character, which Paul saw in him.  Timothy's willingness to submit to circumcision, not because he would "go to hell" for refusing, but simply to avoid a stumbling block to the Jews, is further evidence of his zeal for the gospel.  On his journeys in an immoral society, he kept himself pure (1 Timothy 1:22); among heathen unbelievers, his faith remained genuine (2 Timothy 1:5); and when apostasy threatened the purity of the church in Ephesus, Timothy was urged to remain there to "charge some that they teach no other doctrine (1 Timothy 1:3).  Paul never commended anyone more highly than Timothy when he said, "I have no one like-minded who will sincerely care for your state.  For all seek their own, not the things of Christ Jesus.  But you know his proven character, that as a son with his father he served with me in the gospel" (Philippians 2:20-22).


      What accounts for the success of Lois and Eunice?  Paul wrote that somehow their faith had been made to dwell in him (2 Timothy 1:5).


      How Can Faith Be Transmitted?


Transmitting faith is much more difficult than transmitting rules or traditions.  In Lois and Eunice, we have some clues as to how it is done.


     First, their faith was unfeigned, genuine, and sincere.  This means that it was personal, not institutional, not something they had joined.  It was a 


working faith, for faith without works is dead (James 2:20).  It was a faith that oriented their lives toward things not seen (Hebrews 11:1, 6). It was a consistent faith, controlling their lives everywhere, 





      Sometimes it is a failure to teach children, but this is not always the case.  We all know young people who have been taught in the home, who have attended Bible classes regularly and perhaps even studied the Bible daily in schools operated by Christians, who know what the Scriptures teach, yet go right ahead and do as they please.  Some studies indicate that the percentage of young people in the church who are involved in premarital sexual activity and later in divorce and remarriage does not differ significantly from the average in the nation, especially among people professing religion.


      In the New Testament, we have an example of a young man successfully reared to remain faithful.  His name was Timothy.


      Rearing Timothy was not easy!  He grew up in a pagan city where sensuality, immorality and the grossest kinds of conduct were considered normal.  A young man trying to live by the moral codes of the Old Testament in such a society would be a misfit, indeed, with no hope of popularity or honors among his peers.  Furthermore, his own father being a Greek, he was uncircumcised--a fact that would exclude him from the society of other Jewish boys who might share his faith.  His mother and grandmother are the only spiritual influences identified in his life.


But what a fine young man Timothy was!  Almost certainly, he obeyed the gospel in his early teens when Paul first visited Lystra.  Undaunted by the fact that Paul was stoned and left for dead on that very visit, he developed spiritually 


to the point that when Paul returned a couple of years later, he was "well


spoken of by the brethren who were at
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     Unfortunately, the same irrational thinking is applied to religious beliefs and of our relationship to God.  The fact that the world has the idea that men can believe what they wish about God and worship Him as they see fit, yet all are right, totally denies God's truth. 


     Whatever God says is truth (John 17:17) and that makes it absolute. It is about this expression of absolute truth that John wrote, " And this is the message which we have heard from him and announce unto you, that God is light, and in him is no darkness at all.". (1 John 1:5) When two disagree and appeal to a higher standard, it must be to God's word that they appeal and nothing else, (especially something from man) will do. It is God's word that makes us free from the law of sin and death. (John 8: 28)


     The answer, then, to the question "Who says what's Right and wrong?" is God. It is therefore God who will be our Judge by the righteousness of the Son. James wrote, " One (only) is the lawgiver and judge, (even) he who is able to save and to destroy"


(James 4:12) and "the judgment of God is according to truth" (Rom 2:2)


Jesus' instruction about making disciples was not only to baptize them in the name of the trinity but to         " teach them to observe all things I have commanded you" (Matt 28:20) and it is by this rightousness that we will pass or fail.
