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Seeking Righteousness





     Have you wondered why the scribes and the Pharisees in Jesus’ day were so often times the point of the most scathing criticism?  After all, the “scribes” were the scholars and teachers of the Law of Moses.  The Pharisees were the sectarians who emphasized the strictest observance of the Law and avoidance of any polluting contact with pagan culture.  Together the “scribes and Pharisees” represented the most scrupulous keeping of the Mosaic law.





     Jesus must have surely jolted his hearers when he said the following:  “For I say to you, that unless your righteousness exceeds the righteousness of the scribes and Pharisees, you will by no means enter the kingdom of heaven” (Mt. 5:20)


      The point Jesus is making is not that if the Pharisee gave X amount of his goods to the Lord, then the Christian must give X+1.  We are not being told that if the Pharisee prey X times per day that we must pray X+1.  What I do believe the Lord is telling us is that the kind of righteousness identified with these people was insufficient in any amount.


Jesus is calling for a new quality of righteousness, and not merely a greater quantity.  The scribe and Pharisees were mechanically going through the rituals and ceremonies, but their hearts were not involved

Two Great Blessings of Jehovah's People

"Jehovah will give strength unto his people; Jehovah will bless his people with peace” (Psalms 29:11).








Truly, as Paul said, "I can do all things in him that strengtheneth me: (Philippians 4:13).


2.  Peace.  God's people have that inner harmony and calm which comes from oneness with God.


Psalm 119:165:  "Great peace have they that love thy law; and they have no occasion of stumbling."


John 14:27:  "Peace I leave with you; my peace I give not unto you: not as the world giveth, give I unto you. Let not your heart be troubled, neither let it be fearful."


Philippians 4:4-7: "Rejoice in the Lord always: again I will say, Rejoice.  Let your forbearance be known unto all men.  The Lord is at hand.  In nothing be anxious; but in everything by prayer and supplication with thanksgiving let your requests be made known unto God.  And the peace of God, which passeth all understanding, shall guard your hearts and your thoughts in Christ Jesus."

reproached for the name of Christ, blessed are ye; because the Spirit of glory and the Spirit of God resteth upon you.  For let none of you suffer as a murderer, or a thief, or an evildoer or as a meddler in other men's matters: but if a man suffer glorify God in this name… Wherefore let them also that suffer according to the will of God commit their souls in well-doing unto a faithful Creator" (1 Peter 4:12-19).


Strength to overcome evil:  "For whatsoever is begotten of God overcometh the world: and this is the victory that hath overcome the world, even our faith" (1 John 5:4).  "We know that whosoever is begotten of God sinneth not; but he that was begotten of God keepeth himself, and the evil one toucheth him not.  We know that we are of God, and the whole world lieth in the evil one" (5:18-19).  "Ye are of God, my little children, and have overcome them: because greater is he that is in you than he that is in the world" (1 John 4:4).


Strength to overcome death:  "Be thou faithful unto death, and I will give thee the crown of life" (Revelation 2:10).  "And I heard a voice from heaven saying, Write, Blessed are the dead who die in the Lord from henceforth: yea, saith the Spirit, that they may rest from their labors; for their works follow with them" (Revelation 14:13).





Probably the two greatest blessings of salvation are mentioned by the psalmist in this passage of Scripture.  He has described the power of God in nature in the previous verses.  Now he shows that the same Lord (whose control over the forces of nature is absolute) gives His people strength and peace.


1.  Strength.  God's people receive strength from the Lord in the following ways: 


Strength to endure: "Blessed are they that have been persecuted for righteousness' sake: for theirs is the kingdom of heaven.  Blessed are ye when men shall reproach you, and persecute you, and say all manner of evil against you falsely, for my sake.  Rejoice and be exceeding glad: for great is your reward in heaven: for so persecuted they the prophets that were before you" (Matthew 5:10-12).


Strength to suffer:  "They therefore departed from the presence of the council, rejoicing that they were worthy to suffer dishonor for the name" (Acts 5:41).  "Beloved, think it not strange concerning the fiery trial among you, which cometh upon you to prove you, as though a strange thing happened unto you: but insomuch as ye are partakers of Christ's sufferings, rejoice; that at the revelation of his glory also ye may rejoice with exceeding joy.
