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The effectual reverent prayer of a righteous man availeth much. (Js.5: 16)
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of "righteous judgement".


     There are other areas where righteous judgement is absolutely necessary.  One example is the selection of elders, (1 Tim. 3; Titus 1).  By observing men's behavior (fruits), Timothy and Titus were judging them as to whether they would make good elders.  This judging was necessary if the church was to have scriptural leadership. 


      In 1 Cor. 6:4-6, Paul actually encourages certain men to judge their brothers literally, rather than letting a worldly judge do it.  Church discipline (2 Thess. 3:6, 14-15; 1 Cor. 5:11-13; Rom. 16:17) is another area that requires righteous judgement.  But note what the attitude of the discipliners should be: “do not regard him as an enemy, but admonish him as a brother”.  


      False teaching is a familiar topic in the New Testament.  This requires discernment as to whether a teaching is the truth, a lie, a mistake of inexperience, or a misinterpretation.  It also requires discernment to know what is worth wrangling over.  In Rom. 14 Paul gives some examples of things that are matters of conscience and should not be judged.


      So as we can see God condemns certain types of judgements but commands us to exercise righteous judgement.  May God help us to distinguish between the two and maintain a proper attitude as we go through life.

There is nothing more necessary to the welfare of man than the confessing of sin.  All of us sin often in life, and we must be willing not only to see it, but also to admit it.  But why?  Why should we who are Christians--justified and pardoned--be obligated to make confession to God?


     There are many reasons.  First, because confessing our sins gives peace to the mind of the one who has sinned--it cleanses one's spirit.  Furthermore, God has stated that he desires us to confess our sins: "He that covereth his transgressions shall not prosper; but who so confesseth and forsaketh them shall obtain mercy" (Proverbs 28:13).  Also, it helps us to pray more frequently and more fervently.  Confession is to the soul as the whetstone is to the knife.  The man who confesses sin only slightly will pray to God only faintly.


      The Bible also teaches us that confession of sin brings about a wonderful condition in man: a contrite heart and godly sorrow.  David said, "For I will declare mine iniquity, I will be sorry for my sin: (Psalm 38:18).  And, finally, it gives glory to God's mercy; because, though I confess sin, it is only God's mercy that saves me (note: "who so confesseth and forsaketh them shall 





only, deluding your own selves" (James 1:22).  Indeed, it is quite easy for one to deceive himself about his sinful condition


3.  Carelessness and insensibility.  Man can lose his sense of feeling.  This can come about by self-will.  Paul said that some were "branded in their own conscience as with a hot iron" (2 Timothy 4:2).  Isaiah said that some would not see their true condition because of "fatness": "Make the heart of this people fat, and make their ears heavy, and shut their eyes; lest they see with their eyes, and hear with their ears, and understand with their heart, and turn again, and be healed" (Isaiah 6:10).


     We need to recognize that when we need to confess sins to God, and "keep silence," that our "bones will waste away", i.e., we will not prosper.  David was saying that we cannot "hide" or "cover up" our own sin.  It must be acknowledged and confessed.  It is only than that the terrible burden of guilt will be removed and only then that we can feel (and actually be blessed)--see verse 1:  "Blessed is he whose transgression is forgiven, whose sin is covered." 


      Let us put this psalm into practice, and determine that we will rise above pride, self-deception and carelessness and confess our sins to God.

The Importance of Confessing One's Sin

obtain mercy", Proverbs 28:13).  It also gives glory to God's omniscience because when I confess sins, I acknowledge that God knows my sins.


In spite of the good things that come from confessing sins, man is hesitant to do it.  There are many things that hinder the confession of sins:


1.  Pride.  Men cannot bear to think themselves wrong, to put themselves down on the common level with others.  Paul says that men are "headstrong, puffed up, lovers of pleasure rather than lovers of God" (2 Timothy 3:4).  The man who is filled with pride cannot come to God confessing, for James says, "God resisteth the proud, but giveth grace to the humble" (James 4:6).  It is hard to confess fault when one has the attitude of the proud Pharisee in Luke 18:11, "God, I thank thee that I am not as the rest of men, extortioners, unjust, adulterers, or even as this publican." The tendency to think that we are better than "the rest of men" is the very thing that keeps us from seeing ourselves as we are and, thus, from confessing our sins to God.


2.  Self-deception.  Some do not have enough honesty of conscience to really see themselves as they are.  We must want to know the truth about ourselves.  James warned, "But be ye


doers of the word, and not hearers 








Don’t Judge Me





     It's amazing how many people there are who don't know very much about the Bible, but like to use its teachings against you.  For example, take Matthew 7:1, "Judge not, lest ye be judged."  This verse is used by people whose behavior is condemned on the basis of being immoral.  Their argument is "who are you to tell me that my behavior is wrong?".


     "Judge" has a bad connotation in today's vocabulary, but some synonyms include: select, choose, examine, investigate, appraise, and discern.  We do these things every day.  The problem with the argument I mentioned earlier is that people use the verse without reading the rest of the context.  In this passage Jesus condemns hypocritical judgement.  It is not a blanket condemnation of all forms of judgement.  The hypocrite in the passage is not condemned for pointing out the speck in the brother’s eye, but rather for his double standard.


     James 2:1-4 condemns judging by appearance.  The context here is the public assembly and how people are dressed.  Some people were using the wrong criteria to make their evaluation of the individual.


     Jesus said in John 7:24, “Do not judge according to appearance, but judge with righteous judgment”.  In Matthew 7:16 He says, “You will know them by their fruits”. If we see someone doing something that is clearly wrong and tell them it wrong, we are judging them righteously.  Rebuking the behavior of homosexuals as immoral falls under the category
