This was the situation that Mark described, And there ariseth a great storm of wind, and the waves beat into the boat, insomuch that the boat was now filling. (Mark 4:37) In a panic, they awoke Jesus who calmly rebuked the wind and waves with the words "Peace be still!" (literally "hush") "And the wind ceased, and there was a great calm" (vs. 39). Although they had been with Jesus for some time, their immature faith was evidenced by their astonishment at what had happened, "Who then is this, that even the wind and the sea obey him?" (Mark 4:41) It took this near tragic event to show then that as creator of heaven and earth, He to was master of wind and sea. No matter how violent or powerful the storm, it is no match for the power of God's Son.


     Does it seem that the circumstances of your life are like the mighty storm? Just as Jesus is the master of heaven and earth, He has authority over life's storms as well. Child abuse is not a disease; it's a symptom.  It's not a political problem; it's a moral problem.  It's not a problem having to do with children; it's a problem having to do with parents.  The solution to the problem is not easy and it won't be forthcoming anytime soon, I fear.


There are several kinds of child abuse.  Physical abuse, Emotional abuse, Verbal abuse, Sexual abuse, and others.  Most Christians would not be included in the statistics concerning the various kinds of child abuse.  Please note that I said "most," because in increasing numbers we are hearing about brethren being involved in such actions.  Sad.


While brethren generally would be appalled at such ill treatment of children, I'm afraid there are some forms of the problem of child abuse which are being tolerated and practiced.  They are not so obvious, not so blatant; but they are just as dangerous -- maybe more so, since these kinds of abuse have spiritual ramifications.


     You are guilty of child abuse when you give your children no spiritual instruction at home.  "I'm busy!  It's the excuse of excuses in our age.  Everybody's busy; but if you're too busy to teach your child about Jesus and His word, you're too busy.  God told Moses to make sure that spiritual information was made a part of family living (Deuteronomy 6:6ff).  Mind you, He does not command them to make sure their children are at "Bible study" or that they "sit up and listen when the preacher preaches."  Rather, he enjoins that parents "teach them diligently … and shall





doesn't deserve the best training a father or mother can give?  Is the child important?  Then discipline him.  And mean it.


Solomon said, "Spare the rod and spoil the child."  Is that true or not?  What does it mean?  The Hebrew passage said God "scourges" those He loves.  No matter the usage, "scourge" always has to do with discipline -- particularly, punishment for disobedience.  Without it, you are apt to rear a child without respect for you, for God, for law, for propriety.


It's not fair to bring a child into the world and not discipline him.


Divorce is a rank form of child abuse.  People in this age are so selfish, so intent on having their own way.  They don't care for anyone but themselves.  They pay no attention to whom they hurt.


Divorce, in the main, is an effort to be rid of restriction, to have it your own way, to do your own thing.  It's usually saying, "I just don't want to be married anymore."


Look down, man!  Look down, lady!  There's a little kid there!  Don’t you care about him?  Is he not important?  Do you care about his heart, his mind, his soul?  Don’t you see that you are abusing him?  In the most horrible way?


Oh, you didn't hit him; but boy!  Did you ever hit him.  You may not see 


the bleeding right now, but you'll see the scar some day.  You can't see the deep-down hurt in his little heart, but it's there.  And what's sad is, it'll 


never leave.  He'll hurt always over your selfish need to "be free."  He 


will never be rid of the pain, the anger, and the damage done.  He'll carry it 


like a sack of rocks all the days of his life.  What's more, he'll likely never 


quit wondering whether he was to blame for it all.  You ought to be ashamed of yourself!  You're nothing but a child-abuser.  Shame! Shame!		





Child Abuse--the Worst Kind

Child abuse is a major problem in our land.  Thousands of children die each year because of it.  Thousands of children are mentally and emotionally maimed each year because of it.  The statistics are alarming.  And no one knows how many children are being abused --- emotionally, verbally, and sexually --- which are never reported.  Parents abuse, even kill children, for the most insignificant reasons.  I read a story recently where a child was killed "because he wouldn't quit crying."  What have we come to?








talk of them when you sit in your house, when you walk by the way, when you lie down, when you rise up."  Where is the public instruction in that? Those principles are to be observed in the home--at the dinner table, on the way to the ball game, in the morning and in the evening.  And because we aren't under Moses' law doesn't mean these principles are any less true.


What's the problem?  Why don't folks do that?  Too busy?  Maybe.  But look carefully at verse 6 of this context.  "And these words which I command you today shall be in your heart…" Ah!  There's the problem, I suspect.  The words have to be in the hearts of the parents first.  When the words are not indelibly imprinted in the hearts of the parents, there is nothing to teach.  How can we teach what we don't know ourselves?  Does this point need any application?  Surely not.


You are guilty of child abuse when you don't lovingly discipline.  Discipline is not a bad word.  It is indispensable to good training.  Parental discipline is a child's first introduction to authority.  It's his first means for learning law and order.  Notice, I said "law" and "order."


The Hebrew writer quotes Proverbs 3:11, 12 in Hebrews 12:5, "My son, do not despise the chastening of the Lord, Nor be discouraged when you are rebuked by Him; for whom the Lord loves He chastens, and scourges every son whom He receives."  In an elaboration, he continues, "But if you are without chastening, of which all have become partakers, then are you illegitimate and not sons: (vs. 9). What son is there who

      I saw a movie not long ago entitled "The Perfect Storm". A true story, the movie is based on a book by Sebastian Junger that chronicles 


the lives and events of a group of Nova Scotia fishermen, caught in a meteorological occurrence so unique, it was called the perfect storm. 


Caught in the throes of this storm the boat and 


all hands are lost, never to be seen again.


     In the book the author reports some astonishing facts about the power of a mature hurricane. Such a storm is by far the most powerful event on earth and the combined 


nuclear arsenals of the United States and the former Soviet Union don't contain enough energy to keep it alive for one day. If harnessed, a typical hurricane could provide the electric power needs of the US for three or four years. 


     Men who go to sea in ships often encounter severe weather, and those who experience a severe storm have one emotion in common--fear. Mark 4: 35-41 records such an event on the Sea of Galilee that threatened the boat carrying Jesus and His disciples to the other side. Certainly the Sea of Galilee is no north Atlantic but its unique topography as a shallow bowl lying in the Jordan valley with strong winds coming down the mountains often create violent storms.
