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Christ and the Church


But as the church is subject to Christ, so (let) the wives also (be) to their husbands in everything. Husbands love your wives, even as Christ also loved the church, and gave himself up for it;  (Eph 5:24-25)





     In the wonderful passage of  (Eph. 5: 22-33) Paul parallels the relationship of husbands and wives and Jesus and the Church. Unfortunately, we have most often viewed it as a commentary on the husband and wife relationship compared to Christ and the Church relationship when it is just the opposite. What Paul is saying is that the relationship of Christ and the Church is the same as that perfect God given relationship of husband and wife, thus he quotes (Gen. 2:24) "For this cause shall a man leave his father and mother and shall cleave to his wife; and the two shall become one flesh." (vs. 31) Regardless of how the world has come to view the marriage relation, in God's eyes it is the perfect relationship and what better comparison could be made to Christ and the Church. He reinforces this idea by saying, "This mystery is great: but I speak in regard of Christ and of the church." 


      It is unity rather than union. As a marriage can not exist without the unity of one flesh, so too the Church cannot exist without the unity of Christ. When Jesus said: "For where two or three are gathered together in my name, there am I in the midst of them." (Matt 18:20) He was not saying that when you gather together I will join you. He is saying that because you are gathered in my name, i.e. (by my authority, by my command,

and set him in the midst of them" (Matthew 18:2). No less than Origen (185-230-254) suggested this child was the Holy Spirit. And there are always those who have decided upon their conclusions before reading, and only look for confirmation. The nature of the writing also sets its context.  Straight history, a factual account of happenings, usually dictates a literal understanding of contents: "Then came he to Derbe and Lystra."  But it may be poetry:  "He leadeth me beside the still waters," bringing me peace and sustenance.  The proverbs are what we might call "sayings," that are examples of much broader wisdom:  "Buy the truth, and sell it not."  Prize it highly, and once obtained, consider it above price.  Prophecies are often in figurative language and may need Bible examples of fulfillment to be understood.


     The importance of the nature of the literature is especially noticeable in apocalyptic writings: Revelation portions of Old Testament prophets, etc.  The language is figurative and highly dramatic.  A chapter of trumpets, chariots, and bloody war may carry the simple but profound message that the forces of evil are no match for our Lord and King, yesteryear or tomorrow.


     "When you read you may understand" (Ephesians 3:4); or, you can ignore context and invent "Let him that stole, steal; no more labor" (Ephesians 4:28).

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for my service, to promote my glory) you constitute an assembly of the church and I am with you. It is a foregone conclusion that because of the inseparable nature of Christ and the Church that when saints assemble (as few as two or three) no matter where they are, Christ is there. Furthermore, there is no stipulation by Jesus as to where that assembly may take place. There are several cases where the church is described as meeting in someone’s home. (Rom. 16:5)


    Certainly, it is wise to plan one's travel around the area where congregations of saints meet on a regular basis and worship with them. But, there may very well be situations where this can not be done and if Christians in such a situation purpose in their heart to assemble on the side of the road in a deserted place to worship the Lord in any appropriate way, I know of no scripture that would forbid it. They may not have an identity, but they are an assembly and Jesus is with them. If this is true, as Jesus is with all saints who meet on the first day of the week, then they must be a part of the universal church. 


The thing that we must remember is that we have assembled, as a part of the Church that Jesus built; as do all other faithful churches and that He is in our midst.  The address has nothing to do with it.

The Importance of Context in Understanding the Bible

THE OLD MAN was suing for bodily injury sustained in an accident, and the defense lawyer asked, "Isn't it true that at the time of the accident you said you never felt better in your life?"  The man replied, "Yes sir!"-- but he explained the context.  "My mule had a broken leg, and the policeman took one look, and shot her.  He then found my dog, crushed and whimpering, and shot him.  And then he asked me, 'How are you feeling?'  "See what I mean by context?








Moses, but Galatians 3:13 ("redeemed us from the curse of the law") has another point to make: the curse of seeking justification on a "law" basis.  That "curse," described in context, is law's demand for perfection (3:8-12). The "faith" in "whatsoever is not of faith is sin" (Romans 14:23) is subjective, as shown by context.  Paul is saying we must act with conviction, and whatever violates our conscience is sin, even though it may be right within itself.


Ignoring the context is likely the most basic hermeneutic fault.  A word must be considered in the light of the sentence, as part of the chapter or section, filling its place in the book, and part of the total Bible.  For beginners, much time can be saved by reading summaries of the books, and asking a few questions of more experienced readers.  The bible is the final authority, of course, but one should not expect to flip the covers, read a verse, and draw an ironclad conclusion--in the Bible or in any other book.


     Now why is this basic rule so often broken?  Some may look upon the Bible as a mystical ouija board, for fortune telling.  Some are convinced the Holy Spirit will give then the interpretation, so conclusions are little more than their "feelings."  There are those who allegorize the most simple statements.  "Jesus called a little child . . . 





     When describing a high school tract meet, one may say of a boy who was especially fast, "He was just like lightning."  Context should tell you this is figurative language and does not mean he lit up the sky, or moved 186,000 miles per second.  But a like comment made when describing a scientific exhibition of static electricity would have a different and more literal meaning.


     Context is "the parts of a discourse, preceding or following, which help to explain its meaning."  Associated surroundings, whether material or mental."  It is the timeworn, but necessary "Who is speaking, to whom, where, why, etc.?"  Or call it just plain common sense that must be used in everyday conversation as well as in Bible reading.


     And yet ignoring context is one of the most common errors of Bible reading.  Once I was told that 1 Corinthians 3:15 taught one's "works" (such as his baptism and Christian life) could be burned up, but the person would be saved (by faith only).  Of course, the context tells us these "works" are the gold or stubble built upon Christ, the foundation.  They are the converts, who could be lost without causing the preacher to be lost. It is certainly true that we are no longer under the law of
