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what he'd done.


But apart from the question of whether we can forget our sins, there is a serious question whether we even ought to do so. Regret, like all the other sadder emotions, can serve a useful purpose. It need not be an unhealthy thing. If we think of regret as we should and respond to it in the right way, it can be an important part of what keeps us moving in God's direction.


If, like Judas, our regret is filled with the poison of selfish concern it will drive us away from God. That sort of regret shows no evidence of a penitent heart. In fact, it is a self-pity no less sinful than the deed that produced it. But our regret need not come from a selfish heart. If our hearts are turned toward God, then pure regret can be a gently poignant reminder of our continuing need for His grace. It can be a part of the hunger that brings us to Him.


“If your regret results in greater humility and increases your desire to serve God, receive it with gratitude as a gift from heaven. If it creates anxiety, makes you sad, depressed, fearful, and slow to do your duty, then we can be sure it has been suggested by the enemy. Disregard it.” (Lawrence Scupoli)

     The prospect of leaving this world is a fundamental motive of obedience and one which every child of God understands.  The desire to go and be with the Lord causes us to view our life here on earth as temporary.  Such is consistent with the teachings of Christ, as He said of His disciples:  “They are not of this world, just as I am not of the world” (John 17:14).  This desire to be with the Lord prompts us to be as the Lord.  And so, “we all, with unveiled face, beholding as in a mirror the glory of the Lord, are being transformed into the same image from glory to glory (2 Corinthians 3:18).


     It is this transformation that sets apart the child of God from the world around him.  Yet the bombardment of carnality upon man in this physical existence is relentless.  This carnal appeal never dissipates, but is always present.  Satan sees to that.  Understanding this, Jesus said, “I do not pray that You take them out of the world, but that You keep them from the evil one” (John 17:15).  Satan is constantly trying to push us back into the mire from which we were delivered—to change us back into what we once were.  For this cause Paul writes:  “And be not conformed to this world, but be transformed by the renewing of your mind, that you may prove what is that good and acceptable and perfect 








which are not seen are eternal” (2 Corinthians 4:16-18).


Herein lies the key.  We must keep our sight squarely fixed upon heaven every day we’re on this earth.  “Set your mind on the things above, not on things on the earth” (Colossians 3:2).  With our mind set upon spiritual and eternal things, conformity to this world is impossible.  And although we live in the world, we are not of the world, since our renewed mind no longer thinks, understands nor judges as it once did.  The appeal of things carnal no longer measures up but wanes by comparison to that eternal weight of glory.  Indeed, “our citizenship is in heaven, from which we also eagerly wait for the Savior, the Lord Jesus Christ, who will transform our lowly body that it may be conformed to His glorious body: (Philippians 3:20, 21).  It is this conformation “to His glorious body” that we seek, not conformation to the world.  The two are incongruent, and as such, conformation to this world will nullify all hope of being conformed to His glory either now or when He returns.


     “Therefore gird up the loins of your mind, be sober, and hope to the end of the grace that is to be  brought to you at the revelation of Jesus Christ, as obedient children, not conforming yourselves to the former lusts, as in your ignorance; but as He who has called you is holy, you also be holy in all your conduct, because it is written, ‘Be holy; for I am holy’” (1 Peter 1:13-16).





					





Be Not Conformed to this World”

When one is converted to the Lord, the change is substantial.  It begins with a transformation that first occurs in the heart as we determine to turn from wrong to right, but quickly manifests itself outwardly in our behavior.  This metamorphosis is the result of the most basic of all realizations:  our mortality.








will of God” (Romans 12:2). 


      Having told these disciples to “present” their bodies as “living sacrifice,” such being their “reasonable service” (Romans 12:1), Paul now expresses two imperatives which explain what this reasonable service really requires.  By not outwardly conforming to the world but being inwardly transformed, there exists a consistency between the inner man and the outer man.  One simply cannot present his body a “living sacrifice” and conform to this world.  Those claiming fellowship with God while walking in darkness are liars, and do not the truth (1 John 1:6).  And while many seem to think they can remain “unspotted from the world” amid the worldly, they cannot.  It is impossible to run with the world and walk with the Lord.


     But nonconformity with the world is not all that’s essential, for one must be “transformed by the renewing of your mind.”  Paul uses the present tense implying this transformation is a continual action.  It begins with our conversion to the Lord and is to advance throughout life.  It’s a process which only completes itself in death.  Such renewal of the mind or inward man must occur on a daily basis, “while we do not look at the things which are seen, but at the things which are not seen.  For the things which are seen are temporary, but the things 








 Is Regret Good for Us or Bad?


Then Judas, His betrayer, seeing that He had been condemned, was remorseful and brought back the thirty pieces of silver to the chief priests and elders, saying, "I have sinned by betraying innocent blood." And they said ,"What is that to us? You see to it!" Then he threw down the pieces of silver in the temple and departed, and went and hanged himself. (Matt 27:3-5)


How should we deal with the painful reality of regret in our lives? When we reflect on the errors that we've committed and the damage that those errors have done, there is at least a momentary stab of remorse. If we know that we've been forgiven, the sharpness of the remorse is perhaps softened by the passage of time, but it never seems to go away entirely. There are those who believe that any such lingering regret is inherently unhealthy and that some psychological expedient must be found to get rid of it. But is regret always a bad thing?                                                              The evidence would suggest that those who ask us to get past the feeling of any regret are asking, if not the impossible, then at least the unnatural. If the mistakes we've made are relatively minor, it might be possible to forget about them or to feel no pain when we think about them. But in the case of the truly heinous sins that we've all committed against God and against other people, it would be a villain with an especially hard heart who would feel no regret at all when he remembered
