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A Necessary Turning


Assuredly, I say to you, unless you are converted and become as little children, you will by no means enter the kingdom of heaven.          (Matthew 18:3)


Any "seeking" of God that does not involve a real conversion of the heart is but a mockery of God. Self-help books and the psych-up speeches of "recovery" gurus cannot by themselves make us presentable before God. Dressed even in the best behavior of our present spiritual condition, we are not fit to feast at the banquet table of our Maker. We -- yes, even we -- must be converted! Deep change must take place, change so deep that it can only grow out of what is called "godly sorrow."


This sorrow, which leads to genuine conversion (Acts 3:19), differs from the "sorrow of the world." The latter is little but a self-centered, woe-is-me regret that we've brought so much unhappiness upon ourselves, but godly sorrow rises above self-interest and grieves for what our sin has done to God. It is an honest, God-centered recognition that what really needs to be changed about us is not our dysfunctional habits, but our rebellion against our Father. Godly sorrow faces the reality that without a radical conversion, we are lost. "For godly sorrow produces repentance 
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The effectual reverent prayer of a righteous man availeth much. (Js.5: 16)

THREE REASONS FOR BEING A CHRISTIAN

 Corinthians, “…Behold, now is the accepted time: behold, now is the day of salvation” (2 Cor. 6:2).  This earth-life, “is even a vapour, that appeareth for a little time, and then vanisheth away” (Jas. 4:14).  Because life is short, death is sure and eternity is long, we ought to be a Christian.  Are you one?


3.  Because of The Future:  Eternal life is in “the world to come” (Mark 10:30).  We are told to, “be thou faithful unto death, and I will give thee a crown of life” (Rev. 2:10).  If we are to enjoy life eternal, we must be faithful while we live, even if it means the taking of our lives.  The future will find all of us standing before the Lord, “to giving account of himself to God” (Rom. 14:12).  If we are not Christians, eternity will be sad!





You can become a Christian by hearing the gospel (Matt. 17:5). Believing in Christ (John 8:24), repenting of your sins (Acts 2:38), confessing your faith (Matt. 10:32), and being baptized into Christ (Gal. 3:27); for the remission of your sins (Acts 2:38).  Would you become a Christian today?








God has named His people, for our time, Christians.  The New Testament speaks of a Christian, by name, three times:  “And the disciples were called Christians first in Antioch”, (Acts 11:26); as Paul tried to get Agrippa to obey the gospel;  “Then Agrippa said unto Paul, Almost thou persuadest me to be a Christian” (Acts 26:28); Peter declared, “Yet if any man suffer as a Christian, let him not be ashamed; but let him glorify God on this behalf” (2 Peer 4:16).  Now let’s look at three reasons for being a Christian:


1.  Because of Our Past:  In the past, we all have sinned.  Paul wrote the Romans, “For all have sinned, and come short of the glory of God” (Rom. 3:23).  As we transgressed God’s law, we became guilty of sin (1 John 3:4). Those sins “separated” us from God (Is. 59:1-2).  To rid ourselves of sin, we are taught to hear the gospel, believe and obey it (Matt 17:5; Mark 1616).  In obeying the truth, we become a follower of Christ, thus a Christian     


2.   Because of Our Present:    The only time we really have is the present.  Paul admonished the
