The effectual reverent prayer of a righteous man availeth much. (Js.5: 16)
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     The quality of one's character is indicated by what disturbs that person. As long as their own situations are comfortable, most people are not disturbed by anything at all. Some people, however, have a higher character than that. While their own situations may still be comfortable, these people are disturbed by the evil that is "out there" in the world, and they make the world a better place by crusading against social injustice and so forth. One Person


     Oftentimes we don’t think much about what we can do individually. We can also be convinced that talking about the gospel to one person, encouraging, or comforting one person doesn’t count for much. That, however, isn’t supported by what we read in the Gospels. Even Jesus’ ministry was limited to three years, He was never “too important” to deal with one person at a time.


     Certainly Jesus preached to multitudes in Judea, fed the 5000 people gathered by the Sea of Galilee and ministered to the crowds in Capernaum. Yet He never lost sight of the value of one soul!


     How encouraging it is to read of His conversation at night with an individual named Nicodemus (John 3) - One person, yet a ruler of the Jews. We read of His visit with one woman at the well of Samaria (John 4) - Many Samaritans believed because of her. What of His personal interest in one little man Zaccheus, who was sitting in a sycamore tree(Luke 19)? How thrilled he must have been when Jesus singled him out of the multitude and said, “Zacchaeus, make haste, and come down; for to day I must abide at thy house. (vs. 5)


     If you are ever tempted to minimize the value of what you can do as one person or what you can do to help one other person, remember Jesus’ example.  There is joy in the presents of the Angles of God over one sinner who repents.

The Blame Game


 


     A city employee in Lodi, Calif. is suing the city for damages after he backed a dump truck into his own parked car. The 51 year-old man argues that because the “city’s vehicle damaged my private vehicle” the city owes him $3600. As ridiculous as this sounds, blaming others has been a basic human trait since the beginning.


     When Adam and Eve ate from the forbidden tree, their eyes were open and they lost their innocence. God asked the man a simple yet penetrating question: “Where are you”? (Gen. 3:9) In the past Adam had intimate fellowship with God but now he responded with fear and hid himself. 


     God’s follow-up question was more convicting than the first: “Have you eaten from the tree of which I commanded you that you should not eat”? (vs. 11)  Then the blame game started: The woman whom You gave to be with me, she gave to me of the tree, and I ate”. (vs. 12) The man blamed God and the woman for his sin. The woman blamed the serpent rather than herself.  Ever since that day in the Garden of Eden, we tend to blame others rather than ourselves for our sinful choices. 


When we sin, we should take responsibility. Let’s pray like David: “I acknowledge my sins to You and my iniquity I have not hidden”. (Ps. 32:5) The first step in repenting from sin is to admit that you are to blame	.		Marvin Williams

Godly Sorrow


For godly sorrow produces repentance leading to salvation, not to be regretted; but the sorrow of the world produces death. (2 Corinthians 7:10)


Being self-centered makes it difficult for us to feel godly sorrow, and so we find it difficult to repent of our sins in any lasting way. By definition, godly sorrow is a remorse that grieves what our sins have cost God, and if our thoughts have to do mostly with our own gains and losses, then whatever mourning we do will be worldly, not godly. To turn away from sin decisively, we have to concentrate on things higher than ourselves.


Godly sorrow is a stronger force than worldly sorrow. In 2 Corinthians 7:11, Paul describes how it had affected the church at Corinth: "See what this godly sorrow has produced in you: what earnestness, what eagerness to clear yourselves, what indignation, what alarm, what longing, what concern, what readiness to see justice done" (NIV). A sorrow powerful enough to produce these things is much more than a mood. It is a deep-down disturbance that recognizes what is really wrong with sin, and this recognition continues to govern one's conduct long after the painful effects of the sin have been ameliorated (1 Corinthians 15:9,10).
