She commands obedience and respect for her words, as an agent of God. Children are to obey mother and father alike, at God's command. 


(Lev. 19:14; Ex. 20:12)


     I think of my mother when I read these things. She was a good woman who loved God and her family. She did the very best she could with what she had. No stranger was turned from her table and no one left hungry and I miss her. But I am proud of the good mothers among us. I see that good in the children around us and in the effort to present them to The Lord. Do not take lightly the role God has placed upon you but cherish it with the honor it deserves.

    Stephen Covey is the author of the popular book, “Seven Habits of Highly Effective People.” His seven habits have been applied in business, leadership, sports, the home and even the church. They are sound, solid and Bible- based.


     The first habit is to be proactive. It is the ability to control your environment instead of allowing it to control you. It has to do with self-determination and choice. It is the ability to choose your response.


     My Franklin-Covey planner gives me a thought for each day and a synopsis of each habit daily through out the year. Today it reads: “People who use reactive language do not express responsibility for their actions. In their verbal communication, they might use phrases like “I have to”, “if only,” or “He makes me.” People who use proactive language reflect responsibility for their actions. They use phrases like “I choose to”, “I won’t”, “I can” or “I will”. 


     The tone and tenor of the Bible is one of personal responsibility and accountability. God held Adam and Eve accountable for their actions. He did not justify Cain’s sin or excuse him for being a victim. He was responsible for his own choices. Throughout the history of God’s people we read of some who accepted personal responsibility for their short comings and some others who made excuses. Some were reactive and others were proactive.

     King Herod dressed in his royal 


apparel, delivered an oration to an audience eager to win his favor. He reveled in their flattering response.	


[This is] the voice of a god and not of


 a man!” shouted the crowd (Acts 12:22).Fear and awe of the one true God should have lead him to protest, but he didn’t. For his failure to “give glory to God,” he was immediately struck by an angel of the Lord. He suffered an excruciating death because of his lack of reverence for God. 


      Paul and Barnabas, on the other hand, had such a great reverence for God that they nearly panicked at the thought of being worshiped (Acts 14:14-15). Upon seeing the Apostle Paul miraculously heal a man who had been crippled from birth, the onlookers shouted, “The gods have come down to us in the likeness of men!”	 Then they prepared to offer sacrifices to Paul and Barnabas (vv.11-13). When the Apostles heard this, they tore their cloths and ran in among the multitude, crying out… “Why are you doing


these things?” (vv.14-15) 


     In these contrasting biblical accounts, we see a solemn call to give God reverence in our irreverent world. He is the only one who is worthy of glory, praise and honor. He is the only one who merits our worship.
