     A while back there was a special aired on PBS TV on the life of country singer Hank Williams. Being a contemporary Alabamian I watched the show with some interest.  As usual it spoke of a simple child-hood filled with many hardships. Raised by a mother who turned their home into a boarding house to help support the family and a father who was not often there, he spent much of his time with the old shoe shine man at the Montgomery bus station. When not shining shoes the old man taught him to play the guitar. With unusual talent he was writing songs and performing with his band by the age of fifteen.


     A superstar of his time, constantly on the road with one night stands, he experienced a bitter marriage, an illegitimate child, binged on alcohol for weeks at a time and died in the back seat of his car from an overdose of illegal drugs at the age of twenty -nine. Commenting on his untimely death one former band member said, “he was called home because God needed someone to write some songs for Him. I know he is up there because he did so much good, more good than bad and the bad he did he did only to himself.”  


     Think it not strange that much of the world sees acceptance to God as a trade off of good and bad.

Killer Plants





     Some forest workers fight fires, while others fight fast growing plants. A Mercury News article reported that teams of volunteers are working hard to remove invasive plants from the red -wood forest of the Santa Cruz Mountains. Workers point out that many of the non-native plants they are fighting are sold in garden stores. The German ivy plant, for example, has become a serious problem in California. This fast growing exotic house plant competes with the native species, smothering and shading every thing in its path. It can completely cover and destroy a tree.


     Thinking about these home-grown invaders can help us understand something even more crucial than saving trees. Jesus warns us that anything that competes with Him for our hearts can choke our spiritual lives. He said that even the natural love of family can be dangerous and keep us from following Him (Luke 14:16-26). Our Lord demands our undivided love and loyalty.


     Once we value Christ above every thing else, we will learn to love our family with a deeper and healthier love.


But, until our ultimate loyalty is determined, home-grown affections will do in our hearts what fire or German ivy will do in a forest.

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If the good outweighs the bad then we are OK with God, a concept that says that we are not accountable for our sins. It does not stop there but goes on to say that God does not punish us for our sins. On the web site “explorefaith. org. sub-heading, 


“explore God’s love” the question was asked, “Does God punish us for our sins?” The response from one of the “Rev. Drs” who write for this site was “The short answer is no.” He then goes on for four paragraphs explaining why it is “No”, none of which made any more sense than the short answer. 


     Such error sets at naught the death of God’s son and makes meaningless the sacrifice that He made for the sins of the world. To the Galatians Paul wrote, “Be not deceived; God is not mocked: for whatsoever a man soweth, that shall he also reap.” (Gal 6:7) Such foolishness is a mockery of God and those who follow it will answer to God for themselves and those whom they have mislead. 


    The idea that God does not punish sin removes any possible incentive to recognize God’s existence at all. 


 But, God calls us to a higher calling. Paul wrote to the Roman church, “I beseech you therefore, brethren, by the mercies of God, to present your bodies a living sacrifice, holy, acceptable to God, (which is) your spiritual service.  And be not fashioned according to this world: but be ye transformed by the renewing of your mind, and ye may prove what is the good and acceptable and perfect will of God.
