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SOMETHING HAS CHANGED





    In his book, “Index of Leading Cultural Indicators”, March 1993, ii William J. Bennett wrote in the introduction, “Over the years, teachers have been 


asked to identify the top problems in America’s public schools. In 1940 teachers identified talking out of turn, chewing gum, making noise, running in the halls, cutting in line, dress code infractions and littering.  When asked the same question in 1990, teachers identified drug abuse, alcohol abuse, pregnancy, suicide, rape, robbery and assault. 


     On the surface such a contrast in moral behavior seems shocking but when it evolves over 50 years it has a way of slipping up on us without too much notice. The break down of the home and moral teaching leads to sin and its consequences and one of the consequences is a failure to honor and worship God. When this happens, it does not take long for sin 


to lose its identity. One can only wonder what the last 18 years have added to this problem.


     Something has changed, and unless we as a nation recognize that there is a problem and get back to what builds character we will continue to fall into moral decay.  In his article, “The Life Benefits of Regular Church Attendance” Neil MacQueen raises the proposition, “What if I told you there is a well researched and statistically proven program that can: 


and list ten benefits for children that include, increased life expectancy, reduced risk from alcohol, tobacco and drugs, suicide, depression, committing a crime, rebelliousness, and binge drinking, improves their attitude in school, their odds of a happy life and provides them with a lifelong moral compass.”

    I like the story Alan Smith tells about Tom who had never been on a fishing boat before and now thinking it was the stupidest thing he’d ever done in his life.  Who would ever have believed that seasickness could be this awful?  With every pitch and roll, Tom wondered how he was going to survive the remaining two hours of the trip.


     One of the deckhands came up to him and said, “Don’t worry young fella.  Nobody ever died of seasickness.”  “You’ve just taken away my last hope for relief,” Tom said. 


     It’s tough to live without hope.  In fact, some people’s life can hardly be called a life because it is so miserable.  It may be in the form of poverty.  Sickness.  Physical handicaps. Emotional distress.  The pain is bad enough.  But life without hope is almost beyond the ability to endure. 


     Yet, worse than having no hope in this life, is hopelessness in the life beyond. Prior to becoming Christians, Paul reminds the Ephesians of what it was like.  “Remember that at that time you were separate from Christ, excluded from citizenship in Israel and foreigners to the covenants of the promise, without hope and without God in the world.”  (Eph. 2:12, NIV)


     Jesus is our Hope.  Peter calls Him our “living hope.”  He lived among men to give hope. He died that we might have hope.  Paul calls Him our blessed hope (Titus 2:14).


 The message of Jesus is one of hope.  





The hope of the gospel affects and infects your life in every way, both here and beyond. It improves your attitude.  Hope gives you a new perspective. Provides a welcome relief.  Bolsters your spirits. 


One writer expressed hope in this way.


Hope opens doors where despair closes them.


Hope discovers what can be done instead of grumbling about what cannot.


Hope draws its power from a deep trust in God.


Hope “lights a candle” instead of “cursing the darkness.”


Hope regards problems, small or large, as opportunities.


Hope cherishes no illusions, nor does it yield to cynicism.


Hope sets high goals and is not frustrated by repeated difficulties or setbacks.


Hope pushes ahead when it would be easy to quit.


Hope puts up with modest gains, realizing that “the longest journey starts with one step.”

If you have come weary and discouraged with the problems and challenges you face, we encourage you to come to Christ. Embrace Him. GRACE IS CONDITIONAL





    Some can not comprehend that the grace of God is compatible with works.

 Search me, O God, and know my heart: try me, and know my thoughts;  And see if there be any wicked way in me, and lead me in the way everlasting.  (Ps 139:23-24)
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Is there such a program? Yes, there is and it is supported by research from several major universities and research groups’ nation wide.  It is called “active church participation. 


     He goes on to say that “In study after study, children who actively engage in a faith community on a regular basis are rewarded with significantly reduced likelihood of problems and risk and significantly improved odds of a happier, healthier, longer life. These studies show the same results for adults as well. (so, it is not a drop them off at church and pick them up two hours later proposition. JP)  In a search for “what works” researchers keep turning up “active participation” in a “faith community” as the one consistent potent factor in raising up children in the way they should go.”


     As a child of God, does this surprise you?   You will get no argument from me that the responsibility of teaching children God’s ways lies directly with Godly parents at home. But, can anyone deny that active participation in the assembly of saints and bible study classes adds to and reinforces what they get at home? It gives them a place to practice doing what is pleasing to God and like it or not sometimes it is all they get. God alone knows what is best for us.  Jesus asks, “If a son shall ask bread of any of you that is a father, will he give him a stone? Or if he asks a fish, will he for a fish give him a serpent”? (Luke 11:11)


    We can take hope in the efforts of this congregation to involve our children in the knowledge and worship of God. Are you ready for “Youth Forum and VBS?
