     We are all familiar with the old adage “If at first you don’t succeed, try, try, again.” The idea carries with it the fact that there are going to be failures in our lives.  It serves to encourage us not to give up but to keep trying until we have achieved the desired results and it is good advice. Unfortunately, many can not deal with the reality of failing, be it a business venture or some goal in life. When they do not succeed, they simply abandon the project and move on to something else.


     That, however, is not something we can do in our spiritual life. When we understand that our desired results are to get to Heaven and be with God, we cannot give up, we must always try; try; again. In our subject verse we see the positive side of repentance and that should be enough to motivate us to repent. On the other hand, when we see the negative side, I tell you, Nay: but, except ye repent, ye shall all likewise perish. (Luke 13:5) we must understand that repentance is our only hope. We should certainly try to live a life of righteousness but even in this we sin and we cannot approach God without repentance. 


     Over the years I have talked with people who struggled so much with sin in their lives that they were ready to give up. They say things like, “I just don’t think I can live a godly life” or “I just can’t overcome this or that sin in my life”. That’s not the answer. Rejoicing in Adversity

Darius the Mede), no one could bring into question his honesty, integrity or hard work.  So what did they do?  


His enemies plotted against him, maneuvering Darius into passing a law that would ensure that Daniel be eaten by lions. But as we all know, God shut the mouths of those lions, saving the life of his faithful servant.


Christians today deal with the same problems.  Jealously, evil speaking, slander and lies have always been the tools of Satan.  But Christ reminds us in this passage that by our having to deal with these things, we are demonstrating our very spiritual maturity!  It’s because we stand up to Satan that these things occur to us.  It’s because we stand for our beliefs that people speak behind our backs.  


Jesus said in Matthew 10:32-33:  “Therefore whoever confesses Me before men, him I will also confess before My Father who is in heaven.  But whoever denies Me before men, him I will also deny before My Father who is in heaven.”


While it is difficult to rejoice when people are talking about you behind your back, are spreading lies about you, snubbing you or smearing your good name, remember that your good actions will be noticed by the world—and that God, not men, will provide the only reward that counts: heaven.

Be zealous therefore and repent.

     In the opening of His sermon on the mount in Matthew 5, Jesus says, “Blessed are you when they revile and persecute you, and say all kinds of evil against you falsely for My sake.  Rejoice and be exceedingly glad, for great is your reward in heaven, for so they persecuted the prophets who were before you.” 


     Persecution against believers has always taken many forms, and today is no exception.  Most persecution isn’t out in the open, it isn’t confrontational, and it certainly isn’t a pleasant, face-to-face discussion between parties to “agree to disagree.”  No— those that are persecuted for their convictions are usually victims of slander, of gossip and of behind-the-back accusations.  They are accused of saying and doing things they never said, by those who enjoy spreading rumors.


To what extent are we to rejoice because people revile, persecute us, and speak evil against us?  And how do we do so?


Jesus said that we were to learn from the example of the prophets—men of old who had to learn how to focus on pleasing God, rather than men.  So if we look at men like Elijah, Isaiah, Daniel or Jeremiah, we learn that most of the persecution they dealt with every day was, like today, spoken about them, rather to them.  


Daniel was not only a Godly man, but by the world’s standards he was a good, honest and hard-working.  As a civil servant for a series of Babylonian and Medo-Persian kings (from Nebuchadnezzar the Babylonian to

“repent” and again “repent”.  We must certainly be sincere in our repentance, but God knows our heart and will forgive. When Peter approached Jesus and ask, “Lord, how oft shall my brother sin against me, and I forgive him? until seven times?” (Matt 18:21) Jesus’ answer 


“Until seventy times seven” was not to set some arbitrary number but to show that as often as a brother asks forgiveness, we are to forgive because that’s how God treats us.


     For the word “repentance” Nelson Bible Dictionary says, “True repentance is a "godly sorrow" for sin, an act of turning around and going in the opposite direction. This type of repentance leads to a fundamental change in a person's relationship to God.” (NIBD) This type of godly sorrow and change we usually associate with one’s initial obedience to the gospel but it is something that must be infused into the life of all Christians. When Paul first wrote to the Corinthians, he came down hard on their sinfulness and challenged them to repent. In his second letter he acknowledges their repentance, “I now rejoice, not that ye were made sorry, but that ye were made sorry unto repentance; for ye were made sorry after a godly sort…  For godly sorrow worketh repentance unto salvation…. which bringeth no regret: but the sorrow of the world worketh death.” (2 Cor 7:9-10) 


     Most of our sins are not of a public nature and need no public acknowledgement, but all sin is known by God and must be repented if we are to be pleasing to Him. Let us all have the attitude, if I repent but fail I will try, try, again.
