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An Illusion


“The appearance of something that makes one see it in a false way”





    A while back a friend of mine sent me an email with the heading “this will blow you away”, along with other comments by those who had sent it to him. There were comments like “most amazing email ever” or “I don’t know how they do it”. 


     The email consists of several slides with a picture of David Copperfield, a renowned illusionist. The first slide shows six face cards of different characters and suits and the instructions to choose one and think on it without touching it or clicking on it. “Now look straight into my eyes and I will tell you the card on your mind”.  The last slide contains five face cards 


of different characters and suits and the statement. “see your card is missing”. When you look at the remaining cards, sure enough the card you choose is missing and you ask in amazement, “how do they do that”?  The truth is you have been led to believe a lie. Not only is your card missing, all the cards you chose from are missing also and you are looking at five different cards so similar that you are deceived into believing that they are the cards from which you chose minus your choice. You were deceived.


     The world is full of deceivers and I suppose that a harmless card trick is no big deal but when it comes to spiritual matters we had better be on guard. Satan is the master deceiver and has no rivals. Jesus said, “he is a liar and the father of lies” (John 8:44). You can be assured that he will stop at nothing to capture your soul.    Unfortunately, we live in a society where we are bombarded daily by situations that are meant to deceive us into thinking its OK to do things that we know are not right. Movies and TV sitcoms are filled with situations that portray premarital sex or sex outside marriage as not only ok but expected when boy meets girl. They treat homosexual behavior as normal and just another choice. Many portray drunkenness as the only way to have a good time and enjoy one’s life and worst of all immodest dress as the standard by which you are judged.


     Young people, (and old alike) if you buy into this illusion you have been deceived. Paul wrote to the early Christians, “Now the works of the flesh are manifest, which are (these): fornication, uncleanness, lasciviousness, idolatry, sorcery, enmities, strife, jealousies, wraths, factions, divisions, parties, envyings, drunkenness, revellings, and such like; ….. they who practise such things shall not inherit the kingdom of God.” (Gal 5:19-21)


     I had a young man tell me one time that he thought “premarital sex was ok as long as no one got hurt”.


The only problem, someone always gets hurt. This mindset is mocking God and we are warned. “Be not deceived; God is not mocked: for whatsoever a man soweth, that shall he also reap. For he that soweth unto his own flesh shall of the flesh reap corruption; but he that soweth unto the Spirit shall of the Spirit reap eternal life. (Gal 6:7-8)


      It is hard not to be deceived but Paul’s admonition will serve us well.


“prove all things; hold fast that which is good; abstain from every form of evil. (1 Thess. 5:21-22)

Already, in the previous paragraph, we have noted the importance of the term “Lord’s” (1 Corinthians 11:20).  This is the supper which belongs to the Lord.  We also have mentioned the significance of the term communion.  The New American Standard Bible uses the term “sharing.”


      Paul’s reference to the “table of the Lord” (1 Corinthians 10:21) reminds us of the Lord.  We frequently, and correctly, speak of “serving at the table.”  Let us always remember that it is the table of the Lord.


     When we speak of breaking bread (Acts 20:7) we are reminded of the body of Christ (1 Corinthians 10:16) and the offering of that body upon the cross as a sacrifice for our sins.


    Conclusion.  This study should help those of us who are Christians to appreciate the sacrifice of the Savior and to partake of the memorial feast in a worth manner.  Even those not Christians should see in the supper a memorial to what Christ did for man and be constrained to seek the salvation He came to Bring, by obedience to the gospel.

Each Lord’s day when we partake we not only look back to the death of Jesus on the cross, but we look forward to His second coming.


    The supper is a communion (Greek, koinonia; fellowship or sharing) with other Christians and Christ (1 Corinthians 10:16).  The Greek word koinonia is used of joint participation, partnership, sharing, etc.  When we break the bread, we share in the body of Christ; when we drink the cup we participate in the blood of Christ.


    The Time of Observance.  Even the time of observance helps us to remember the Lord.  Christians of the apostolic period met on the first day of the week to break bread (Acts 20:7).  This breaking of bread is called the “Lord’s supper” (1 Corinthians 11:20).  The Greek word kuriakos, which is translated “Lord’s,” is used only twice in the New Testament; it is used once of the day and once of the supper.  John was “in the spirit on the Lord’s day” (Revelation 1:10).  The word was commonly used in the Roman empire of the imperial treasury and service—of that which belonged to the Caesar (Deissmann, Light from the Ancient East, pp. 357-359).  Early second century writers used the term kuriakos of the first day of the week.  The Gospel of Peter (c. A.D. 120-140) says, “But early on the Lord’s day Mary Magdalene, a disciple of the Lord . . . came to the sepulcher where He was laid” (quoted in Theron, Evidence of Tradition).  We know that Mary Magdalene came to the tomb on the first day of the week (Matthew 28:1).  The term kuriakos is used of Sunday in modern Greek.  The Lord’s supper is observed on the Lord’s day.  We remember Him when we meet on His day to observe His supper.


     The Names of the Supper.  The names of the Lord’s Supper remind us of the Lord.  





When our Lord instituted the Lord’s Supper He took bread, broke it, and said, “This is My body, which is for you; do this in remembrance of Me.”  Likewise, when He took the cup He said, “This cup is the new covenant in My blood; do this, as often as you drink it, in remembrance of Me” (1 Corinthians 11:24-25).  How can we best remember Christ in the observance of the supper?  A few ways will be suggested in this article.


     Understand the Purposes of the Supper.  By understanding the purposes of the Lord’s Supper and thinking about them during the observance we can remember Christ. Paul suggested at least four purposes of the supper in 1 Corinthians 11:23-30.


     The Lord’s Supper is a memorial of Christ (verses 24-25).  As we partake, we remember Christ and what He has done for us.


    The supper is a proclamation of the Lord’s death.  Paul said, “For as often as you eat this bread and drink the cup, you proclaim the Lord’s death until He comes” (verse 26).  This is highly significant to the Christian.  Without the death of Christ and the shedding of His blood there would be no forgiveness of sins (Hebrews 9:22; Ephesians 1:7).  Each time we partake of the supper, we proclaim the Lord’s death and the power of His shed blood.  The abuse of the supper at Corinth caused many among them to be weak and sick; a number were (spiritually) asleep (verse 30).  Peter reminds us it is possible to forget that we have been purified from our former sins (2 Peter 1:9).


     The supper has in it a predictive element; it is to be observed till the Lord’s return (verse 26).
