 Sober-minded    (R) 





Wherefore girding up the loins of your mind, be sober and set your hope perfectly on the grace that is to be brought unto you at the revelation of Jesus Christ; 


(1 Peter 1:13)





    The old radio comedy, "Fibber McGee and Molly" featured a couple involved in helping their friends out of semi-serious situations. At the height of the drama, at the most inappropriate time Fibber would make a joke about the matter drawing a laugh from the audience and himself. To this Molly would reply, "tain't funny McGee".


     The Bible says that there is a time to laugh (Eccl. 3: 4) and I am glad, because I like to laugh with the best. On the other hand there is a time to be serious, i.e. sober-minded. It is a trait spoken of often in the New Testament and deals with the seriousness of doing God's will. It is a quality that a man must have to serve as an elder but it is not only for elders, it applies to all Christians. In the many ways the word 


is used it denotes: "of sound-mind" or "self-control" (I Pet. 4: 7), “to think seriously" (Rom. 12: 3), "to recall to one's senses". It has to do with teaching and learning (Titus 2: 4), the cultivation of sound judgment and above all that which enables the believer to conform to the mind of Christ. (Tit. 2: 12)


      When we assemble it is, "such a time", to be serious. We are in God's presence gathered to worship and praise Him and how seriously we take this is reflected in all that we do. The way we attend, our punctuality, the zeal with which we sing, our attention to the word, our reverence in prayer and our focus on

on every play with little knowledge concerning the rules or how the game is played.  We would say that this individual has the spirit but lacks the understanding.


     Singing With the Spirit.  Our singing must be in “spirit” as well as in “truth” (John 4:24), which means that it must not only be outwardly scriptural but also inwardly correct.  The words of the song should stir our hearts to genuine inward emotion so that we are filled with feelings of love, joy, fervency and gratitude.  Obviously, some songs will mean more to us than others, depending on the occasion and our own particular circumstances at the time.  But in every song let us strive to sing what we mean and to mean what we sing.


     Singing With the Understanding.  We need to understand the imagery used in songs.  In preparation for the Lord’s Supper, we need to understand what it means to sing “Night With Ebon Pinion” or “His garments were in cassia dipped.”  Then as we sing from the heart we should allow the words of the song to transport us back to Gethsemane and Calvary, and place ourselves there alongside our suffering Savior, feeling the agony He experienced.  We need to study the meaning of various words like “guerdon” or “bulwark” and what it means to sing, “Here I raise my Ebenezer.”


     Speaking to One Another.  Many songs that we sing are directed to the Lord as a song of praise or an expression of prayer. In other songs, the words convey the idea of the Lord speaking to us.  However, there are many songs where we are “speaking to one another.”  In such songs we are to be “teaching and admonishing” one another from a heart of love and concern.  During the invitation song, instead of preparing ourselves to leave and thinking of the activities after 








     Perhaps in our opposition to the various innovations and additions of men to singing in worship we have forgotten that God has instructed us to sing with something.  We are told in Ephesians 5:19 to be “singing and making melody in your heart to the Lord” and again in Colossians 3:16, “singing with grace in your hearts to the Lord.  Webster’s dictionary simply defines singing as “to make pleasant musical sounds; to make music with the voice.”  However, the Christian understands from these and other scriptures that singing involves a great deal more.


     Without the heart involved, singing becomes mere lip service.  Jesus charged those of His day with hypocritical worship.  “This people draweth nigh unto me with their mouths and honoureth me with their lips but their heart is far from me.  But in vain do they worship me, teaching for doctrines the commandments of men” (Matthew 15:8-9).  Not only does our worship become vain when we teach the traditions of men, but it is also vain when it is nothing more than an outward form with no accompaniment of the heart.  The words of a song must become more than mere words on a page set to music; the thoughts they convey must become the sentiments of our hearts.


    Paul writes in 1 Corinthians 14:15, “I will sing with the spirit and I will sing with the understanding also.”  The context of this passage is discussing spiritual gifts, but there are applications of this principle we can make today.  One may attend a football game with a thorough knowledge of the sport, yet never cheer or display emotion.  We might say this person has the understanding but lacks any spirit.  On the other hand, another fellow may cheer

services let us sing with a fervency in great hope and anticipation of some soul responding to the Lord’s invitation.  As we wing about heaven, let us sing in such a way as to encourage others to want to live “Over There.”


     Let us remember that our “best” singing is not when we get every note right and blend our voices in perfect harmony.  Ephesians 5:19 does not say, “singing and making melody to your ears;” neither does Colossians 3:16 tell us to sing “with beautiful voices to the Lord.”  This is not to say that we should not try to better ourselves and learn as much as we can about fundamentals of singing.  We should always be concerned about improving the quality of the worship that we offer to the Lord.  However, in our efforts to improve the sound of our singing, let us never forget that God is most concerned with our praising Him from the heart.


     “Let the words of my mouth, and the meditation of my heart, be acceptable in thy sight, O LORD, my strength and my redeemer: (Psalms 19:14).

     Christianity is a serious matter and we need to approach it with a sober mind. When God gave the Law of Moses, His commandment concerning the Sabbath was not only to remember it but also to keep it holy. (Exod. 20: 8)  That command implies that it was a serious matter with God and so it is today.


      In the waning days of Israel, they became so pre-occupied with trivial and worldly things that they said of the Sabbath, "when will it be gone that we may sell grain and deal falsely with deceit". (Amos 8: 5)  


     As we worship this morning ask yourself, am I sober-minded about God's will? Am I sober-minded about going to Heaven? I sure hope we are!
