   Well, that time has come and gone again; 


April 15 this past Thursday. It's the deadline 


when, if we have not done so before that date, we must make an account of income earned and pay 


the taxes due.

distracted by their own thought processes.  During the sermon, when we are being instructed in God’s Holy Word, we often must struggle to pay attention.  What I’m saying is that one of the greatest interruptions to worship is our own weakness.


     It is important, therefore, that we do not add to another’s burden by becoming a distraction and disturbance.  We must also instill in our children, even from a very early age, that they must sit quietly and reverently in the assembly.  This is for their own spiritual good and for the welfare of others.


     Children are natural noise-makers.  Some are noisier than others.  They have to be trained as to when noise is acceptable and when it is unacceptable.  This training has to begin at home or the child will not know what it means to be silent in the assembly.  In very young children, you can put your hand over their mouths to indicate that quiet is in order.  In the assembly, if you make the “shhhh” sound, it can be very distracting.  If the child starts crying, take him to the cry room, tend to whatever needs he may have, and then come back into the assembly.  Too many use the “bawl” room as a play room and the children learn early on how to act so they can be taken to the nursery.


     Eventually, it becomes necessary to take them out for some “switch” retribution.  We’re living in a time when everything around the house is controlled by switches except the children.  Unless a child is a slow learner, it won’t take too many trips out to make him or her realize that it is better to sit quietly than to create a disturbance.


      The aim of training children to not be a disturbance to another’s worship is so that when they get older they will know how to behave in the assembly








    THE CHURCH AT Corinth just couldn’t do anything right, or so it would seem.  One of their problems was confusion in the assembly, and it centered around the misuse of the gift of tongues.  It appears that some of the brethren who could speak in a foreign language were speaking in the assembly when no one present understood what they were saying.  On top of that, several were speaking at the same time.  In addition, apparently some of the women were interrupting the service demanding clarification of certain matters.  Paul pointedly tells them that one of the side effects of such commotion was the impression left on outsiders.  “Will they not say you are crazy?”  ( 1 Cor 14:23-36)


     Paul enjoins the Corinthians and us today to “let all things be done decently and in order” (verse 40).  It is important for all to remember that the assembly is for the purpose of worshipping God and edifying one another.  These high and noble purposes should instill in all of us the desire to keep commotion at a minimum.


     When you have 150 to 200 or more people in one place, some commotion is inevitable.  When some of those folks are infants and toddlers and teenagers, you can pretty well count on some interruptions to worship.  Some commotion has to be tolerated, but that does not mean that we should become careless and disruptive.


      To worship properly, in spirit and in truth, one has to be able to concentrate and focus on the task at hand.  During prayer you have to think about what is being said and mentally approach God’s throne.  During the Lord’s Supper, it takes self-discipline to dwell on the sacrifice of the Lord.  Many are easily 








Interruptions To Worship

     Some people don’t grow up, however.  Teenagers are notorious for cutting up in the assembly.  Why?  Sometimes it is because they were ill-trained. Most of the time it is because they are not spiritually attuned to what is going on.  When someone says, “Let’s pray,” they think that means “Let’s party.”  I’ve seen folks goofing off during a sermon on the crucifixion of Christ.  They’re grinning from ear to ear and having themselves a good time.  If they’re not Christians, it will be a long time—if ever—that they become so.  If they are Christians, they have forgotten the cleansing from their old sins.  They have forgotten what the assembly is all about.


     I believe that is the key to keeping down unnecessary commotion in the assembly.  When everyone present is trying his or her best to focus on God, His will for our lives, the great sacrifice that He made for us—then we will be reverent.  When we are thinking about the need of our brother or sister for quiet time to meditate and concentrate on spiritual things, we will seek to keep disturbance at a minimum.


     When the love of God and the brethren are utmost in our hearts, then we won’t be partying when we should be praying, we won’t be laughing when we should be listening, and we won’t be causing a commotion when we should be communing.  When love for truth is a priority, we’ll be able to say with Cornelius, ”We are all here present in the sight of God, to hear all things that have been commanded thee of the Lord” (Acts 10:33).

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giving God His due and Jesus is not here talking about physical things as in (Mal.3:8), they had given up God.


      Our focus must be upon God as the pinnacle of our life. If we think of giving to God in some material way, we have missed the point altogether because, God needs nothing material from us.


    Yes, God commands us to give of material things and it is to be used according to His will, but it is not like taxes due. Whatever we give must be done because we love God above all else. 


     When Paul wrote to the Corinthians, his charge was to "Let each man do according as he has purposed in his heart" (II Cor. 9: 7). That "purposed" is to be governed directly by our love for God. 


    What God is due from us is far greater than any material thing. The "afflictions and deep poverty of the churches of Macedonia" was overcome because "first they had given themselves to the Lord" which "abounded in the riches of their liberality" (II Cor. 8: 1-5). 


    Have we given God what He is due, namely our life? If not, what ever else we give will matter not.
