(Rom15:13) Jesus Christ; “Paul, an apostle of Christ Jesus according to the commandment of God our Savior, and Christ Jesus our hope;” (1 Tim 1:1) The Holy Spirit through the word; “For whatsoever things were written aforetime were written for our learning, that through patience and through comfort of the scriptures we might have hope.” (Rom 15: 4)


     It is a sad thing when Christians sometimes use the word “hope” in a way that has a wavering and uncertain sound. “I hope I am a Christian”, “I hope I can live the Christian life”.  Scriptural hope is the driving force for the successful Christian life and such uncertainty may signify a failure to do the very thing for which we hope. It distinguishes the Christian from the unbeliever who has no hope. (Eph. 2 12) 


     The Hebrew writer said, because it is “impossible for God to lie…. we have as an anchor of the soul, (a hope) both sure and stedfast…. (Heb.6: 18-19) As a ship firmly anchored is safe from drifting in a stormy sea, hope is the anchoring force to keep the Christian from drifting in the storms of life. The storms and trials of life can not blow us away as long as we remain firmly anchored in Jesus Christ.


     Is your anchor firmly in Christ and His word?  I hope so.

There are very few things or relationships in this world that cannot be taken away from us by a single person or event.  It is because of this very fact that we should pay special attention to the things solely ours.  I am certainly open to challenge on this, but I believe that your character is the only thing on this earth that cannot be taken away from you.  Everything else is subject to theft, decay, death, or loss.  One’s character even survives death his or her death!


Since your character cannot be taken away from you, it also cannot be quickly established.  You cannot go to a store and buy character.  You cannot borrow your friend’s character. of speech as an action because it is often given without much effort.  However, our speech can be more uplifting or more destructive than any other action that we perform.  James the 3rd chapter enlightens us of the good and evil that can come from our speech. “With it (referring to the tongue) we bless our Lord and Father, and with it we curse men, who have been made in the likeness of God; from the same mouth come both blessing and cursing.  My brethren, these things ought not be this way.” James 3:9-10


Likewise, the act of remaining silent is also an action.  You might say that this is illogical, but I would like to purpose to you that it depends on the situation. Such longings are not hope, it is just so much wishful thinking and although from time to time someone does win there are no grounds for hope. We can not place true hope in uncertainty. 


    Vines, defines hope as, “favorable and confident expatiation” and therefore, there must be some reliable source for that confidence and that can only come from God. “In the bible, the word hope stands for both the act of hoping (I Cor. 9: 10) and the thing hoped for (I Pet. 1: 3). It does not arise from the individual’s desires or wishes but from God, who is Himself the believers hope. Genuine hope is not wishful thinking but a firm assurance about things unseen and still in the future” (Rom. 8: 24-25) (Heb. 11: 7) (Nelson). The scriptures are very clear about
