   When I was in South Africa a couple of years ago there was a young native African man who worked for the PH (professional hunter) in a supervisory way. He was in charge of the group of young men who catered to the needs and whims of the clients. Each morning he would appear with his men in a clean freshly pressed uniform and hanging from the pocket of his shirt was a piece of cloth with a large star embroidered on it. After seeing it displayed several days I ask the PH if it was a badge of his authority and he explained, that no, it was a sign of his religion. After a bit of discussion, I learned that it was a religious group that was somewhat  a cross between the “Witnesses” and “Adventists” that has a strong presence in that part of Africa. This man was very religious and wore the badge of his religion proudly.


   There are many things that set various groups of people apart politically, religiously or by wealth, learning, or fame. Things that say I am of this persuasion or that. During political campaigns we proudly post signs and wear badges that tell others I am a follower of this candidate and his agenda. 


    Do you know that Christians also have a badge of distinction and our Lord gave it to us. Jesus said, "so now I say unto you.  A new commandment I give unto you, that ye love one another; even as I have loved you, that ye also love one another".  (John 13: 34)

The weary wagon train trudges along in the relentless heat, when suddenly a shot rings out.  The dashing scout rides over a low hill, his buckskin racing with nostrils flared and eyes wild, the “entire Cherokee nation” hot on his heels.  Dust flies from his leather chaps, hat brim turned up with the wind, his shouts ringing with fear—“Indians!! Circle the wagons!”








with immorality, profanity, perversion, dishonesty—we don’t need to usher more into our circle through vile sitcoms or the hottest new movie rental.  Inside the circle we should find respite, not more danger. 


     I went home yesterday to find a problem with my computer.  Haley asked me repeatedly to have a tea And it is within our enclosure that we provide the preparation for the next day’s trek.  Home should be a place where we consult the map—God’s Word—and train for tomorrow’s ride.  Our spouse and our children and our parents need time to rearm and reload.  We need to look together at God’s Word so we can develop spiritual strength and defense.  Parents must offer the wisdom of God to equip our children from the Devil’s onslaught (Proverbs 1:7F; 4:1F; 6:20F).  If we don’t provide such precepts and wisdom, how will our families survive the trip?  If we don’t learn together to ride and rope and shoot and bandage a wound, how can we repel the enemy?


     Every day the wagons un-circle and move on.  “Heavenward Ho!” rings out as we look to the far blue mountains.  We have jobs and school, little league and band practice, a house to care for, brethren to help.  The demands of the journey are there every day.  And there too, just beyond the rise, lurks the enemy, savage and bloodthirsty.

By this badge of discipleship we are to be known as His friends and followers. To be set apart from all others, for He goes on to say, "By this shall all men know that ye are my disciples, if ye have love one to another." (vs. 35)


    His commandment was not new because nothing before had required love of fellowman.  (Lev. 19:18) It was new because it was the first time a body of people had been so distinguished. 


    It is different from the "love for lost souls" for whom we are surely to show love. Rather a love for those of "like precious faith", unlike any other love. "in the case of Christians they were not to be known by distinctions of wealth, or learning, or fame; they were not to aspire to earthly honors; they were not to adopt any special style of dress or badge, but they were to be distinguished by tender and constant attachment to each other". (Barn's notes)  


    It surmounts all barriers of race or culture. (Gal. 3: 27-29) It 


transcends merely a care for someone's needs (I Jn. 3:16). It is to be as Jesus said, "as I have loved you". It is the way New Testament Christians were identified. (II Thess. 1: 3) (I Pet. 1: 22) Can we be distinguished as a "friend of Jesus"? 


Only if we keep his commandments


(John 15: 12) and love one another.  Let us strive to be so known.

     It’s not a liberal president, or socialized medicine, or corrupted jurisprudence that we need to worry about.  It is our souls, and the souls of our loved ones, that the devil seeks to devour (1 Peter 5:8).  He uses his horde for frontal assaults and covert infiltration.  He carries away our mate and our children.  He is out there lurking.  We must journey through his territory every day.  We need a circle of defense.


     God has provided many weapons to combat Satan (Ephesians 6:10f) and one of the most powerful is our home.  Each member of my family should expect from my home a circle of security. Inside, we deserve the support of each traveler.  Spouses, parents, and children need to talk and listen and help as we struggle to keep our wagons headed upward.  Inside the circle we should find those who will defend us, who are looking out for the well-being of each other, who genuinely love and care.  Supper around the campfire should be a place to laugh and love, to review today’s lessons and tomorrow’s plans.  Instead, we too often neglect each other, absorbed in trivial affairs.


     Our circle of wagons should provide an escape from the badlands of Satan.  There should be no temptations here.  The “lookout” needs to watch carefully that the enemy does not slip in unnoticed. There are enough dangers out there without evil influences stealing into our homes.  Spouses who fail to appreciate and love each other become the enemy within.  The world is full of divorce, selfishness, intolerance—our children don’t need to see more of it at home.  Society is replete 








     Almost instantly the wagons are drawn up in a defensive circle, the men firing from under wagons and behind barrels while the women reload (and start supper.)  The attack is short-lived.  Of course, one Indians always slips in, grabs the blond-haired daughter, and is shot by either her little brother (with a big rifle) or by our hero (from three hundred yards, while in hand-to-hand combat with the meanest brave, with a pistol).  The Indians retreat.  The wounded are bandaged.  Supper is served.   And the hero, arrow still piercing his white hat, kisses the girl.  Just another day on the way west.


     As pilgrims bound for eternity, it is important that we have a circle of wagons to which we can resort.  Without detracting from the importance of the local church, I would propose that we should find in our homes a haven of safety.  We need to be able to ride in each day—from work, or school, or the daily demands of motherhood—and find in our spouse, children, and parents, people prepared for and bent upon the security of each member of the household.


Our enemy is real and far more vicious than Hollywood’s worst Apache brave or cowboy outlaw.  Society, the educational system, liberal government, the entertainment industry, the internet, the ACLU, the “almighty dollar,” the feminist movement, gay-rights activists, these aren’t the chief enemy.  They are his tribe of warriors. Satan is the enemy, using these agents of influence in an attempt to destroy our souls.
