The effectual reverent prayer of a righteous man availeth much. (Js.5: 16)
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     What then is the answer to dealing with temptation? Jesus used His knowledge of God's word to defeat Satan and we must use it also. Our reliance must be upon God. (2 Peter 2: 9) God knows the temptation we face because Jesus faced them. (Heb. 4:15) Consider these things:


1. Trust in God.  There hath no temptation taken you but such as man can bear: but God is faithful, who will not suffer you to be tempted above that ye are able; but will with the temptation make also the way of escape, that ye may be able to endure it. (1 Cor 10:13)


2.  Don't get into compromising situations. As the fish leaves the safety of cover to take the fly, so is one who puts themselves in bad situations. Be subject therefore unto God; but resist the devil, and he will flee from you. (James 4:7)


3. If you find yourself in such a situation get out ASAP. If we can justify children having cell phones, it would be to call their parents to say, "come get me". But flee youthful lusts, and follow after righteousness, faith, love, peace, with them that call on the Lord out of a pure heart.


(2 Tim 2:22)


4. Just say no! The old anti-drug campaign had the premise "just say no". I don't know how successful it was but the idea is sound. When faced with bad choices" just say no"!


 (I Cor. 10: 13)


5. Pray often. Pray that ye enter not into temptation. (Luke 22:40)


6. When you fail and fall correct it.


Jesus knows our every weakness and will succor those who are tempted.


(Heb. 2: 17-18)


     Read the words to the song "Yield not to temptation" (# 798 ) If we look to God He will deliver us from evil.

   In a book entitled Varieties of Southern Evangelism, one of the contributors, Samuel S. Hill, Jr., undertakes to classify Southern Evangelical Protestants under four headings: “(1) Truth-oriented EPs see religion as something you believe, its sacrament words are ‘New Testament Church’ and ‘Word of God.’ (2) Conversion-oriented EPs see religion as something you get and have, its distinctive sacrament word is ‘born again.’ (3) Spiritually-oriented EPs see religion as something you be (are); ‘the Lord is in my heart,’ (4) Service-oriented religion as something you do, ‘love your neighbor.’ ”


   Further describing the first group, “Truth-oriented EPs,” Hill writes; “Its goal then is to build true, pure—‘correct’—Christianity and to expose and undermine false teachings and corrupt churches and opinions.  Institutional examples of this version are Bob Jones University and its orbit of churches, Tennessee Temple College and its sphere of influence, the Churches of Christ (in their considerable variety), and a number of independent Baptist and sectarian churches.”


     I do not consider myself a part of an institution or denomination called “the Churches of Christ.”  I would not wish to be a part of any institution or denomination emphasizing truth to the neglect of evangelism, spirituality or service.  We are to “preach the gospel to every creature” (Matthew 16:16), and surely one “must be born again” to “see the kingdom of God” (John 3:3).  All Christians should live so that they can say with Paul, “It is no longer I who live, but Christ lives in me” (Galatians 2:20).  And anyone who does not realize that religion is something one does has missed the message of James who wrote, 








spirituality and with service.


    The assembly of disciples with whom I am associated is generally known as a church of Christ, but this within itself does not make us a part of a denomination by that name.  We do not use that designation to separate us from other Christians, and we are happy to accept any other designation found in Scripture.  As a body of Christians, we are independent under Jesus Christ—therefore free and responsible for being all that He would have us be, regardless of what other groups known as churches of Christ might be.


    The primary meaning of the word sound is “having all its parts.”  To designate a congregation as sound simply because it is concerned with the truth and without regard to its failures in evangelism, spirituality and service is to fall into the very error ascribed to “the churches of Christ” above, and to the error of the Pharisees (Matthew 23:23).  Perhaps no church exists which is perfectly sound, but this must be our goal.  Each member should be doing what Epaphras did for the church in Colossae: “always laboring fervently for you in prayers that you may stand perfect and complete in all the will of God” (Colossians 4:12).


    We should not only pray for the church, but make certain that in our personal lives we emphasize every part of being a Christian.  “But let patience have its perfect work, that you may be perfect and complete, lacking nothing” (James 1:4).  “Now may the God of peace. . . make you complete in every good work to do His will, working in you that which is well-pleasing in His sight, through Jesus Christ, to whom be glory forever and ever. Amen” (Hebrews 13:20-21).








					





Sound Churches

“Pure and undefiled religion before our God and Father is this: to visit orphans and widows in their trouble, and to keep oneself unspotted from the world” (James 1:27).


   At the same time, I would not wish to be a part of an institution or denomination which was not concerned with building “true’—correct’—Christianity” and exposing and undermining “false teaching and corrupt churches and opinions.”  It seems to me that these were the very activities which formed a major part of the ministry of Jesus.  In fact, my own desire to be a true—correct—Christian, rejecting “false teaching and corrupt churches and opinions,” makes me unwilling to be a part of any Evangelical Protestant denomination, or of any other denomination for that matter.


    In order to be a member of a denomination, one must accept some teaching other than the teaching of Christ or emphasize one facet of His will to the exclusion or neglect of some others.  This is what would set one apart from other followers of Jesus.  Such separation is the opposite of what the Lord desired—unity of His people.


    Although I am not affiliated with any denomination, I do have fellowship with a local assembly of Christians.  The apostle Paul was certain not denominational, yet when he came to Jerusalem he undertook “to associate with the disciples in that city (Acts 9:26, NAS B), and they had the choice to receive or reject him.  When I go to a city, I make the same effort to associate with disciples.  I am interested only in a group that is striving to be the “New Testament church” in that community, and seeking to be that by following carefully the ‘Word of God”.  At the same time, I want such a group to be concerned with conversions, with

Let no man say when he is tempted, I am tempted of God; for God cannot be tempted with evil, and he himself tempteth no man: (James 1:13)





     We are all bound to face temptation in this life. It is the tool by which Satan lures us into participation in the things of the world. When Satan tempted Jesus it was the "lust of the flesh", the "lust of the eye" and the" pride of life" that was laid before him. This may not sound like much but John described it as "all that is in the world" and that it, "is not of the Father but 


of the world". (I John 2: 16)


     The Greek word "periasmos" translated "temptation", in the noun sense means "outward trials" and is the subject of James 1: 1-12. These may very well come from God to test or prove our faith as with Abraham (Gen. 22: 1) It is in this sense that we are to count it, "all joy". On the other hand, however, with the verb form we see the more sinister use, i.e. "to solicit to do evil". 


     The philosophical idea is that man is a creature of his heredity and environment, neither of which he chose.  Therefore, he should not be held accountable for any sin that resides in him. James strikes down this deadly idea in one blow in verses (13-15). No one can blame God for their temptation as Adam did in (Gen. 3:12). Temptation is a result of one's own lust by which he is enticed, "deleazo", literally "baited". Satan uses the most desirable things to "hook' us much like the fisherman who uses the most attractive and alluring fly to make the fish strike.
