Peace and Truth


These things I have spoken to you, that in Me you may have peace. In the world you will have tribulation; but be of good cheer, I have overcome the world.           (John 16:33)


Jesus said, "You shall know the truth, and the truth shall make you free" (John 8:32). Cloudy vision and confused notions about what is real are at the root of the problem of sin, and Jesus came to clear up our vision and reacquaint us with the truth. To the extent that we let Him adjust our understanding, we will gain a greater measure of freedom and also many other things that freedom makes possible, such as peace and confidence.


On the eve of His crucifixion, Jesus spoke with His disciples about both truth and peace. First He said, "I am the way, the truth, and the life" (John 14:6), and later He said, "Peace I leave with you, My peace I give to you; not as the world gives do I give to you. Let not your heart be troubled, neither let it be afraid" (v.27). These two statements are inseparable. It was only because He was the true way to God that Jesus could promise peace, and we need to understand that peace can't be enjoyed on any basis but that of truth: in other words, of God's version of reality.
