 SOUR GRAPES  reused


"So then each one of us shall give account of himself to God". (Rom. 14:12)





     It has always been a character flaw of man to blame his bad decisions on someone else. In nothing is this truer than with ones sins. It seems not to matter what the truth is or who knows it, it is always someone or something else at fault. Consider Adam when he said to God, "this woman you gave me". (Gen. 3:12) Such notions lead to the idea that we are born with tendencies to do wrong or live contrary to God's will without being able to avoid it. 


      I read an article the other day, by some one from a group known as "River Garden, Inc."  (a so called Christian Ministry help organization) that took this idea to the limit. Based upon a statement of God in Exodus 20: 5, the writer attempted to show that sinful character traits are inherited from generation to generation. The writer goes on to say, "the DNA molecule is actually bent and twisted" (by sin).  We realize that such foolishness is a perversion of God's word and takes it out of context, a serious thing.


     It is true that when God gave the commandments to Israel, the statement of (Ez. 20: 5) had national implications toward keeping the law and preserving it among their children. Often times the prophets prayed for the sins of the nation. This idea for today, however, ignores the fact that God would later say 


" In those days they shall say no more, The fathers have eaten sour grapes, and the children's teeth are set on edge. But every one shall die for his own iniquity: every man that eateth the sour grapes, his teeth shall be set on edge". (Jer. 31:29-30)

     If anger is a problem for you, pray for forgiveness—not only from God, but ask for forgiveness from those you have wronged.  Pray for help and strength from God to help you overcome your problem.  Discuss this with those you have wronged, and ask for their help as you seek to overcome this sin.  It may take some work, but you can get out of the habit of losing your temper and become a “peacemaker” as God directed.


     And if you’re the victim of anger, wait for the person who directs their anger at you to cool off, then calmly talk to them about their problem, and discuss how much it can damage their relationship with you, and with God.  Open, calm and positive conversations like this, given in love, can do much to help a person to realize that they have a problem with anger and can help them to overcome the problem.


     Remember, “a soft answer turns away wrath.”  When people lash out at you, don’t reply in kind.  Be calm, be soft-spoken, be gentle.  And when they have cooled off, talk to them.


     And never give up.  Anger is a habitual sin that may take some time to fully overcome, but with the right attitudes it can become a sin you can put behind you and move on in the better service of Christ.

    “Love suffers long” means we don’t blow up when things don’t go our way—we seek to work through them with patience.


“Does not behave rudely” means we continue to practice kindness and civility in all of our dealings with others by turning the other cheek as Christ commanded.


“Does not seek its own” means we put the needs of others ahead of our own.


“Is not provoked” means we must reach the point where it’s virtually impossible to provoke us into an argument—because arguments accomplish nothing.


“Bears all things, believes all things, hopes all things, endures all things” describe a mature Christian who builds people up, rather than tearing people down through outbursts.





     Christ commands we be peacemakers!  In the Sermon on the Mount in Matthew 5:9, Christ said “Blessed are the peacemakers, for they shall be called sons of God.”   This is truly the mark of a mature Christian—one whose speech is well reasoned and well-seasoned with the ability to endure wrong, rather than to lash out at perceived wrongs.


     It’s not easy to control our temper, because like all temptations, the urge to lash out and “lose it” can often come when we least expect it.  But like all temptations, it begins with the realization that you have a problem, and that you must take immediate steps to solve the problem.











     Anger is a sin with many victims.  It can tear apart marriages, families, even churches.  Anger’s victims include family members (children, spouses, brothers, sisters and parents), co-workers, and yes, brothers and sisters in Christ.


     Anger causes long-term problems for its victims, many of whom blame themselves for the outbursts that are directed at them.  Unfortunately, this directed anger breeds even more anger through its victims—often many years after the fact, when those who are the victims later practice the very same types of outbursts on other friends and family members.


     Anger is a sin.  It’s just as much a sin as lying, theft, murder, fornication or other forms of evil.  Those who can’t control their tempers are putting their souls and the souls of others into grave danger.  But anger can be controlled.  Anger can be stopped.


     God expects us to control our temper.  This is truly the key—realizing that anger separates us not only from those we love, but from God.  Once we realize the serious nature of even minor outbursts of anger, we can begin the process of fixing the problem. Ultimately, we must each learn how to control our tongues and our outbursts, rather than letting our anger control us and turning us into instruments of Satan.





I Corinthians 13:4-7 provides the keys:  “Love suffers long and is kind; love does not envy; love does not parade itself, is not puffed up; does not behave rudely, does not seek its own, is not provoked, thinks no evil; does not rejoice in iniquity, but rejoices in the truth;

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and that, "As I live, saith the Lord Jehovah, ye shall not have (occasion) any more to use this proverb in Israel. Behold, all souls are mine;…. the soul that sinneth, it shall die". (Ezek. 18:3-4)


     We are living in "those days" under a new covenant through Christ and I alone am responsible for my sins. Any attempt to blame my sinfulness on anyone or anything is a failure to repent and separates us from the God who made us. In Romans 14, Paul warns us about condemning each other in matters of judgement. Although there have been many questions about this difficult chapter, one thing is quite clear. "So then each one of us shall give account of himself to God". (vs. 12)


     The only solution for my sins is for me to show the " Godly sorrow worketh repentance unto salvation, (a repentance) which bringeth no regret": (2 Cor 7:10) It is a repentance that is made without conditions. God will accept nothing else.


     As we strive to serve God  today, let us heed the words of the Hebrew writer, "Therefore let us also, seeing we are compassed about with so great a cloud of witnesses, lay aside every weight, and the sin which doth so easily beset us, and let us run with patience the race that is set before us, looking unto Jesus the author and perfecter of (our) faith. (Heb. 12:1-2)
