 SOUR GRAPES


"So then each one of us shall give account of himself to God". (Rom. 14:12) 


     It has always been a character flaw of man to blame his bad decisions on someone else. In nothing is this truer than with ones sins. It seems not to matter what the truth is or who knows it, it is always someone or something else at fault. Consider Adam when he said to God, "this woman you gave me". (Gen. 3:12) Such notions lead to the idea that we are born with tendencies to do wrong or live contrary to God's will without being able to avoid it. 


      I read an article the other day, by some one from a group known as "River Garden, Inc."  (a so called Christian Ministry help organization) that took this idea to the limit. Based upon a statement of God in 


(Ex 20: 5), “ Thou shalt not bow down thyself unto them, nor serve them, for I Jehovah thy God am a jealous God, visiting the iniquity of the fathers upon the children, upon the third and upon the fourth generation of them that hate me”, the writer attempted to show that sinful character traits are inherited from generation to generation. The writer goes on to say, "the DNA molecule is actually bent and twisted" (by sin).  We realize that such foolishness is a perversion of God's word and takes it out of context, a serious thing.


     It is true that when God gave the commandments to Israel, the statement of (Ex. 20: 5) had national implications toward keeping the law and preserving it among their children. Often times the prophets prayed for the sins of the nation. This idea for today, however, ignores the fact that God would later say,

Holy, holy, holy, is the LORD of hosts: the whole earth is full of his glory: 


(Isaiah 6:3) The seraphim's cry before God's presence proclaims in triplicate His overriding trait emphasized in the Bible (see Revelation 4:8).








 (1 John 1:7,9).  Amazingly, God has promised that if we will try to walk like Jesus and be willing to confess our sins, He will continue to pronounce us holy, as He is holy.  Incredible!  The mercy of God shown in the death of His only Son continues to be extended to us until the day we die.  God can continue to look upon us as holy "as He is holy" through the cleansing blood of Jesus Christ.


3. Holy Living.  It is a personal affront to our God to claim to follow Him and yet lead impure lives.  God hates sin.  It is against His very nature and those who say they want to be with Him forever cannot live unrighteous lives and expect Heaven!  As Paul said, "For God did not call us to 


be impure, but to live a holy life. 


It is God's will that you should be sanctified: that you should avoid sexual immorality; that each of you should learn to control his own body in a way that is holy 


and honorable, not in passionate lust like the heathen, who do not know God" (1 Thessalonians 4:7, 3-5).  We sing, "O to be like Thee, bless Redeemer, pure as thou art."  That is the true expression of the heart of one who understands the holiness of God and our own need to be holy before Him.


 Holiness, how we should desire it!  How grateful we should be that God has made salvation possible for us to "be holy, as He is holy."

" In those days they shall say no more, The fathers have eaten sour grapes, and the children's teeth are set on edge But every one shall die for his own iniquity: every man that eateth the sour grapes, his teeth shall be set on edge". (Jer. 31:29-30) and that "As I live, saith the Lord Jehovah, ye shall not have (occasion) any more to use this proverb in Israel. Behold, all souls are mine;…. the soul that sinneth, it shall die". (Ezek. 18:3-4)


     We are living in "those days" under a new covenant through Christ  and I alone am responsible for my sins. Any attempt to blame my sinfulness on anyone or anything is a failure to repent and separates us from the God who made us. In Romans 14, Paul warns us about condemning each other in matters of judgement. Although there have been many questions about this difficult chapter, one thing is quite clear. "So then each one of us shall give account of himself to God". (vs. 12)


     The only solution for my sins is


" Godly sorrow (that worketh repentance unto salvation, (a repentance) which bringeth no regret": (2 Cor 7:10) It is a repentance that is made without conditions. God will accept nothing else.


     As we worship together, let each one of us consider the words of the Hebrew writer, "Therefore let us also, seeing we are compassed about with so great a cloud of witnesses, lay aside every weight, and the sin which doth so easily beset us, and let us run with patience the race that is set before us, looking unto Jesus the author and perfecter of (our) faith. (Heb. 12:1-2)

We are called to be holy, as He is 


holy  (I Peter 1:15,16).  When we understand God's holiness, then we can grasp that our holiness is a 


saving response to His nature and of our desire to be in His presence.


        1. God's Holiness.  His holiness involves His separation.  God stands apart from and above the creation in every way.  He is Deity!  "To whom then will you liken Me that I should be his equal? Says the Holy One" (Isaiah 40:25).  He is uniquely separate from all that exists.  The holiness of God represents that which is separate and sacred.


         God's holiness also involves his absolute moral perfection.  He is "ethically pure, absolutely upright, utterly true" (NICOT: Isaiah 1-39, p.181).  "God is light, and in Him there is no darkness at all" (I John 1:5).  His every thought, word and action is flawlessly perfect.  He is totally separate from sin.  Habakkuk said:  "Thine eyes are too pure to approve evil, and Thou canst not look on wickedness with favor."  By His very nature, He cannot tolerate sin.  "For the wrath of God is revealed from Heaven against all ungodliness and unrighteousness of men, who suppress the truth in unrighteousness." (Romans 1:18).  God is angered and repulsed by all sin.  We cannot practice sin and expect to spend 


eternity in God's presence. "If we say





that have fellowship with Him and 


yet walk in the darkness, we lie and do not practice the truth" (1 John 1:6). 


God's holiness thus involves His own separation from that which 


is imperfect and worldly. Anyone 


who desires His presence must, in  some way reconcile his or her moral imperfection with God's moral transcendence.


2. Man's Holiness.  This is only done through the divine grace and mercy of our Holy, Holy, Holy God that we have any hope of being holy as He is holy.  God redeemed us through the blood of his Son (I Peter 1:18, 19).  He made it possible for us to be pronounced holy - pure and free from sin -- through our obedience to the truth (1: 22).  Thus, through our humble obedience to the gospel, our Holy God now will remove all our past sins as we submit our will to his in baptism (Romans 6:3-7).


          But having been saved from all our past sins, can we possibly come to live a life of absolute moral perfection?  None but Jesus has every done that.  The answer lies in the promises of God for those who seek to do His will.  "If we walk in the light as He Himself is in the light, we have fellowship with one another, and the blood of Jesus His Son cleanses us from all sin … If we confess our sins, He is faithful and righteous to forgive us our sins and to cleanse us from all unrighteousness"
