Giving Thanks Always


Giving thanks always for all things in the name


of our Lord Jesus Christ to God, even the Father;


(Eph. 5:20)





     I like Thanksgiving as a holiday more than all the others. The gathering of family, all the good food, the time of the year, all go to make it a special time for me. In the coming week we will celebrate the official day set aside as Thanksgiving and the usual trapping will take place. Started nationally by a proclamation of George Washington in 1789, it was proclaimed by each president from Lincoln on until it was declared a national holiday by congress in 1941.


     It is sad but not surprising that it has come to be recognized only as the start of the Christmas shopping season and most people are looking forward to the bargains of "black Friday" (the day after). Although it has no religious significance its roots go back to recognition of God as the Supreme Being and His hand in the making of this nation. In his official proclamation Washington said the day was, "to be devoted by the people of these States to the service of that great and glorious Being who is the beneficent author of all the good that was, that is, and that will be; that we may then all unite in rendering unto Him our sincere and humble thanks for His care and protection of the people of this country". To say that this nation was not built upon an acknowledgement and trust in God is to deny the facts of history. The protected freedom and prosperity of this nation has allowed for the spread of the gospel of Christ more so than the days of Rome in the first century and we should be thankful for that.

who hath called you out of darkness into his marvelous light.” This is the ultimate purpose of the Christian.  A child of God is to be and to do many things, but none of those is his ultimate purpose in life.  His ultimate purpose is to glorify God.  This is the higher life to which every child of God has been called.  No one outside the body of Christ can give himself totally to glorifying God. Furthermore, most don’t want to.  Even those who want to cannot, because by “teaching for doctrines the commandments of men, they have made their worship and service vain.  We need to see the responsibility that is ours and ours alone as members of the body of Christ. 


     This is the general principle.  How do we put it into practice in our daily lives?  How do we show the world around us that we are different, that we belong to Christ?  The New Testament has much to say about it, but it can be summarized in Paul’s teaching to put off the old man and put on the new.  Because we belong to God, there are some things we simply will not do.  


Putting Off the Old Man


     In Colossians 3:5, Paul exhorted the brethren to mortify, or put to death, their members upon the earth.  This included fornication, uncleanness, inordinate affection, evil concupiscence, covetousness, anger, wrath, malice, blasphemy, filthy communication, and lying.  The old man, the part of us that submitted to Satan and sin, must be killed.  We simply can no longer take part in these activities and have these attitudes if we expect to glorify God.  Paul points out in Romans 6 that this death of the old man should take place when we are converted, that he should be buried when we are buried in baptism.  Then, the child of God who desires to glorify God will set his affection on things above (Colossians 3:1).


 





     SEVERAL YEARS AGO, the singer Linda Ronstadt had a song with the words, “I ain’t no sinner but I ain’t no saint.”  Those words express a view held by many in the world today and, unfortunately, by some in the Lord’s church.  It is the view that there are a few really bad people and a few really good people, or “saints,” and most of the rest of us are pretty good, fitting in somewhere between.


     Of course, a study of Scripture shows us clearly that all Christians are saints.  Many simply do not understand what a saint is.  A saint is one who has been sanctified.  To be sanctified is to be set apart.  All Christians have been set apart.  God has called us out of the world (and sin) by the gospel, so that we might be sanctified (1 Corinthians 1:2; 2 Thessalonians 2:13-14).  So, even though Christians are like other people in many ways, there are also important differences.


     Peter reminds his readers of this fact in 1 Peter 2:9:  “But ye are a chosen generation, a royal priesthood, and holy nation, a peculiar people.”  God has chosen us because we  answered the call of the gospel.  That, in itself, makes us different from the rest of the world.  God has chosen only those in Christ (Ephesians 1:4).  Only Christians can claim to be priests under the New Covenant, to be a holy nation, and to be a people for God’s own possession.  Sometimes we might be uncomfortable with the thought that we are different, but it is true.


The Christian’s Purpose


     God did not make us different.  He has given us a purpose in life that no one else has.  Peter explains this for us in the rest of verse 9 in 1 Peter 2:  “that ye should show forth the praises of him

Putting On the New Man


    It is not enough simply to get rid of old habits and practices.  We must replace them with good habits and practices.   Colossians 3:12-17 tells us to develop mercy, kindness, humility, meekness, longsuffering, forbearance, forgiveness, and love. Again, these are general principles and attitudes.  How can I use these in a positive, active way and show God’s glory?


     Consider for a moment the area of morality.  It is clear to all that our society is guided by a humanistic, relativistic, inferior standard of morality.  The child of God might seem very different from the world because no matter how society’s attitudes change about things like fornication, divorce, homosexuality, and the like, his beliefs will steadfastly remain the same because the teaching of the Scripture on these matters has not changed.


     Consider the idea of dress.  Sometimes society likes clothing which reflects modesty.  Sometimes it does not.  Does the Christian’s style of dress change just because “everyone else is doing it”?  Of course not. The child of God knows that the guiding standard in the area of dress is not social whim, but modesty as taught in 1 Timothy 3:9-10 and 1 Peter 3:3-6.  To the child of God, his appearance is important only in the sense that he be appropriately dressed, always modest, and not in a manner to attract attention to one’s dress.


     The attention of others should always be focused upon our behavior because it brings glory to God. Let us all remember who we are, what we are doing, and where we are going.
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To the Christian, however, thanksgiving is not reserved for one day of the year because God has given us far greater things than the physical blessings of this life. Consider for a moment some of the spiritual blessings without which we would be hopelessly lost.


1. The plan of salvation was in the mind of God before man was. (Eph. 4:1) It required the sacrifice of the only begotten but it was given freely.


2. The gospel, (the written word) that tells of God's power to save (Rom. 1:16) 


3. The hope of salvation that we have in the death, burial and resurrection of Jesus and the assurance that we too will be raised with Him to a new life. (Rom 6:5) Paul said, “strangers from the covenants of the promise, having no hope and without God in the world. But are now brought nigh by the blood of Christ. (Eph 2:12-13) We have comfort and hope through the scriptures. (Rom. 15:4) 


4. The blessing of prayer that allows us to, "In nothing be anxious; but in everything by prayer and supplication with thanksgiving let your requests be made known unto God." (Phil 4:6) 


5. The Church, the body of Christ which is the fullness of Him, (Eph. 2:23) the pillar and ground of the truth (I Tim 3:15) and the sum of those who diligently seek Him (Heb. 11:6)


     How much more we have to be thankful for not only on this recognized day of Thanksgiving but every day as we strive to make our way to Heaven to be with God.


     Are you diligently seeking God with a heart of thanksgiving?
