Seeking the Light of God


And this is the condemnation, that the light has come into the world, and men loved darkness rather than light, because their deeds were evil. For everyone practicing evil hates the light and does not come to the light, lest his deeds should be exposed. But he who does the truth comes to the light, that his deeds may be clearly seen, that they have been done in God. 


(John 3:19-21)


God's truth is always represented in the Scriptures as "light." In contrast to the darkness, in which we may not "see" clearly and may mistake one thing for another, the light shows everything for what it really is. When God speaks, we are presented with the facts: about Him, about His offer of forgiveness for our sins, and about what He would have us to do. As Oswald Chambers said, "Light is God's point of view."


But we don't always want to hear God's point of view, particularly when it reveals the need for serious adjustments to be made in our character and conduct. "The light has come into the world, and men loved darkness rather than light, because their deeds were evil." Darkness hides much that light would uncover.


So we never make a more important decision than when we decide what our attitude will be toward the light of God. 	Cont on Page 3

     You and I need reminding over and over about what’s really important in life.  It’s so easy to lose perspective and lose sight of what’s truly valuable.


     There’s more to life than making a profit on every transaction.


     Jesus poses this question: “What is the profit, if you gain the whole world and lose your soul?”  Peter and the other disciples had to answer that question.  Eventually, Peter got it right, but his first test was a miserable failure.  When he thought his life was on the line, he denied that he even knew Jesus.  He lost so much in that denial:  his honesty, his dignity, his companionship with Jesus.  If he hadn’t repented, he would have lost his soul.  Thankfully, Peter overcame his failure and one day later in his life, he gave himself as a martyr for the cause of Christ (John 21:18, 19).  He lost his life, but look what he got in exchange!


     The question is still there, in black and white, to be answered by you and me.  What’s the profit, if you gain things in this life, but end up losing your soul?  Contemplate a couple of ”gains” that can result in great loss.


1.  Wealth.  Some are convinced that the only thing in life is the accumulation of wealth.  What if it was possible to obtain every single ounce of gold in the world?  You couldn’t buy forgiveness for one single


sin with it (1 Peter 1:18, 19).  You couldn’t buy your way out of hell with it.  You couldn’t even buy one tiny drop of water to ease the torture (Luke 16:24).  





     For what is a man profited, if he shall gain the whole world, and lose his own soul?  


(Matthew 16:26).  This solemn question posed by the Lord was in connection with the announcement He had made to His disciples that He must go to Jerusalem to suffer, die and rise again (v. 21).  Peter, distraught by the message, and missing the part about resurrection, took Jesus and rebuked him, “Be it far from thee Lord; this shall never be unto thee.”  Imagine someone virtually telling the Lord, “You just don’t know what you’re talking about!”


     The Lord rebuked Peter, and rightfully so, for his impertinence and his lack of spiritual acumen.


     “Get thee behind me, Satan; thou art a stumbling-block unto me; for thou mindest not the things of God, but the things of men.”  Then, as Jesus so frequently did, He used the occasion for imparting important spiritual principles.


1.  Not only am I going to die, but My true followers must be willing to die for Me and My cause.  “If any man would come after me, let him deny himself, and take up his cross, and follow me” (v. 24).


2.  Whoever would save his life by denying Me will lose everything.  Anyone who loses his life for My sake will gain the true life (v. 25).


     Peter needed to hear these statements, but he isn’t the only one.

Will we actively seek it and then gratefully welcome it? Or will we run from it and resent the pain that it causes to our conscience?


It may indeed be painful, at least at first, to "come to the light." If we've been in the darkness for a long time, we've probably gotten used to a certain kind of comfort, the false comfort that comes not from things being well with us but from our failing to see how seriously off course we've been. Darkness has allowed us to live with a false sense of security, perhaps for a very long time.


But light changes all of that. In the light, we see our situation as it is. We see the truth about the gaping chasm between where we are and where God wants us to be. We see the ugly fact of our irresponsibility, our ingratitude, our rebellion. We see our sin.


Our destiny, then, hangs upon our decision about the light. Either we'll accept the momentary pain of repentance, or we'll suffer the eternal pain of regret. Jesus said that it is the truth that will make us free (John 8:32). Is that what we seek or not?


I am not judged by the light I have,�but by the light I have refused to accept.

He wants to know, “What will you trade for your soul?”  Jesus hopes that your answer will be something like this: “My goal is to live for Christ.  The only exchange I’m interested
