The effectual reverent prayer of a righteous man availeth much. (Js.5: 16)
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But we are creatures broken by our own sin; we cannot make ourselves into what we long to be. So the thing that we desire is to be remade -- by God Himself -- into persons who please Him. Amen" (Hebrews 13:20,21). For personal beings, the highest and sweetest joy of all is to give joy to the Person from whom our lives have come. This is what we seek.

Like Paul (Eph. 5-6; Col. 3-4), the apostle Peter describes a number of relationships and provides God’s guidance in living properly within those relationships. In this passage, Peter describes some of God’s will regarding husbands and wives.


Wives


      Submissive:  to subordinate, to yield to one’s needs, admonitions, wishes, desires, etc.  God instructs wives to place their priorities in such a way that their primary mission in this relationship is to serve their husbands.  By doing this, they will create greater love from their husbands.  Society and politically correct philosophy do not change this truth (see Eph. 5:21-22; 1 Cor. 11:3; Col. 3:18; etc.).


     Such submission is an expression of love.  It does not lessen one’s personhood.  The child is not degraded by submission to parents;  nor are citizens degraded by submission to legal authorities.


     Chaste: to be pure from fault; moral, clean.  Wives are to be of good character and conduct.  They are to be exemplary in life so that if their husbands are not Christians, they will be led to the Lord.


Their lives will also help their husbands who are Christians to serve the Lord better.     Elders wives are to be “reverent, not  slanderers, temperate, faithful in all things” (1 Tim. 3:11).  That is not really different from any good wife.


     Proper Adornment:  dress, ornamentation, 





needs, desires, thinking, and beliefs of his wife.  We are different and this takes some effort.  Our thinking about things will grow to be more and more similar, but we need to work toward it.


     Honor:  to estimate with respect, to value, to hold in high esteem with great appreciation. A wife is a great gift from God.  He who finds a wife finds a good thing, and obtains favor from the Lord (Prov. 18:22).  Houses and riches are an inheritance from fathers, but a prudent wife is from the Lord (Prov. 19:14).  An excellent wife is the crown of her husband, but she who causes shame is like rottenness in his bones (Prov. 12:4).


The weaker part appears to be physical.  It is not spiritual.  Each person gives account to God for him/her self (Ezek. 18).  Many men have abused their wives because they felt superior biologically.  While some women may be physically strong, there is a general expectation that the man will be bigger and stronger.  He must not abuse his wife physically or psychologically because he is stronger.  He should deal with her with understanding and honor.


     Long-term Commitment:  the grace of life seems to refer to the long-lasting sharing of the good life they enjoy which comes from God.  That takes commitment.  That commitment brings needed security to both.  They will share the later years together as well.


     Prayer:  our communication with God which is not cut off or impeded in any way that hinders our relationship to God or to our mate.  


Notice again, that relationship with God is at the heart of our relationship with our spouse.     (Cont. in right col.)

     Modesty in clothing may take either a turn toward being insufficiently clothed, or being clothed in such a way that is ostentatious and worldly.


     A woman who shows her body to others immodestly is not showing proper respect to her husband and keeping herself to him.  If she is appealing for the thoughts and desires of other men, she is not protecting the many anniversaries she wants to have later.


     A woman who emphasizes wearing gold and putting on expensive clothing to attract others to her worldly possessions, is evidencing that her spirit is turned toward material things more than toward God and doing right.


     Peter admonishes that women be more attentive to the spirit within them, making it beautiful.  As time goes by, the hidden person of the heart becomes more and more important and beautiful in the relationship.


     Holiness and trust in God:  separate from sinful worldliness; waiting, believing and hoping in the promises of God.


     There is nothing which insures stability in marriage more than being Christians and putting a foundation of faith under your relationship.

     Understanding:  wisdom, intelligent comprehension, appreciation, and discernment. A man needs to try to behave in a way that portrays a knowledge of the

The poor shall eat and be satisfied;�Those who seek Him will praise the Lord.�Let your heart live forever! (Psalm 22:26)


It is possible for our hungry souls to be satisfied by God. When we seek Him and find Him, a profound satisfaction is available to us, but it is not what many people expect whose first thought is for what they themselves wish to receive. It is a satisfaction that comes from what David called "praise." Our hearts were made to enjoy God by giving joy to Him, and this we do by expressing our adoration for what He has done -- and can do.


We are to seek God diligently, and having sought and found Him we are to serve Him obediently and faithfully. But the emphasis must be kept on God. Even those scriptural exhortations that urge us to be careful about our obedience do so within the context of God's work rather than our own: "work out your own salvation with fear and trembling; for it is God who works in you both to will and to do for His good pleasure" (Philippians 2:12,13).                               


Ultimately, we seek God because we long to be persons who please Him. Having been made by Him in His image, we find that this longing has been planted deep within us.      Cont on Page 3
