The effectual reverent prayer of a righteous man availeth much. (Js.5: 16)

We are a grasping society. We want more things. We want more entertainment. We want more things. We want more recognition. We want more things. We want more advancement. We want more things. We want more control. We want more things. Fact is, we want more things.  We’re not satisfied.


     There is a sense of frustration which accompanies dissatisfaction.  There is a reason for such frustration.  We tend to try to satisfy with that which can only pacify.  We find things that pacify for a while, but they soon wane and our thirst reappears with an even fiercer bite to it.  Off we go, searching for some new invention, some new bauble which will give us some satisfaction, only to find that the same fierce appetite recurs.


     We’re trying to satisfy ourselves with paltry means.  Satisfaction can come only when we feed the whole man—and with the things He intended.  It’s not wrong to have things; things satisfy.  But what about the other appetites we have?


     God has given us an intellect.  He satisfies the needs of that intellect by giving us information and by allowing us to “subdue” the earth (Genesis 1:28).  There is a sense of satisfaction when the mind is given its learning exercise.  When there is no learning, man shrivels mentally; he feels empty, unfilled. Man was made to learn.


God has given us an aesthetic nature.  Man naturally tends toward lovely
