The effectual reverent prayer of a righteous man availeth much. (Js.5: 16)
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I sure hope that we all meet these qualifications but I don't think all who profess Christianity do. 


    If we believe that God is the author of truth and righteousness, the judge and punisher of the unrighteous then He must be the ultimate focus of our lives and


what that means is that He is the object of our worship to the exclusion of all else. How we approach that worship says much about "knowing God" in our lives. 


     One simple yardstick is how we view the worship service of the Lord. After all, is that not what our assembly is supposed to be, worship to the Lord? It is not just whether I attend but the zeal I have for meeting to worship God, and for this we have scriptural command. (Heb.10: 25-26)


     I realize that there is no command, example or necessary inference in the scripture for mid-week services, or special services or even a Sunday evening service. At the same time, however, serving the Lord is not a matter of keeping certain rules that serve as a minimum requirement so we can say we have done our duty. 


     Is not Christianity a matter of "seeking first the Kingdom of God and His righteousness". (Matt. 6:33)


Is it not a matter of "loving the Lord thy God with all thy heart and all thy soul and all thy mind"? (Matt 22:37)


Jesus said, “this is the great and first commandment" (vs. 28)


     As we worship today, let each of us approach it with a zeal that reflects, "I am here today because it is where I had rather be more than anyplace else in the world and I will be back at the next appointed time, the Lord willing". Many do!

      "First things first" centers around the Hebrew writer's exhortation to "consider Jesus, the Apostle and High Priest of our confession" (Hebrews 3:1).  The epistle was written to wavering Jewish Christians who were tempted to go back to Judaism.  The writer shows that the greatness of Jesus' person and work was far better than anything the old covenant offered.  "Consider" in the original language means to observe fully and carefully.  Christianity is a relation of faith with a person, the Lord Jesus.  In running the daily race of faith, we must ever be "fixing our eyes on Jesus, the author and perfecter of faith"  (Hebrews 12:2).





      Jesus declares, "I am the Alpha and the Omega, the first and the last, the beginning and the end" (Revelation 22:13).  Alpha and Omega are the first and last letters of the Greek alphabet.  From beginning to end, the significance of the Son of God pervades the scheme of redemption.  Jesus is the hub of the Bible.  Old Testament Scriptures testified of Him (John 5:39).  He is the aspiration of dozens of Messianic prophecies (Lu8ke 24:27, 44ff).


      To know what God the Father is like, we must look at God the Son, because He is God with skin on (John 1:18; 14:9).  "And the word became flesh, and dwelt among us, and we beheld His glory, father, full of grace and truth" (John 1:14).  Jesus as the Word communicates all of glory as of the only 


begotten from the God we can know and








and brothers and sisters, yes, and even his own life, he cannot be My disciple" (Luke 14:26).  "Hate" here is a Hebrew idiom for "love far less in comparison."  I know how much I love my darling wife, my two precious daughters and other dear ones.  How well do I know and love Him?"  How challenging that Jesus admits no close rivals!  He is the most important person in my life, the central commitment of my existence.  He must be first and foremost or nothing.


      


      We glorify God in the name "Christian" (1 Peter 4:16), which means "follower of Christ."  Ask some folks what they are religiously and they'll chirp, "I'm Church of Christ."  Conceptually, that would be the same as identifying your nationality as "I'm United States of America."  "Church" is a collective noun for a group of Christians.  Individually, each one is simply a Christian.  Ultimate loyalty is to Jesus Christ, not to a religious movement or party of people.


      


 Jesus calls for responsive faith in Himself (John 6:29).  An inherited, creedal faith is a phony substitute for personal faithfulness to Jesus.  Paul knew Him whom he had believed (2 Timothy 1:12), so that his faith was not in a system but in the author of the system.  This is discerning the difference between the author and the product.  The Ephesian church was doctrinally right on many issues, but they had lost their first love for Jesus and stood condemned (Revelation 2:2ff).  The proper, loving response to the Lord is obedience to all his directives of that system, because it came from Him (John 114:15).








					





Consider Jesus

Things familiar sometimes cease to be forceful.  We can take life's most vital things for granted.  A gospel preacher in China recently talked to a Chinese college student.  The topic turned to reading English out of the Bible.  The Chinese man had never before seen a Bible.  The evangelist asked, "What do think of Jesus Christ?"  With a puzzled expression, the young man replied, "Who is that?"  Imagine someone who has never heard of the name, much less about the person and work of Jesus Christ!








all of God we need.   Jesus' incarnation was the supreme expression of God's compassionate favor toward a lost and dying race. The ultimate manifestation of truth or saving reality was embodied in a person, not in some abstract, esoteric theological philosophy.  He alone is the only mediator and way back to God (1 Timothy 2:5; John 14:6).  His gracious sacrifice on the cross is the only meritorious offering that can atone for all our sins (Hebrews 9:26).   As for His godly life, God determined that each person destined for glory should "be conformed to the image of His Son" (Romans 8:29).  Each day is a new opportunity to walk as He walked" (1 John 2:4): to become more like Him in thought, word and deed.  He became, as we are in order to make us like Him and fitted for glory.  


      


This issue of what we think of Jesus is so critical that Paul wrote this imprecation:  "If anyone does not love the Lord, let him be accursed: (1 Corinthians 16:22).  "Love" (phileo) is the type of love that is a warm emotional feeling, stirred at the depths of our hearts by all Jesus should mean to us.  If anyone does not have an exalted, right attitude about Jesus, they stand under divine judgment.  Life's central issue is that a person must have a heart aflame with passionate love for the Lord Himself, or he is a cursed antagonist 


of the Lord's way.  There is no middle ground.  Jesus boldly claims, "If anyone comes to Me, and does not hate his own father and mother and wife and children

    The NBC network, a while back conducted a poll on this question. It also included whether or not we should recognize God as a nation. Not surprising, they received the highest number of responses of any poll they have taken. Maybe more surprising is the fact that 86% of those who responded said, "yes, I believe in God". This same number also said we should keep the phrase "in God we trust" and "God" in the Pledge of Allegiance. 


     But what does this say about the people and society in which we live? Does this signify that we are a God fearing, God honoring nation? Does it even say that we see God as anything more than a mystical being out there somewhere? The problem with such statistics is that they span the gamut from just right of "atheism", to "polytheism" (many gods, take your pick) to "monotheism" (one God the personal creator and ruler of all things). It does not reveal anything about how we as a nation, or more importantly as individuals, see God as "The" object of worship and praise (Matt. 4:10), the author of truth and righteousness (Ps 119:160), or the judge and punisher of unrighteousness (II Thess. 1:8). 


     I believe that all true Christians fall in the latter category for God has said, " And they shall not teach every man his fellow-citizen, And every man his brother, saying, Know the Lord: For all shall know me, From the least to the greatest of them".
