The Sum of all Fears





And inasmuch as it is appointed unto men once to die, and after this (cometh) judgment; (Heb 9:27)





     There has been much written about fear, especially fear as it relates to death. Sir Francis Bacon concluded, “men fear death as children fear to go into the darkness.” William Shakespeare wrote, “Cowards die many times before their death; the valiant taste death but once.” In his famous declaration of war speech, President Franklin Roosevelt proclaimed to the world and the American people, “We have nothing to fear but fear itself.” It was a statement to reassure the nation that we had the resources and manpower to overcome the evil that gripped the world and threatened our way of life. I remember well the tensions that filled our home each time the phone rang at an odd hour. 


     In 1991, a novel by Tom Clancy was released


about an incomplete nuclear weapon that was found by a group of terrorists. They managed to complete it and hoped to use it to start a nuclear holocaust between the USA and the USSR. Fortunately, the plot was foiled, the terrorist destroyed, and the catastrophe avoided. Taken from a quote by Winston Churchill, its title was “The Sum of all Fears”. It is the stuff of which thrillers are made.


    We all have some fear about physical death but is that the sum of all fear? In the title verse the Hebrew writer makes it clear that death is an appointment that all must keep. Because we will not escape it, it is the judgment to follow that should be our greatest concern. If there is nothing beyond this life, then death is no big thing anyway. "I was glad when they said unto me let us go into the house of Jehovah."           (Ps 122:1)








   As we think about Jesus’ life on earth, we hardly know where to begin.  Think about His gentle dealings with lepers.  In biblical times leprosy had a social stigma on a par with present-day AIDS.  But in Jesus’ ministry lepers were cleansed—cleansed instantly by His tender touch—when no one in his right mind would have gone near such defiled outcasts. Then there was that woman caught in adultery.  The Scribes and Pharisees were all for strict justice, ready to stone her, quick to add the death penalty to her sin and disgrace.  But they all slipped away when Jesus said, “He who is without sin among you, let him throw a stone at her first,” and when they had all gone, Jesus said to the woman, “Neither do I condemn you; go and sin no more” (John 8:1-11).


   Space will not allow us to mention the many practical examples of Jesus’ compassion, whether it was to an individual widow struck by tragedy and grief, two equally bereaved parents of a little girl, or even to five thousand plus people who were hungry.  It is true that Jesus disturbed the comfortable and upset the complacent status quo at times.  But He also comforted the disturbed.  We remember His gracious invitation, “Come to Me, all you who labor and are heavy laden, and I will give you rest.  Take My yoke upon you and learn from Me, For I am gentle and lowly in heart, and you will find rest for your souls” (Matthew 11:28-30).


    You may well say something like, “But that was then, and this is now.  Can Jesus really help me in my present plight and predicament?”  Yes He can.  The Lord has lost none of His compassion, understanding, tenderness, gentleness and power, for we read in the Scripture 








   Long gone are the days when men were gentlemen.  We have all read of times past of the “blue bloods,” those who were well-bred, and when chivalry ruled.  I rather imagine that such has become larger than actual life as it has been told, retold, and romanticized.


   The Bible tells us of the only truly “perfect gentleman” that ever lived—the Lord Jesus Christ.  He was not a gentle-man in the sense of being well-bred and chivalrous, but He was a gentle-man characterized by tenderness and mildness.  He was never harsh or severe to those who came to Him in need.


   When we say that Jesus was a gentle-man, we do not say that He was weak or cowering.  He did not hesitate to condemn hypocrisy and injustice.  He gave severe warnings about the reality of eternal punishment.  In fact, Jesus warned about hell to unbelievers as much as he promised heaven to believers.  But we need to consider the gentleness of Christ.  It will build us up as we go through the rough-and-tumble of daily living.


   Isaiah wrote prophetically of Jesus, “A bruised reed He will not break, and smoking flax He will not quench” (42:3).  Sometimes circumstances make us feel like a bruised reed.  Events happen which make us feel like there is no light at the end of the tunnel.  Be assured that Jesus knows and Jesus cares.  He alone can bind up our bruises.  He alone can assure that our feeble light (”smoking flax”) will not be extinguished.  Jesus, the master carpenter,” is an expert in putting back together the broken pieces of our fragile lives—and He does it so tenderly. that “Jesus Christ is the same yesterday, today, and forever” (Hebrews 13:8).

     From Solomon’s wisdom, we learn that the whole of man (what man is about) is to fear (reverence) God and keep His commandments. (Ecc. 12: 13) From the beginning God has sought to have a covenant relationship with man but there are stipulations. Because it is God’s will, we must keep His commandments. For our brief stay in this lifetime we are preparing for an eternal home of joy with God. Jesus said; “Lay not up for yourselves treasures upon the earth, where moth and rust consume, and where thieves break through and steal:  but lay up for yourselves treasures in heaven, where neither moth nor rust doth consume, and where thieves do not break through nor steal”: (Matt 6:19-20). 


    In Matt. 25 Jesus describes the judgment as a separation of the right and left. To the faithful right it is: 


inherit the kingdom prepared for you from the foundation of the world: 


(vs. 34) and to the lost left: Depart from me, ye cursed, into the eternal fire which is prepared for the devil and his angels: (vs. 41). I don’t believe that it is possible (here and now) for man to fully comprehend the joy of the presence of God and heaven. Nor do I believe it possible to comprehend the harrow of hell. I do believe, however, that the “Sum of all fears” is the thought of missing the one for the other.


     Moses said, “what doth Jehovah thy God require of thee, but to fear Jehovah thy God, to walk in all his ways, and to love him, and to serve Jehovah thy God with all thy heart and with all thy soul, to keep the commandments of Jehovah, and his statutes, which I command thee this day for thy good? (Deut 10:12-13)


Heaven will surely be worth it all!
