Your wisdom and prosperity exceed the fame of which I heard" (1 Kings 10:6,7).

     I read a story the other day and really do not know its original source, but thought it might be edifying to you.  A woman came to a wise preacher and asked, “How can I know which church I should join?”  The preacher replied by telling a story of a loving old king who had three sons.  This king had a special ring he had been given many years before.  He had been told that the ring would make him generous, compassionate, loving, and kind.


     As he neared death, each of his sons came to him and asked for the ring.  He promised it to each of them.  How could he possibly keep his word?  Well, he went to the finest jeweler and had two exact replicas made.  At his passing each son received a ring.  But they soon came to realize what their father had done.  So they went to a judge and asked the court to identify the original ring.  The jeweler had been so exact, that all the experts could not tell the difference. So the judge said, we will see who becomes the most generous, compassionate, loving, and kind, and we will know who has the original ring. From that day, each son did his best to prove that he had his father’s ring.  The wise preacher told the woman that if she wished to find a true church, she should look for the church most like Jesus.  She should search for the one that demonstrates the true love of God by honoring Him and keeping His commandments and the one that demonstrates love for the brethren and the lost in all the ways Jesus taught.  








Whoever believes that Jesus is the Christ is born of God and everyone who loves Him who begot also loves him who is begotten of Him.  By this we know that we love the children of God, when we love God and keep His commandments” (1 John 4:20 – 5:2).  That great truth is behind Jesus’ prayer:  “that they all may be one, as you, Father, are in me and I in You; that they also may  be one in Us, that the world may believe that you sent me” (John 17:21).


     There is a line in one of the songs in the musical Les Miserables which goes something like this:  “To love another person is to see the face of God.”


     Bible students know that pleasing God is about relationships.  One does not have to be a great theologian to perceive that truth.  Jesus summed it up so simply and clearly: the great commandments are: love God and love others.  Augustine, an early church writer once observed that everything written in Scripture is ultimately meant to teach us how to love either God or our neighbor.  More than a thousand years later, the reformation leader, Martin Luther, himself a converted Augustinian monk, declared that the entire Christian life consists of relating to God and to the people around us – particularly by serving our neighbor.


     Don’t get complacent with your use of the word “love.”  We cannot truly follow Jesus without it, and it is the greatest sign of genuineness in His kingdom.  These abide, “Faith,” “Hope,” and “Love.”  “The greatest of these is love.” (1 Cor. 13:13).





					





The Genuine Article

“’You shall love the Lord your God with all your heart, with all your soul, with all your mind, and with all your strength.’  This is the first commandment.  And the second, like it, is this, ‘You shall love your neighbor as yourself.’  There is no other commandment greater than these” (Luke 2:51).








Loving God and neighbor is the precious ‘ring’ of the Father.


     Now wouldn’t it be wonderful if all churches and the Christians in them were like those sons and did their very best to prove they had the “ring”?


     Obviously, the FIRST commandment is to love God. In John, chapter 14, Jesus posed this proposition to His apostles; “If you love me, keep my commandments” (v. 15).  And then he went on to tell them, “If anyone loves me, he will keep my word; and my Father will love him, and we will come to him and make our home with him.  He who does not love me does not keep my words; and the word which you hear is not mine but the Father’s who sent me” (vv. 23-24).  The first sign of genuineness in a church that claims to belong to Christ is close adherence to the Divine Word of God.


But in John, chapter 13, Jesus also said, “A new commandment I give to you, that you love one another’ as I have loved you, that you also love one another.  By this all will know that you are my disciples, if you have love one for another” (vv. 34-35).  This, too, is a sign of genuineness in a true church of Christ!  Isn’t it wonderful how the Bible makes clear that these two are joined and can be observed?  So much is that true that John said, “If someone says, ‘I love God,’ and hates his brother, he is a liar; for he who does not love his brother whom he has seen, how can he love God whom he has not seen.  And this commandment we have from Him: that he who loves God must love his brother also.  








Hints of Glory


All Your works shall praise You, O Lord, And Your saints shall bless You. (Psalm 145:10)


Every instance of beauty in the natural world is a hint that points toward the glory of God Himself. Whatever God has made bears some resemblance to its Maker. Like the artist whose every brush stroke says something about the artist himself, God has left evidence of Himself in the things that He has made (Acts 14:17). The tokens of God's glory in this world are beckoning us to another world, one with a far greater glory.     


We, however, won't "get the point" of these hints of glory if we don't stop to think about them. If we're so busy with the details of our self-centered concerns that we never notice the works of God, it should be no surprise that we have difficulty maintaining our faith. With everything that He has created, God is inviting us to meditate on Him, the Creator. When we don't "stop to smell the roses," it's not only enjoyment that we miss, it's also worship! 


But perhaps we do notice the hints of God's glory around us, we just don't experience them very deeply. If so, we'd do ourselves a favor by learning to savor these things and relish them. When I was a boy, I could derive extraordinary
