**    The inside article of the last three Messengers are the sum of a lecture given in 1993 by Brother Ed Harrell to a number of churches across the country. Many of us have lived to see many of the changes predicted come to pass and a part of religion in America over the last 20 or so years. 


The religious mind set of the late 40’s and 50’s (when it began) is unrecognizable in modern religion in America and will only get worse. The question is how will you let it affect you and your children in a quest for  pure and undefiled religion? 


I would suggest that you keep these three messengers together and read them from time to time as a reminder of what we face in an effort to serve God.

    I offer one caveat before leaving this discussion of the meaning of the constitutional wall of separation.  The expansion of the activities of the federal government into nearly every nook of American society means that religion is excluded from most public activities.  Another, far more significant area of church-state relations may well become a subject of future debate.  All churches are in a sense connected to the federal government because of their tax-exempt status.  While the privilege is deep-rooted in American history, it may in the future be tied to the notion that government has the right to require constitutional behavior (for instance, non-discriminatory practices toward homosexuals and women) from all churches that enjoy such privileges.  It may be that Christians should begin to look seriously toward a future without tax-exemption, and, consequently, a time when churches will need to exist without buildings or other properties.


     Nowhere have the changing values of American society been more obvious than in the area of morality in politics.  The fact that religious conscience still strongly informs this nation is made clear by the high visibility that the abortion issue has held in the campaigning of recent years.  On the other hand, it is worth noting that the moral issues so sharply debated in the nineteenth century—such as prohibition, the banning of pornography, and Sunday closing laws—are echoes from a distant and prudish past.  In short, the current debate over morality concerns an issue so fundamental to most Christians that its discussion marks a milestone in the secularization of our society.  Moral politics in the 1990s, like PG movies, stretches older notions of morality.








     I want to suggest several concerns that Christians should face in view of the changes in our time.  First, we should be prepared to accept persecution.  The time is approaching when it not only will no longer pay to be a Christian (which unbelievers argue is the case because of tax-exempt contributions), but when it will cost.  The time may well be near when we shall be forced to sustain our beliefs by developing a new sense of selfless sacrifice.  Furthermore, the free exercise of religion could be a right with a clear time limit.  If American society becomes predominantly secular, with a religious minority represented by a dominant Catholic church, free exercise could become a historical memory.


     Second, Christians must emphasize to their children the sense of separateness that is the birthright of all believers.  Some religious societies, such as the Amish, establish their separateness by withdrawing from the larger society—shielding their young from the world.  But Christians have the more difficult task of living in the world and yet not being a part of it.  How can that be done in an increasingly wicked nation?�     First, let me suggest that the church must become more and more a haven for committed Christians.  The sense of community that should exist within a local church is a God-given shelter from a hostile environment.  If we survive, it will be because we have used this gift.


     In a more general sense, I believe that it becomes increasingly important for all Christians, particularly the young, to ponder this estrangement from the world, to understand the call to be separate.  





					





The Secularization of Modern America (3) **

     The abortion issue, and other questions of social regulation, are not unprecedented efforts to limit individual choice or enforce morality in the wider society.  All politics has a moral component; that is, by its very nature political decision-making calls for judgments about what policies will promote the common good, or, what is right and wrong.  And all social legislation restricts private choice to provide for social order.  The question of what restrictions should be placed on individual choice (such as limitations on murder, drinking, speeding, cheating, dueling all implicate a set of higher values of right and wrong.


     Society has never been Christian in American, but through much of the country’s history social legislation has reflected traditional western religious values. While Christians always recognized that they were strangers in the land, it was a land that they shared with others who concurred with their general moral concerns.  It is time for Christians to face the fact that American society has changed and, consequently, that standards of political and public morality have changed.  Future generations of American Christians will likely rear their children in a land that is increasingly wicked and among fellow citizens who regard them with increasing suspicion.


     Where, then, does that leave the Christian of the twenty-first century?  Precisely, I believe, where Christians have been in most times and most places—minorities within a hostile environment.  We have lived our lives in a benign, peaceful, and prosperous time.  My generation will surely have to give account to the Lord for the opportunities that have been ours.  The next generation will more clearly be able to understand the meaning of being pilgrims in search of a better city.











Reserved for God Alone


Therefore know this day, and consider it in your heart,�that the Lord Himself is God in heaven above and on the earth beneath; there is no other.( Deut. 4:39)


God's uniqueness is absolute. He alone is God -- self-existent, eternal, and uncreated. And because of His uniqueness, we are to deal with Him in a way that is unlike our manner of dealing with anything else: God alone is to be worshiped. The very first of the Ten Commandments was, "You shall have no other gods before Me" (Exodus 20:3). It has always been wrong to give God's preeminence to anything other than God Himself.


There is an obvious tendency, however, for us to do this. Perhaps because God is unseen by our physical eyes, He does not seem as real to us, and it is hard to keep the things that we can see from creeping higher up on our scale of priorities than they should be. If we're not vigilant, one or another of these tangible things can climb so high in our hearts that it displaces God as our ultimate concern. Long after this has happened, we may still be saying that God is the only object of our worship, but the degree of time and enthusiasm that we devote to our "idol" is indisputable evidence that God is no longer the most important thing in our life.


It will help us to make some conscious decisions about the priority of God. Whatever things are to be given to God, we must reserve those things for Him.
