     In the Bible, the word translated “noble” usually refers to one of aristocratic birth or high government position.  However, our Lord’s conversation with Nicodemus (John 3:1-5) clearly demonstrates that one’s physical birth is of no consequence in the kingdom, and His encounter with the rich young ruler proves that position in government offers no spiritual privilege.  Nobility in the kingdom is determined by other qualities.


     According to Acts 17:10-11, Paul and Silas, after leaving Thessalonica, found people who had those qualities.  “And the brethren immediately sent Paul and Silas away by night to Berea.  Arriving there, they went into the synagogue of the Jews.  These were more noble-minded than those in Thessalonica, in that they received the word with all readiness of mind, and searched the Scriptures daily to find out whether these things were so.”  If we can determine what qualities these people possessed, we will know what it is that determines nobility in the kingdom of God.


    The Bereans:


	Were already practicing what they knew.  They had been taught the ten commandments, one of which was:  “Remember the Sabbath day to keep it holy.”  Though living in Gentile country where the Sabbath was not observed, they were doing what they had been taught from the word of God.  Most converts of whom we read in the Scriptures were people who were like these Bereans—already doing to the best of their ability the things they believed to be right.


     But one day, two strangers appeared in the synagogue—Paul and Silas.  The message Paul had preached in Thessalonica was doubtless the one he





Both views could not be true, and they could not rest until they learned the truth.


     Knew where to go for truth.  They did not judge Paul’s teaching by their own wisdom.  Nor did they go to their parents, to the traditions of the synagogue, to their favorite rabbi or preferred religious journal.  They knew, as Jesus did, that God’s word is truth (John 17:17).  Any preacher, whoever he may be or from whatever religious fellowship he may come, who preaches what the Scriptures teach is preaching truth on that subject; whoever preaches anything else is preaching error, regardless of who he is or the fellowship from which he comes.


     Searched the Scriptures.  Even those of us who claim to believe that the Scriptures are the infallible deposit of truth may be guilty of rejecting a teaching simply because it is different from what we have always believed the Scriptures teach on that subject.  When a new position is presented to us, we cannot afford to reject it simply because the conclusion is different from our previous view.  Like the Bereans, we must examine any proof that is offered in the light of the Scriptures.


Are we noble?


The soil in which the seed of the kingdom will bear fruit is “a noble and good heart: (Luke 8:15, NKJV).  Such a heart will not stop with searching the Scriptures to determine what must be done to be saved.  It will go on “searching the Scriptures daily” to see if any unfamiliar doctrine is so.  How long has it been since we have actually searched the Scriptures with such an open mind, determined to know what is true, regardless of the consequences?  The answer to this question may well be a measure of our nobility in the kingdom of God.





					





Nobility in the Kingdom

preached in Berea:  “Explaining and demonstrating that Christ had to suffer and rise again from the dead, and saying, ‘This Jesus whom I preach to you is the Christ’ ” (Acts 17:3).  This was new and different.  It had never even occurred to them that the Christ (the Messiah) might suffer and be killed.  If they had not been noble-minded, they would have rejected such a message instantly and that would have ended it.


     Were not prejudiced.  How different these Bereans were from the unbelievers in Thessalonica who gathered a mob to attack Paul (Acts 17:5), and from the Athenians who, as soon as they heard something with which they disagreed, mocked and walked away (Acts 17:32).  They demonstrated the humility and meekness which are necessary to receive the implanted word (James 1:18).  They recognized that they could be wrong; that there could be some things they did not know.


     Were not credulous.  There is a fine line sometimes between the absence of prejudice and credulity.  In the parable of the sower, the wayside soil was a prejudiced heart; the stony ground was credulous, believing but not knowing why.  God has never asked anyone to believe without evidence.  As fellow Christians and as parents, we should never demand that anyone believe anything without providing good reason for such faith.  The Bereans required evidence before believing Paul’s teaching.


     Were not relativists.  If Paul should visit some churches today preaching something different from what had been taught, some would probably dismiss his message saying.  “That’s an interesting point of view and we are glad to hear your opinion, but that is not what we believe.” 


The Bereans believed there was such a thing as truth and error.  If Paul was right about the Messiah they were wrong.  





Reaching Forward


. . . but one thing I do, forgetting those things which are behind and reaching forward to those things which are ahead, I press toward the goal for the prize of the upward call of God in Christ Jesus.( Phil. 3:13,14)


Making a more courageous connection between today and tomorrow is neither impossible nor impractical. Rather than stumble aimlessly toward the future in defeat, we can concentrate our minds on what God has made possible for us in His Son. And with our minds fixed firmly on God, we can reach forward with purpose and passion. Hope and courage and self-discipline can be the qualities that define us in the here and now.


Forgetting those things which are behind. There is a sense in which we need to "forget" the past. This does not mean that our memories are erased; it simply means that we let go of what has already happened. Many good things we may remember with gladness and many bad things we may remember with wisdom, but these memories must not confine us or keep us from our work.


Reaching forward to those things which are ahead. The things which are "ahead," of course, are spiritual things, things that have to do with God and with eternity. If these are to be ours, we must "reach forward."
