    Sooner or later all of us have to deal with criticism.  The apostle Paul knew what it was to be criticized.  There were those who looked for every opportunity to find fault with him.  Some accused him of preaching for the money. That was a joke!  It was simply not true.  Paul supported himself as a tent maker so that he would not be a burden on young, struggling congregations and so that he would not be falsely accused.  Those who knew Paul well, knew that he did nothing for personal gain.


    Paul also knew that the way to overcome these types of criticism was to be a person of integrity. He acted honestly and he encouraged all Christians to do likewise.  In another place, he said, “As we have been approved by God to be entrusted with the gospel, even so we speak, not as pleasing men, but God, who tests our hearts.  For neither at any time did we use flattering words, as you know, nor a cloak for covetousness—God is witness” (1 Thess. 2:4-5).  Notice, in both of these passages, Paul indicates that the key motivation was pleasing God.  Our priority must be making certain that God approves.  Consequently, we will also be seen as upright in the eyes of our fellow men when we provide things honorable.


Would you like to live your life undaunted by the hurtful or unhelpful opinions of others?  That same question might include, as Paul indicates, being improperly affected by the flattery of others.  The issue is, “Whose opinion of me matters most?”  Am I living for popular approval or do I want to

Let’s try that little test again:  Not too long ago, an eleven-year-old little girl named Rosalie Elliot from South Carolina was in the national spelling bee.  She was asked to spell the word “avowal.”  Her soft Southern accent made it difficult for the judges to determine if she used an “a” or an “e” before the “l” at the end of the word.  The judges deliberated for several minutes and even listened to a taped playback.  Finally, the chief judge, asked the only person who knew the answer.  “Was the letter an “a” or an “e”?  Rosalie, surrounded by whispering young spellers, at this point overheard the correct spelling from one of them; but without hesitation, she replied that she had said “E” and that was wrong.  As she walked from the stage, the entire audience stood and applauded her honesty and integrity.  She didn’t win the contest, but she won in life!


    If you want to please, God, live a life of integrity.  That’s sometimes hard to do in a world like ours.  We live in Spin City, when there are questions every day about whether our highest officials tell the truth and whether other influential people hedge in matters of honesty.  Often they are motivated to shade the truth because of greed or power.  “It’s not good business to be complete-ly honest,” they tell you . “You have to be cunning to get ahead, they believe.  However, that philosophy certainly will not play well with God.  And, as a matter of fact, it really will not make you respected to the point that people will want to applaud or vote for you.

Remember, it is God Who “tests our hearts” and Who will be our ultimate “Witness.”  And He is the One we will want to say at the end of our lives:  “Well done, good and faithful servant.”  At that point, it will make not one whit of difference what others think or say about me.


    Now let’s put that to the test for a moment:  A Canadian newspaper reporter undertook an investigation into the ethical practices of auto repair shops. The inventive genius Thomas Edison lost his great New Jersey laboratories to an inferno-like fire on a cold December night in 1914.
