Worship Changes Us


But we all, with unveiled face beholding as in a mirror the glory of the Lord, are transformed into the same image from glory to glory, even as from the Lord the Spirit. (2 Cor 3:18)





     If you research the word worship, whether from the Old Testament Hebrew or the New Testament Greek, most scholars use pretty much the same phrases to describe it. Words like “bow down", "prostrate", "fall down" or "hold in awe" are used as the action of expressing worship. It is, however, far more than just bowing down to something or someone. It is to submit oneself to that object of worship. Other forms of the word carry the idea of laboring for or serving the object of worship. One of the more interesting words is "astabh" translated to "carve", "fabricate", or "fashion" some object based on the effect it's worship has had on the worshipers, i.e., the golden calf of Exodus 32. It is rightly said, "Worship changes the worshipers into the image of the worshiped". 


      When Israel took for themselves "strange gods" (Deut. 32: 16), they became like the nations around them to the point that God rejected them completely. (Hosea 1) When Paul spoke of the plight of the Gentiles who choose not to honor God, he said, "professing themselves to be wise, they became fools, and changed the glory of the incorruptible God for the likeness of an image of corruptible man, and of birds, and four-footed beasts, and creeping things. (Rom 1:22-23) Because they worshiped the creature rather than the Creator, (vs. 25) it was with devastating results (vs. 26-27), and God gave them up to a "reprobate mind" (vs. 28).	Cont. on Page 3

criticize me?  Besides, he has as much taste as a rice cake.  Have you seen those dresses she wears?”  Or another scenario:  Anger at your parents is keeping you awake at night.  All they do is criticize.  No compliments.  No applause.  Just pick, pick, pick.  “Why aren’t you making straight “A’s?”  “Why are you late getting home?”  Why don’t you have a good job like your friend?”  Grrr.  Are we going to let that kind of thinking on board?  Is adding up all the co-worker’s or parents’ mistakes worth allowing yourself to smell like a landfill?


     At this point we need to make a choice.  Standing on the gangplank is self-pity and her seven sisters.  They want on board.  Are you going to let them?  If you do, you’ll be as smelly as the boat by the time you reach your home tonight.  And then, who will want you to dock there???


     Or you can do something else.  You can change the cargo.  You can take the evil thoughts captive.  You can clean out the hold.  Quote a verse if you have to: “bless those who persecute you; bless and do not curse” (Romans 12:14 NIV).  Then you can fill up the ship with valuable freight. It was not that God caused them to do wrong, but the natural results of the objects of their worship. They became fashioned to sin and servants of it. 


     There are so many things (jobs, school, entertainment, sports, fame, the list is endless) that capture our attention and we must be on guard to see that they do not become the object of our worship. When the things of the world become our idols and we become servants to them, they make us into something God does not want us to be.


     On the other hand, as Christians it is a change we should strive to make. Paul wrote that Christians are to be "conformed to the image of His Son" (Rom. 8: 29). It is a natural attribute of true worshippers. We are to become "partakers of the Divine Nature" (II Pet. 1: 4) and God has given us all we need to do so.  (2 Peter 1:3)


     A friend of mine once wrote:

Today’s greed is tomorrow’s embezzlement.


Today’s guilt is tomorrow’s fear.”


     Who wants to live with all that trash?  Life would have been easier for everyone on board if that ship owner had never allowed the trash to pile up on that ship.  And life will be better for you if you never let trash pile up in your heart.


     Some people say, “I can’t help it.  Life has dumped trash in my lap and I have no choice.”  Well, we do have a choice.  Here is how Paul put it:  “Though we walk in the flesh, we do not war according to the flesh.  For the weapons of our warfare are not carnal but mighty in God for pulling down strongholds, casting down arguments and every high thing that exalts itself against the knowledge of God, bringing every thought into captivity to the obedience of Christ, and being ready to punish all disobedience when your obedience is fulfilled” (2 Cor. 10:3-6).


     Our assignment is to protect the boat and refuse entrance to trashy thoughts.  The minute they appear on the dock we need go into action.  “This heart belongs to God,” we declare, “and you aren’t getting on board.”


     What if you did that?  What if you took every thought captive?  What if you refused to let any trash enter your mind?  What if you took the counsel of Solomon:  “Be careful what you think, because your thoughts run your life” (Prov. 4:23; New Century Version).  


     You are driving to work when the words of your coworker come to mind.  He needled you about your performance.  You think with anger, “Who is she to 








     In 1986, a ship owner decided he would take advantage of the municipal workers’ strike in Philadelphia.  He could turn a pretty penny, he thought, by taking away the 15,000 tons of trash that had piled up in the city over the long, hot summer.  The burned trash was dumped into the belly of his boat.


     The problem was no port would now let his ship into harbor…it was full of trash! Georgia and New Jersey refused to let him dump it anywhere near their shores.  Port authorities over the world rejected him: Haiti, Bermuda, the Dominican Republic, the Netherlands, Sri Lanka, Honduras and Indonesia.  He now had the most unwanted ship on earth.  As time went on, the potential for this being toxic waste increased.   Allegedly, the owner after three years dumped his cargo into the depths of the ocean far out to sea.


     If our hearts are filled with trash, we will not fare any better.  We will not be wanted and will certainly not be accepted by God.  If load after load of anger, guilt, pessimism, bitterness, bigotry, anxiety, deceit, or impatience piles up in our hearts, we will become unwanted and unsaved.  We will also despise ourselves.


     Someone has said:


“Today’s thoughts are tomorrow’s actions.


Today’s jealousy is tomorrow’s temper tantrum.


Today’s bigotry is tomorrow’s hate crime.


Today’s anger is tomorrow’s abuse.


Today’s lust is tomorrow’s adultery.
