The effectual reverent prayer of a righteous man availeth much. (Js.5: 16)
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before they came near to God in the Tabernacle. (Ex. 30:19-21) Cleanse your hands, ye sinners; and purify your hearts, ye doubleminded. (James 4:8) As those who came to the tabernacle in the wilderness were required to wash their hands and bodies before performing their duties of worship, so worshippers today must have “clean hands and a pure heart in approaching God. It is a prerequisite to acceptable worship in the new order, Christianity. Having therefore these promises, beloved, let us cleanse ourselves from all defilement of flesh and spirit, perfecting holiness in the fear of God. (. 2 Cor 7:1) Clean hands were a sign of innocence of guilt and Pilate thought he could be free of the blood of Jesus by washing his hands. In contrast to this common view, Jesus said “For out of the heart come forth evil thoughts, murders, adulteries, fornications, thefts, false witness, railings:  these are the things which defile the man; but to eat with unwashen hands defileth not the man. 


( Matt 15:19-20) Sinners clean their hands by putting away guilt and transgression; hearts are purified in obedience to the truth. (I Pet. 1: 22) 


    As the heart is the source of sin and the hands (figuratively) are the instruments of sin so both must be purged. The man who is unable or unwilling to do so is a double--minded man. Jesus said, “No servant can serve two masters: for either he will hate the one, and love the other; or else he will hold to one, and despise the other. Ye cannot serve God and mammon”.  (Luke 16:13)


     Are you living a life that draws near to God and one where God will draw near to you? That’s what He wants for you.

     ‘Then answered Amos and said to Amaziah, ‘I was no prophet, neither was I a prophet’s son; but I was an herdman, and a gatherer of sycamore fruit:  And the LORD took me as I followed the flock, and the LORD said unto me, Go, prophesy unto my people Israel’” (Amos 7:10).


     Do you ever wonder why God does what He does in the way He does it?  Human beings can be so impertinent!  Like asking why God did not put all the fat and cholesterol in liver and Brussels sprouts and all the vitamins and minerals in pasta, potatoes and sweets.  And we sometimes challenge God when things don’t go so well for us.  Like Job we say, “I know God’s ways are not our ways, but why is life so hard?  Why hasn’t God fixed it for me?”


     We may wonder also about the kind of people God calls to do His work.  He seems to have this thing about calling very imperfect people who do strange, inconsistent things.  For example there was Abraham: a good man but he was a wimp when he tried to pass his wife off as his sister…twice!  And Moses killed a man in an apparent angry moment.  And Samson let a woman take over his life.  And David, well David took another man’s wife and then murdered him.  The apostles, too were imperfect and inconsistent.  Peter could be so strong and yet so weak.  And James and John jockeyed for a place of prominence.     


     What do you think we would do if Amos came to interview? “What credentials do you have?  Where did you go to school? What kind of experience do you have?”  Well, I am a shepherd who also dresses sycamore trees.  Does that count?  But I have seen people cheated in the markets.  I have seen widows thrown out of their homes and 








I want to do all the things I know I should not do.”  Many others want to live for themselves.  They don’t mind dabbling in religion.  After all, a little of it is good for you.  But they never dream of focusing on Jesus and devoting themselves to a life of service to Him.  Charlene would not pass the standards of the Lord’s interview.  How sad.  She had a less than noble sense of meaning for her life.


     HE IS LOOKING FOR THOSE WHO CAN SEE THE DIFFERENCE BETWEEN THE TEMPORAL AND THE ETERNAL.  Abraham looked for a city whose Builder and Maker is God.  That is why God called him; not because he would never do an imperfect or inconsistent thing.  If we live for today and its pleasures alone, perhaps it is understandable that we have little concern for sacrifice and devotion to righteousness.


     There is an old story of a woman who came to a Jewish baker named Jacob who was known to be very wise.  She greedily asked, “Show me how I can take what I value with me. I will soon die.”  He thought just a moment and said, “Value in you heart what is truly important.  You can take your love, your kindness, your faith, and your gifts to the poor with you if you perceive their eternal value now.”  He truly was wise, wasn’t he?

     How does God choose his servants?  On what basis does He even allow men and women like ourselves to be Christians?  What kind of job profile does he use for selecting the appropriate candidates to do His work?


 HE IS LOOKING FOR PEOPLE WHO ARE WILLING TO LAY DOWN THEIR LIVES FOR HIM.


Oh, I am not talking about martyrdom -- though that could happen to these men and women.  I’m talking about laying down our lives, our dreams, our deepest desires, even our own welfare.  Someone has said, “Man is looking for better methods; God is looking for better men and women.”


HE IS LOOKING FOR PEOPLE WHO ARE DEVOTED TO RIGHTEOUSNESS.  What that means, of course, is that they want to be good people.  They want to be godly and honorable.  We are sometimes put off by people who can only think of one thing; who are so devoted to that thing that they cannot think about anything else.  That is generally not healthy.  But in this instance, God wants us to be so dedicated that we have only one aim in life which governs all other things we value.  That aim is to glorify Him in our lives and ultimately go to live with Him in heaven…a magnificent obsession!

    Many people will tell you that they would like to have or that they do have a close relationship with God and yet have no idea of or ignore the truth about what such a relationship requires. Certainly, it is not a physical relationship but a spiritual one for God is never far from any of us physically (Acts 17: 27-28) It is rather a relationship apart from the world separated by a pure and obedient heart willing to follow God through His word. James speaks of this as “wisdom from above”.


     The overall message of the epistle is concluded in the thoughts of verse 7 and 8. We are, (1) to resist the devil; and (2) he will flee from us; (3) we are to come close to God; and (4) He will come close to us. 


The edict of James is a condition precedent to the favor of God which may be enjoyed only by those who so do. David said to Solomon, “And thou, Solomon my son, know thou the God of thy father, and serve him with a perfect heart and with a willing mind; for Jehovah searcheth all hearts, and understandeth all the imaginations of the thoughts: if thou seek him, he will be found of thee; but if thou forsake him, he will cast thee off for ever. (I Chron.


 28:9)


     While it is so that we come near to God when we study His word, worship Him in spirit and truth and serve Him faithfully, it has much more to do with the desire of one’s heart. James makes reference to the ritual Jewish practice of purification of the priest,
