The effectual reverent prayer of a righteous man availeth much. (Js.5: 16)
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We often look with admiration upon those who have such a life and wish that we could enjoy what they enjoy.


But prayer takes time, and those who have spent a great deal of time praying have had to make some sacrifices. Whatever it is that we've been doing while they were praying, they've had to do without those things. And if we suppose that some way can be found for us to have all the benefits that they enjoy and still do all the things that we presently do, then we're only being silly. What we have is what we've been willing to pay for, and in all too many cases, that is not much.


In a way, it is only an insult that we offer to God when we try to give Him things that don't involve any cost (1 Chronicles 21:24; Malachi 1:8). If the investments we make in our spiritual lives don't require us to give up anything of real value to us, then they aren't really investments, and the results won't be worth very much. In the end, God's value to us will be indicated by what we've exchanged for Him. "He who loves his life will lose it, and he who hates his life in this world will keep it for eternal life."

Perilous times have come more than once in the history of the world.  In 2 Timothy 3, Paul warned Timothy of such times, which would develop in "the last days."  He apparently expected Timothy to be alive in those perilous times, so they must have come in the last days of the first century.


    In these last days of the twentieth-first century, it is apparent from Paul's description that perilous times have come once more.  Many have already fallen victim and all of us need the instructions Paul gave to Timothy for survival.  The perilous times Paul described involved at least three factors:


     Ungodly Conditions:  "Men will be lovers of themselves, lovers of money, boasters, proud, blasphemers, disobedient to parents, unthankful, unholy, unloving, unforgiving, slanderers, without self-control, brutal, despisers of good, traitors, headstrong, haughty, lovers of pleasure rather than lovers of God" (verses 2-4).  In verse 5, these people are described as "having a form of godliness but denying its power."  They still claim to be religious.  What a warning to us!  Christians may be influenced without realizing what is happening to us.  If we think that we are still better than the world, we are making people our standard and that is disastrous in a society where morals are deteriorating.


     Ungodly Teaching: As can be expected when ungodly people claim godliness, there will be teachers justifying ungodly conduct by twisting the Scriptures to their own destruction (2 Peter 3:16).  "For of this sort are those who creep into households and make captives of gullible women loaded down with sins, led away by various lusts, always learning and never able to come to








the same God can deliver us.


     Right Teaching: Paul wrote to Timothy, "Continue in the things which you have learned and been assured of, knowing from whom you have learned them" (verse 14).  He gives here two characteristics of those things to which he should hold: First, they must be things of which he had been assured.  Parents and teachers have no right to expect us to hold on to things for which they have given us no evidence.  Second, he should consider from whom he had learned them.  This is more important than many realize--what is the worldview of my teachers?  Do they come from a position of faith or of skepticism?  Is the wisdom, which has produced their values, wisdom that is from above, or is it the wisdom of the world?  Timothy had been taught not only by Paul, but by a mother and grandmother whose faith was unfeigned (2 Timothy 1:5).  We should be slow to renounce teaching from such a source.  As a rule, when Christians abandon their old convictions, they do so to accept beliefs for which there is far less supporting evidence and to adopt views propagated by those of less faith than their former teachers.


     Right Standards: Divine truth remains constant while human philosophies constantly change.  Paul's prescription for Timothy in perilous times:  "All Scripture is given by inspiration of God, and is profitable for doctrine, for reproof, for correction, for instruction in righteousness, that the man of God may be complete, thoroughly equipped for each good work" (verses 16-17).  Our own personal study of the Scriptures is our best defense.  Faith still "comes by �
hearing, and hearing by the word of


God" (Romans 10:17).


					





Survival In Perilous Times

In these last days of the twentieth-first century, it is apparent from Paul's description that perilous times have come once more








the knowledge of the truth" (verses 6-7).


These "will not endure sound doctrine, but according to their own desires, because they have itching ears, they will heap up for themselves teachers: and they will turn their ears from the truth, and be turned aside unto fables" (2 Timothy 4:3-4).  When we become enamored or even "confused" by new doctrines, which seem to justify what we once considered sin, we need to ask ourselves if we are falling victim to our times.


     Ungodly Persecution:  "All who desire to live godly in Christ Jesus will suffer persecution" (verse 12).  Such persecution of the godly will surely increase as ungodliness gains power, and we are seeing that happen.  Of course, those "professing godliness but denying its power" are still respected; they may even become prominent national figures.  But those who hold out for true godliness are increasingly disdained, ridiculed, and intimidated.  This may well be only the beginning, but it is already taking its toll on weak Christians. In this chapter Paul gave Timothy three rules for survival in perilous times:


     Right Examples: Timothy was to turn away from those being influenced by the world (verse 5), but Paul said, "You have carefully followed . . . my manner of life" (verse 10).  Timothy had seen Paul's faith" and purity maintained in Corinth, the very capital of skepticism and immorality.  He had seen Paul's purpose maintained even among "False brethren." He had observed Paul's perseverance in the face of persecutions and afflictions, which happened to him in Antioch, in Iconium, and in Lystra (verse 11). He had seen that out of them all God had delivered Paul, and Timothy could be sure that God could


deliver him from such influences and persecutions--and we can be sure that








The Cost of Things Worth Having


Most assuredly, I say to you, unless a grain of wheat falls into the ground and dies, it remains alone; but if it dies, it produces much grain. He who loves his life will lose it, and he who hates his life in this world will keep it for eternal life. (John 12:24, 25)


Like the grain of wheat that cannot be productive unless it "falls into the ground and dies," so we must be willing to give up certain lesser things in order to have those that are greater. There is, as the saying goes, no free lunch. Whatever is worth having is worth paying for. And we are not wise to waste time looking for a way to beat the system and "get rich quick." The riches of the spiritual life are for those who are willing to make real investments of themselves. And the investments that are required will separate us from some things that we're reluctant to let go of. An actual cost will have to be paid. There is no way to have it both ways. Either we make the investment or we do not. And whichever choice we make, we should not expect still to have all that we'd have if we'd made the other choice! The discipline of prayer furnishes a simple illustration. It is a considerable understatement to say that there are "benefits" to having a rich prayer life.
