Provoke one Another





and let us consider one another to provoke unto love 


and good works (Heb. 10:24)





     In the setting of the Spanish civil war, the movie version of Hemmingway's classic novel, "For Whom the Bells Toll", has Gary Cooper as an idealistic American sympathizer fighting with a Republican guerilla group behind enemy lines. As the movie unfolds, one of the guerilla fighters is suspected of betraying the others to the enemy. Although there is no proof and he denies it, some are convinced and, on several occasions, try to goad him into turning against them so they can eliminate the traitor. Each time he responds with the phrase, "I don't provoke", "I don't provoke". In other words, I am not going to be pushed into an act that will give you a chance to justify killing me.


     The Greek word is "pikraino", "to make bitter" and "paroxuno", "to rouse to anger" and it is in this sense that we usually think of its use. It is what Paul warns fathers against concerning children. (Eph. 6:4; Col. 3:21) Israel was often said to "provoke God to anger". (Heb. 3:15-16) Certainly we must be careful not to provoke others in this way.


     On the other hand, there is a sense in which we are commanded to "provoke" one another. (Heb. 10:24) The word is "paroxusmus" and it denotes “stimulation for good". The writer uses it in direct connection to the assembly of worship (vs. 25) and it should give some insight to the need to assemble together. It is akin to stirring up someone's passion and zeal for doing the right thing in respect to God.

people of God.  Today, we must not only avoid that which is evil, but we must choose whatever is right.  James said, "To him therefore that knoweth to do good, and doeth it not, to him it is sin" (James 4:17).  Many who have begun as Christians go back into the world because they only determined to quit what was evil.  That is not all there is to being a Christian, however.  Christianity does not just consist of avoiding evil, as important as that is.  It also involves actively serving God and our fellow man.  If we do not do that, we are almost sure to go back into the world.


Humility.  Think of a person who is a doorman at some fancy New York hotel.  No 


one knows who he is; he is just the doorman.  The rich and famous go in and out those doors, and may know them and treat them with adulation.  Being a doorkeeper is a position of low esteem.  Pride keeps many from being a part of the house of God today.  God will only accept those who are humble.  "He hath showed thee, O man, what is good: and what doth the Lord require of thee, but to do justly, and to love mercy, and to walk humbly with thy God" (Micah 6:8).  God resists the proud, and accepts only those who are humble.  That surely rules out many people; they would have no interest whatsoever in being a humble doorkeeper.

"I Had Rather Be A Doorkeeper. . ."

"For a day in thy courts is better than a thousand.  I had rather be a doorkeeper in the house of my God than to dwell in the tents of wickedness" (Psalm 84:10).  This psalm is attributed to the sons of Korah, who were the porters of the gates of the Lord's house (1 Chronicles 26:12-19).  This passage can be translated "I would choose rather to sit at the threshold…" There is a valuable lesson here for the Lord's disciples.  At least four things would be required for us to make the same statement:

Paul wrote to young Timothy, reminded him of his faith that came from his mother and grandmother, in order to "stir up" the "gift of God" within him. (II Tim. 1:15)  We must stir up and develop the talents of each one to the good of all.


     Peter wrote to those who had escaped the lust of the world by becoming partakers in the "Divine Nature", to add to your faith, virtue, knowledge, self-control, patience, godliness, brotherly kindness and love. (II Pet. 1:4-7) He goes on to say, “And I think it right, as long as I am in this tabernacle, to stir you up by putting you in remembrance; 


(vs. 13) and the justification is, 


For if these things are yours and abound, they make you to be neither idle nor unfruitful unto the knowledge of our Lord Jesus Christ. (vs. 8) And we must stir up these virtues in each other.


     It is the job of each one of us to provoke others to love and good works. It is a part of the support that we offer each one as an identified group of believers and it is what makes us a family of God. Your word of caution, your word of encouragement your word of teaching may be just the thing that helps someone through a tough bout with Satan. Your act of kindness or helping hand may be the thing that stirs someone to greater zeal for the Lord. Of course, all things must be done and received in love.


    In the coming year let us all strive to provoke others to love and good works by our lives. May our,” light shine before men; that they may see your good works, and glorify your Father who is in heaven".

carnal in the base, fleshly sense, but carnal in the sense of being materialistic, always needing to be entertained.  I'm afraid most people today would choose the "tents of wickedness" over "the house of God."  Solomon, after giving himself over to the satisfaction of every carnal desire, said, "This is the end of the matter; all hath been heard: fear God, and keep his commandments; for this is the whole duty of man" (Ecclesiastes 12:13).


 Good judgment.  Men in general are very foolish.  They exercise good judgment when it comes to financial matters, but they act very foolishly in regard to their soul.  No one will choose "the house of God" over "the tents of wickedness" unless they have spiritual discernment.  Moses made a wise choice in his day, "…choosing rather to share ill treatment with the people of God, than to enjoy the pleasures of sin for a season…" (Hebrews 5:14).  Unless people are thoughtful and discerning, they will never make the choice the psalmist made. 


3.	A definite choice.  The psalmist said, "I had rather…" Moses not only refused to be called the son of Pharaoh's daughter, but he chose rather to share ill treatment with the








Knowledge.   What is "the house of God"?  Then, of course, it referred to the Temple.  What is it today?  In 1 Timothy 3:15, Paul says, "But if I tarry long, that thou mayest know how men ought to behave themselves in the house of God, which is the church of the living God, the pillar and ground of the truth."  If we were to choose the house of God today, we would be choosing the church, the relationship of the saved.  Being a Christian, a member of the Lord's body, or church (Ephesians 1:22-23) caries with it certain responsibilities.  We must present ourselves as a sacrifice to God (Romans 12:1-2); we must understand ourselves to be pure unto God (Titus 2:14); and we must see ourselves as those who have been created in Christ to do good works (Ephesians 2:10).  To live in the house of God is to live a life of humble service to our Father.


     But we must also know what "the tents of wickedness" are.  There are houses of wickedness today that offer all the flesh might crave. The tents of wickedness in olden times were about what our "houses of ill repute" are today. Any carnal desire could be satisfied there.  Most men today are carnal--not necessarily
