Chromosomes and DNA





And God created the great sea-monsters, and every living creature that moveth, wherewith the waters swarmed, after their kind, and every winged bird after its kind: and God saw that it was good. (Gen 1:21) And God said, Let the earth bring forth living creatures after their kind, cattle, and creeping things, and beasts of the earth after their kind: and it was so. 


And God made the beasts of the earth after their kind, and the cattle after their kind, and everything that creepeth upon the ground after its kind: and God saw that it was good. (Gen 1:24-25)





    My Webster’s New World dictionary gives the definition of “chromosome” as; “any of certain tiny particles in the nucleus of cells that contain the genes that carry the inherited characteristics of an animal or plant”.  And for the term “DNA” as; “an essential part of all living matter:  it is a basic material in chromosomes and it carries the inherited characteristics”.  In other words, chromosomes are the things that make chickens, chickens and pigs, pigs and humans, humans. Although different living things have (according to the National institute for health, genome.gov.) different numbers of paired chromosomes, (humans have 23 pairs) more or less does not reflect a higher complexity of the creature. In the reproductive process only, a single chromosome is provided by each parent which joins to impart shared characteristics in the off spring.  It is a recognized fact that “mistakes” happen, and a person or thing may get one chromosome more or less. While this may affect the recipient good or bad, it does not change the species. The Problem with Signs

“They said to Him, ‘What sign will you perform then, that we may see it and believe You?’ ” (John 6:30)








    They are for superstitious people.  They are not for Christians who trust God.  Jesus said, “An evil and adulterous generation seeks after a sign, and no sign will be given to it except the sign of the prophet Jonah.  For as Jonah was three days and three nights in the belly of the great fish, so the Son of Man will be three days and three nights in the heart of the earth” (Matt. 12:39-40).


    You see, our sign is Jesus: particularly His death and resurrection.  That should fill our need.  Just like, Jesus feeding those 5000 (John 6) should have been all the sign they needed.  But it is too often not enough!  Let me just say: if our faith demands a physical sign today, we are walking by sight and not by faith (2 Cor. 5:7).  Let’s think about some basics:


    First, our faith is rooted in God Himself who is love.  God loves us and we should love Him.  Remember John 3:16.  Do you know that God loves you?  Do you really believe that you can trust Him?  Or do you just THINK maybe you can but you are not sure?  If that is how you perceive faith, when something happens in your life that you consider to be negative, your faith will not stand.  Take the case of Justin Inversso, the young man who was electrocuted by lightning last weekend.  He was apparently a very dedicated Christian who loved God.  What if you were Justin’s family?  Could you handle this and continue to believe in a loving God?  What an amazing testimony to his faith if they too  believe through all the pain of this tragedy.  But too many are insecure about God’s love.  If things are going our way, if the children are healthy, if the house payment is made, if things are fine at work, then “Yes,” God loves us.  But let sickness come, or financial 








     In His day, Jesus did miracles for two primary purposes: to establish the presence of deity in Himself and to establish that His words were from God.  John wrote: “Truly Jesus did many other signs in the presence of His disciples, which are not written in this book; but these are written that you may believe that Jesus is the Christ, the  Son of God, and that believing you may have life in His name” (John 20:30-31).  He also enabled his disciples to do miracles to establish that what they were saying was true.  “How shall we escape if we neglect so great a salvation, which at the first began to be spoken by the Lord, and was confirmed to us by those who heard Him, God also bearing witness both with signs and wonders, with various miracles, and gifts of the Holy Spirit, according to His own will?”  (Heb. 2:3-4).  Those signs had special purpose in God’s plan.  But the Jews (and others) were always looking for some kind of special sign to show them things that God wanted them to trust Him for.  Their desire for a miracle, or even for some special event, often meant that they did not really accept what the Lord said about His role in their lives.  


     We are always looking for signs. You stub your toe on the way into the bathroom in the morning and you moan, “It’s going to be a rough day.”  It rains on the day of the wedding and you say, “This marriage is going to have problems.”  What do you think of black cats?  We attach significance to events in which there is no real significance at all.  So it is with people who look for signs and miracles rather than trusting in God’s Word. Today’s “signs” are notoriously fickle.   








adversity, or an attack of the blues for almost any reason, and we begin to doubt God. And we start looking for a sign to bring us back… as if we needed a sign in light of all God has done for us.


     Of course, God spoke the world into existence and His declared laws govern the universe.  Can we not believe in God by observing the orderliness of the physical environment in which we live?  Is that not a greater sign than any special anomaly in the natural realm?  Why do we need a “sign” when God’s natural laws are shouting His existence to us every day?


     Second, our faith is rooted in God’s Word.  “Faith comes by hearing, and hearing by the Word of God” (Romans 10:17).  This passage is speaking of the Scriptures delivered by inspiration.  That revelation is all we need to support and sustain our faith.  Again, if we need more, we are walking by sight and not by faith!  In God’s Word we can find His gospel laws; i.e., the guidelines He has established whereupon we can have meaningful relationship with Him.  They are so simple.  Believe in His Son. Turn away from whatever would offend God. Imitate what Jesus did for us in dying to sin, being buried in baptism, and rising to walk in the new life of a Christian.  Now do you need some special sign from God in your life or in your heart to find the true meaning of faith? 


     And God has included in His Word His moral laws; i.e., those guidelines for righteous living in His Son.  Do we need more signs than the perfect example of Jesus Christ to guide us in the everyday decisions we make?
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    The theory of the modern evolutionist is based on the idea that similar DNA strains is a proof that a critter came from something unlike it’s self. The ramifications of this pose insurmountable questions. 


    Do you remember the old saying, “as scarce as hen’s teeth”? Turns out that this may not be as far fetched as we thought. I was told not long ago that research shows birds have DNA


indicating descendants from some critter that had teeth. Of all the billions of chicks hatched by Tyson over the years, not one has shown up with a set of choppers or we would have known about it. 


      Personally, I believe that science and scripture complement each other


far more than they conflict. The discovery and understanding of DNA has been a great breakthrough in the life of man. It has made great strides in health care; it has solved crimes and mysteries that would not have been solved otherwise. 


     Did you ever see the movie “Jurassic Park”? The theme was a mosquito encased in a piece of amber for millions of years that carried, in its last blood meal, the genes of some prehistoric critter, when extracted and cloned, produced a T-Rex. (“Science Fiction”). The study of DNA is a young science, but it has been there since God decreed that plants and animals (including man) would reproduce after its own kind. 


     Instead of speculating about the DNA of birds suggesting chickens with teeth, I stand amazed at the power of God which keeps us all separated by kind with the placement of a few tiny particles in our cells. 


     Where science and scripture conflict, I will rely on Faith.
