The effectual reverent prayer of a righteous man availeth much. (Js.5: 16)
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    Faith is the ability to see the truth of God for what it is and it comes through knowledge of God and His word. It gives us the ability to see through the smoke and clutter of the world and accept God’s word for what it is, TRUTH! It gives us basic truth about why and how we are here but it is not intended to refute or be refuted by anything. Faith is the key to our relation to God, “And without faith it is impossible to be well-pleasing (unto him); (Heb 11:6). 


    In (I Peter 1) the Apostle states; “who according to his great mercy begat us again unto a living hope by the resurrection of Jesus Christ from the dead, unto an inheritance incorruptible, and undefiled, and that fadeth not away, reserved in heaven for you,”. (1 Peter 1:3-4) He goes on to say, “We are guarded by the power of God through FAITH unto that salvation.  (Vs 5)


    Repentance is the means by which we reclaim a relationship with God. For the alien sinner, it is the act of putting to death the “old man of sin” by turning ones back on sin, It makes us a candidate for baptism which washes away our sin. (Rom. 6: 3-6) A universal condition of man and his relationship to God is “all have sinned, and fall short of the glory of God”. (Rom 3:23) But this is not the end of sin in mans life nor the role of repentance, because, we continually fail and sin before God. While I believe that in the sacrifice of Jesus by His death upon the cross the debt for all of man’s sins are paid but not unconditionally. Consider the words of John as he wrote,” If we say that we have no sin, we deceive ourselves, and the truth is not in us. If we confess our sins, he is faithful and righteous to forgive us our sins, and to cleanse us from all	See Seed:











      











    When Jesus was asked who is greatest in the kingdom of heaven, He called a child to Him and said, “Unless you are converted and become as little children, you will by no means enter the kingdom of heaven.  Therefore whoever humbles himself as this little child is the greatest in the kingdom of heaven” (Matt.18:3).


    We place a great deal of importance on growing up, and rightly so.  Yet Jesus reminds us that the qualities we need to enter his kingdom are in us from childhood, if we will only keep them.  What can we do to humble ourselves like little children?


Be tenderhearted.  Many of the bad traits found in adults are not generally found in children.  Youngsters always seem to look for the good in people.  They aren’t afraid to express their feelings or cry.  They are very trusting.  They have an unlimited capacity for love.  Prejudice, mistrust, cold-heartedness, and hatred are things that are learned over time. The Corinthians were admonished, “do not be children in understanding; however, in malice be babes” (1 Cor. 14:20).  If we would enter God’s kingdom, we must be “of one mind having compassion for one another; love as brothers, be tenderhearted, be courteous” (1 Pet 3:8).


Be honest.  Most parents have had their children embarrass them by openly proclaiming some “family secret” or other.  The blunt honesty of a young child is remarkable.  As we grow older, we learn that it’s not always appropriate to say exactly what’s on our minds.  Unfortunately, we may also develop a habit of concealing the truth in order to preserve appearances or get what we want.  We may even resort to outright lying at times.  We should never forget the value of simple truth.  “Do not lie to 








crowded out by other things that occupy our minds. When it comes to God’s word, though, we need to have that child-like love of learning.  The Hebrews were rebuked for not progressing in their knowledge of the truth (Hebrews 5:12-14).  Christ will judge us by His gospel (John 12:48); we must love both Him and it if we would enter His kingdom.


Children are a precious and valuable blessing.  We have a responsibility to teach and train them, but they also have much to offer us.  They can show us the qualities we must possess to enter God’s kingdom – qualities that are within the grasp of every person. Jesus does not require of us great abilities or achievements, but the simple, loving, trusting faith of a child.

one another, since you have put off the  old man with his deeds” (Col.  3:9).


Be quick to forgive.  I remember getting into a real fight with my best friend when I was five or six years old.  I went home determined never to play with him again.  But by the next day we had forgotten our differences and were playing together as if nothing had happened.  How we wish adults could be this way!  It seems that as we age, we get the idea that to forgive shows a weakness of character.  Peter asked Jesus if he ought to forgive his brother up to seven times in a day.  Perhaps he thought that was quite generous.  But Jesus replied, “I do not say to you, up to seven times, but up to seventy times seven” (Matt. 18:22).  God’s forgiveness in Christ is without bounds; so ours must be.


Don’t worry about tomorrow.  Have you noticed what children’s priorities are in life?  One sure thing is that they rarely worry about the future.  If things are alright now, they are happy.  Adulthood often steals that trait from us.  It’s true that neglecting to prepare for the future is foolish.  But do we really need to worry about tomorrow as much as we do?  Some “mature” adults are so busy and anxious about tomorrow that they completely miss out on today.  Jesus said it is useless to worry about the future.  He pointed out the birds and flowers, which do no work, yet are beautifully cared for by the Father (Matt. 6:26-29).  He asked, “are you not of much more value than they?”  If we will seek first the kingdom of God (verse 33), He will see that our needs are met.


Be eager to learn.  Children soak up information like a sponge.  I sometimes envy their ability to learn things so easily.  Despite what they may say about school, most children have an unquenchable desire to learn.  As we age, that desire is often 





Salvation’s Assurance





Wherefore, brethren, give the more diligence to make your calling and election sure; (2 Peter 1:10)





    A couple weeks ago someone asked me concerning salvation, how can I know that my salvation is sure? It is not a question that I get often but I am sure that it is a question that all who are interested in the subject have asked themselves at one time or another.


   In the title verse, Peter encourages his readers to “make your calling and election sure”, implying that it is possible to do so and it is our responsibility to do so for ourselves. The idea of diligence is the same as diligently seeking God of (Heb. 11: 6) and I can only do that for myself. Peter declares earlier, in the chapter, “that by his divine power (God) hath granted unto us all things that pertain unto life and godliness”. (2 Peter 1:3) I believe this means that God has given us all we need to know about how to live successfully in this life and how to live godly lives before Him. He goes on to say “whereby he hath granted unto us his precious and exceeding great promises; that through these ye may become partakers of the divine nature”, (2 Pet. 1: 4) another way of saying, “going to heaven”. 


   In verses 5-7 he list the things we often refer to as Christian virtues and states that if we have these things in our life they will keep us busy and fruitful in our relationship to the Lord. If we add and keep them there will be added to us an entrance into the eternal Kingdom of Jesus Christ our Lord. (2 Pet 1: 11)  There are two key elements to our assurance of salvation.
